Ogden Standard : **The press of Neva- |
da has begun to discussthe question of |
the proposed annexation of Utah to Ne-
vada. This is eminently the proper‘
course to pursue. We are certain that |
the people of Utah do not generally un-
derstand the situation in Nevada, and
that the citizens of the State have but a
limited conception of the state of affairs
in this Territory. Both need to be en-
lightened so that as citizens of a common
country they may understand each other
better and be drawn closer together
whether the annexation takes place or
not. No barm can come to Utah or Ne-
vada from a temperate and intelligent
discussion of the question, but, on the
contrary, it may be productive of much
good.”

Fresno Erpositor: **It is stated that be-
tween two and three thousand carloads
of oranges are yet waiting to be moved
in Southern California, although an
average of forty carloadsa day have gone
East for the past ninety days. This
shows that the orange industry of this
State is reaching great magnitude. New
orchards are constantly being planted
and young ones are coming into bearing
every year. In a few years the disposal
of our crop is going to be a problem.”

San Francisco Post: **“The battle has
commenced in earnest. Sacramentoshies
Ler castor into the ring and dares San
Jose to pick it up. From the earnest de-
portment of the gentle Sucramentan it
seems to us that the city that wants the
State Capital will have to do some hyp-
notizing and carry off the prize in the
night-time.”

Modesto Evening News: **Should there
not be some kind of an organization of
the business men of Modesto looking ex-
clusively to an extension of trade area
for the town? Many cities, we believe,
have such an association. The lines of
such an association should be so formed
us to strive alone for trade of every de-
scription that does not now come to Mo-
desto. Certainly the subject is worthy of
consideration by those interested in the
town,”

Rio Vista News: **San Jose talks as if it
actually expects the voters of the State
will condescend to move the Capital to
that city. San Jose is a pretty city and a
thriving place, but it is altogether too far
from the center of civilization to lay anv
claims whatever to the Capital. There
are just enough solid-thinking voters left
in the State to smother all such acts of
folly as crowned the final proceedings of
a very ordinary Legislature,”

Biggs Argus: *‘The Argus is pleased to
note that the adobe farmers west of Biggs
are beginning to talk up the necessity of
a proper system of drainage. Their ex-
perience, especially the older settlers, has
taught them that no two winters are alike |
and that man bhas no authority over the
clements, They have tound to their cost
and discomfort that he who dams up
nataral water channels not only damages
himself but injures his neighbor; that
to make farming a success all must con-
form to nature’s lines and drainage. It
is to be hoped that everyv farmer who
owns land on the adobe will open every
natural channel on his place and thereby
let the water which falls each year pass
off' and seek its level. There is no other
way of protection against floods and loss
of crops. iti1s impractical to turn water
from its natural courses. It will not run
upon its edge, and the sooner the adobe
farmers unite upon the system of co- |
operative drainage the sooner they will |
reap the reward of their labor. Without
co-operation they can do nothing, Work
to each other’s interest and all will be
benefited.”

Fresno Republican: *“The contem-
vlated removai of the State Capital from
Sacramento is one of the best things that
over happened to that city. It has awak-
ened a spirit of enterprise that was sadly
needed, and, to be charitable, we do not
believe the citizens of that town ever
realized its condition and objectionable
features until that resolution passed the
Legislature. They realize now that they
have something to do to retain the Capi-
tal and they are going to work manfulily.
It will prove a grand, good thing,
whether it remains the Capital City or
not.”

LLos Angeles Fxpress: **Quite too con-
spicuous in this part of the State isthe
practice of the Overseer of the Road, or
Comnnissioner of Highways, to expend
the road fund where it will be of special
benefit to himselt or his immediate
friends, without reference to the weltare
of the general public. This has been
done time and again in this county, and
if’ examples are called for they can be
easily pointed out.”

Riverside FEnterprise: *“‘There was
passed at the last session of the Legisla-
ture what is known as the Finlayson law,
which provides that all cities must here-
after sell to the highest bidder all railway
street franchises. The law is a good one
and ought to have been placed upon the
statute book longago. Riverside, likeall
other cities, has given away more than
one valuable franchise that ought to have
been sold, and thus brought a revenue to
the city.”

San Jose Mercury: *“In one respect
San Jose is in harmony with Sacramento
in regard to the suit brought to test the
validity of the resolution to remove the
State Capital. It is manifestly to the in-
terest of both cities that the legal ques-
tions involved should be settled.”

San Francisco Post: *““The colored vo-
ter does not understand his value in San
Diego. In the list of election expenses of
City Treasurer T. J. Dowell appears the
item: For cigars and beer tor colored
clabs, $4 60. T'hat is a ludicrously small
amount, and we respectfully call the at-
tention of the unions to the fact that our
black brothers of Southern California are
doing work at cut rates.”’

governments, and even on town and dis-

ton of its scope, must be advertised for
ten days in a daily newspaper, and the
franchise must be awarded to the highest
bidder. The enactment of such alaw is
proof of the rapid growth of a sentiment
that franchises to exercise special privi-
leges, which create a form of property
that often becomes very valuable, should
no longer be given away by our local
Governments, but should only be issued
on the basis of allowing the community
to participate in the profits.”

Cultivating and spraying bring quicker
response from the orchard than almost
anywhere else. k'ruit is becoming less a
luxury and more a necessity of life with
every year, It is better to have a
large number of a choice variety
of trees, those proven to be adapted
to your soil and climate, than to at-
tempt a variety of kinds. F¥ruit grow-
ing is the pleasantest and most profit-
able of employments if conducted wisely,
and it is also the most vexatious if
run on the happy-go-lucky principle.
Farmers, don’t you think the best thing
you can do this spring would be to im-
prove your orchard? Set out more tress
and shrubbery. Take care of it well, and
in a few years it will be more profitable
to you than any other part of, your farm.”

Fresno Republican: *“The Oakland
Times does not materially overstate the
case when it says the people who have
succeeded in closing the World’s Fair on
Sunday have played into the hands of the
devil. Chicago dive-keepers are not,
speaking exactly, the devil, but are doing
about as much to boom the hell business
as anybody on earth,”

Los Angeles Fxpress: *‘‘The talk of re-
moving the Capital from Sacramento has
had the good effect of infusing the citi-
zens of that place with new energy. A
company has been formed there with the
object of utilizing the enormous water
power developed by the great dam at
Folsom, across the American river, The
transformation of the water power into
electricity and transmission to the city
by wire are easily practicable. In this
way Sacramento would be enabled to
operate large manufacturing enterprises
at a comparatively small cost. The pro-
ject seems to have great merit, and if suc-
cessfully carried out it will make little
ditference to the city whether the Legis-
lature *keeps’ or not.”

Any-
way, as a2 business investment the State
Capitol is not worth $1,000,000 to San
Jose.”

RECENT INVENTIONS.

A breech-loading rifle, which, though
capable of being operated by hand, is pro-
vided with automatic mechanism which
the pressure of the powder gases in the
barrel will operate after a discharge to
open the breech, eject the spent cartridge
and cock the firing pin, and reclose the
breech on the insertion of a fresh cartridge
in the chamber,

An apparatus by which a signalman is
enabled to stop an approaching locomo-
tive, consisting of an inclined plane, par-
allel with the rail, which can be raised
by the signal levers so as to strike a rod
depending from the engine and by lever
connections shut off the steam.

A device for showing in what apparent
keys differently pitched instruments have
to play so that they shall all play in the
same actual key, consisting of two con-
centric dials with the necessary hotesand
keys relatively marked thereon.

A box, crate, hamper or similar recepta-
cle, made with cover, bottom and sides,
hinged together in such a manner that
