Blotint's Action ia Hawaii Dis-
cussed at the National Capital.

SENATORS AND REPRESENTATIVES
EXPRESS OPINIONS.

Tlie Commissioner Simply Carried Out

tho President's Instructions—Sec-

retary Gresham Very Reticent
Concerning tho Condition of Affairs

at the Islnnds—Hawaiian Commis-

sioner Carter Satlsflod With the

Present Outlook.

Washinoton, April 14.—The startling

news from Honolulu via San Francisco of
tho hauling down of the United States
Hag, it is said, was the subject of ani-
mated discussion at the Cabinet meeting
to-day. J'.eloro going iuto the Cabinet
room Secretary Ureshaiu said to a re-
porter that he had received no informa-
tion whatever, aside from that printed in
the papers. When questioned further as
to the truth of tho statements contained
in the special dispatches to the Western
newspapers that Blount was conniving at
the restoration of Queen Liliuokalani,
and would support her return to the
throne, if need be, by tho forces of tho
I'nited Statos steamer Boston, he said be
knew nothing about it and declined to
express any opinion upon the subject.

In regard to the hauling down of the
I'nited .States Hag, attention is called to
tlie.se passages in the instructions issued
under the previous Administration by
Secretary Foster to Minister Stevens,
under date of February 11. Uj93:

"The phraseology of your proclamation
in announcing your action in the as-
sumption of tho protection of the Ha-
waiian Islands in the name of the United
•States would appear tobe tantamount to
the assumption of a protectorate over
those islands, in behalf of the United
States, with all the rights and obligations
which the term implies.

"To this extent itgoes beyond tho ne-
cessities of the situation and the instruc-
tions before given you. So far as your
action amounts to according, at tho re-
quest of the iic facto sovereign Govern-
ment of the Hawaiian Islands, the co-
oporation ofthe moral and material forces
of the United states for the protection of
life and property from apprehended dis-
orders, your action is commended; but so
far as it may appear to overstep that limit
by setting the authority and power of the
United States above that of tho Govern-
ment of the Hawaiian Islands in the ca-
pacity of protector, or to impair in any
way the independent sovereignty of tho
Hawaaian Government by substituting
the Hag and power of the United States as
:i symbol and manifestation of paramount
authority, it is disapproved."

There was diplomatic reticence around
the White House concerning the nature
nf tho instructions given Commissioner
Blount in his mission to Hawaii, but it is
stated with some positiveness that ho was
civoti authority for hauling down tho
stars and stripes at Honolulu prior to his
departure from Washington. Itis under-
stood that Hlount was given definite in-
structions to withdraw the protectorate
of tho United States over Hawaii in order \
that this Government might find itself
free in dealing with the main question of
annexation; but on the day of his de-
parture for San Francisco he was cau-
toned to confide this information to no
person whatsoever, in order that the mo-
tives and intentions of tho Administra-
tion might not bo construed so as to cause
trouble among the Hawaiians.

On tho afternoon of his departuro from
Washington for San Francisco Blount
spent some time at the White House. The
Cabinet was in session, and Blount was
called in, and discussed with the President
rind his ollieial family tho manner of his
course to be pursued in Hawaii. He left
for San Francisco that night, but the na-
ture of his mission leaked out before he
was a thousand miles from Washington,
and the news was telegraphed to San
Francisco, where Bush, C^ueen Liliuo-
kalani's agent, learne ! it, and started im-
mediately for Honolulu. So when Blount
arrived at his destination the knowledge
of his business had preceded him.

It was not the intention to keep secret
what that business was, with the excep-
tion of the fact that the Commissioner had
authority to declare the protectorate at an
end. The exception was guarded care-
fullyby Blount for tho reason, given, it
is said, by the President, that if the fact
that tho American Hag would be hauled
down became known it might cause
trouble and bloodshed, and also offer
temptation to foreign nations to step in
ami securo tho prize before the United
States could oiler an adequate explana-
tion for its course.

Blount followed his instructions to the
letter. He waited until the excitement
incident to his arrival had completely-
died out and affairs were in a tranquil
state before making known the protecto-
rate was at an end. He also made it
known at a safe time that the United
States would still consider Hawaii and
the Hawaiian* under its guardianship,
as far as outside interference was con-
cerned, and in this also showed tho cau-
tion which Cleveland and Gresham had
impressed on him, to deprive tho an-
nouncement of any tinge of sensational-
ism. These are said to be the facts in tho
matter with reference to the instructions
of l'.lount.

Up to the hour of closing tho Depart-
ment of State no information had been
received there regarding the action of

COMMENT ON THE SITUATION".

Commissioner Blount in Honolulu. In
the course ol" the afternoon Carter, An-
nexation Commissioner from Hawaii,
bad an interview with Secretary
Gresham, after which he said that every-
thing was quite satisfactory. He reiter-
ated the statement that the removal ofthe
i!ag was due to the coudition of things in
Honolulu, which no longer warranted its
floating over the Government buildings.
"The Provisional Government can and
ought to sustaiu itself," he said. "Iam
not at all discouraged over the situation,
and believe we shall come out all right in
the end."

The news from Hawaii attracted agreat
deal ofattention among the Senators, al-
though tbere was much reticence mani-
fested \u25a0when an effort was made to draw

them out. The Democrats refrained from

giving utterance to what appeared their

real sentiments, and the .Republicans,
equally cautious, said more for private
ears than they willsee reproduced in cold

type. The members of the Foreign Af-

fairs Committee are naturally averse to
any discussion of matters over which, aa
such committee, they have jurisdiction
•wlietfthe Senate is called upon to act.

Senator Palmer of Illinois sees no rea-
son for alarm in the action of Commis-
sioner Klount. "Ican scarcely see," said
the Senator, "that the act of Blount can |
be construed as abondenmeut on the part
of the present administration of all inten-
tions concerning the islands."

Morrill does not condemn tho pro-
ceedings unqualifiedly, but it is easy to
see he disapproves the act which re- 'suited in the lowering of the American !
colors.

Senator Cullom deprecated the act of 1
the Commissioner and said: ''I am not
surprised that the present Democratic
administration should order the stars
and stripes to be hauled down. They
have taken the flag down whenover they
had an opportunity, and there was a
time when they had it down in the States
for quite a while."

"Iam opposed to the annexation of
Hawaii," said Vest, "but I do not see
anything in the action of Blount that
afreets the subject one way or the other."

Senator Dolph of Oregon, who is pro-
nounced in his views in favor of annexa-
tion, said: '-Iam as strongly in favor of
taking care of those islands now as I
ever have been, and would be very sorry
to see anything done that would frustrate
their annotation to the United States. I
have been afraid the withdrawal of tho
Hawaiian treaty and other a<;ts of this I
Administration have been detrimental to
this end, and Icannot, in the light of the
press dispatches, say what ofl'ect Blount's
action willhave. Ihope it will couie out
all right, lilount's action may be the j
simple result of a desire on Cleveland's |
part to put the negotiations ou a basis
from which he can deal with the native
authorities anew. I do not care to say
anything that willprejudice the case, and
know little of the effect of the removal of
the protectorate until the present in-
formation is reinforced by something
more definite.

Congressman Springer was a White
House caller this morning, and before ho
lelt the mansion he said that Mr. mount's
action in hauling down the American Hag
at Honolulu was in accordance with in-
structions, and was undoubtedly tho
proper thing to do under the circum-
stances. He said that if this Government
desires to treat with Hawaii ou the plane
of equality, the first step would be to re-
move the protectorate. President Harri-
son's administration disavowed the pro-
tectorate, and the present administration
simply carries the disavowal into effect.

Congressman Stevens of Massachusetts
was one ofthe callers at tho White House
this morning, and he was asked what he
thought of Mr. Blotint's action in hauling
down the Hag. "Atfirst blush it seemed
like a step backward," he replied, "but
upon thinking it over it would seem to
be ihe proper thing ifwe are going to ne-
gotiate with tho Hawaiians for annexa-
tion. You don't want to tie a man ha.nd
and foot and then negotiate with him,
but let him be free to movo, if you are 'treating on a fair basis."
WII.I. APPEAL TO ENULAXD OR GERMANY.

New York, April 14. —A Boston special
says: Hawaiian Minister S. Mott Smith,
who is in Boston, says the Provisional
Government of Hawaii will now appeal
to England or Germany for support, and
each ofthose nations stands ready to re-
spond to any overtures.

SENATE PROCEEDINGS.

Roach Asks That tUo Chareos Against
Him be Investlsatod.

Washington, April 14.—The object of
the proposed investigation of Senator
Koacli of North Dakota was precipitated
on the Senate this morning by Roach
himself. He said he was perfectly will-
ing that the investigation should proceed.
He had desired an investigation, but
yielded to the advico of elder Senators.

Hoar asked for unanimous consent for
the passage of his resolution.

George objected, on the ground that the
Senate had no power to make an investi-
gation, as the matters involved acts prior
to and unconnected with Roach's election.

Gorman moved the appointment of a
committee to inquire into the power of
tho Senate to make an investigation under
tho circumstances.

Chandler spoke in favor of the Hoar
resolution. During the course of Chan-
dler's arguments he yielded on several
occasions. One of these was to an effort
on the part of Hoar to have the time
fixed for the takingof a votoon the ques-
tion of tho admission of Senators from
Montana, Washington and Wyoming,
under appointment from the Governors
of those States. Objection was made on
tho Democratic side, but with the state-
ment that the Senators on that sldo would
confer upon it. Another occasion was to
have action taken on the resolutions for
investigation of the claim of Ady as Sen-
ator from Kansas, and for a visit to the
Territories of Arizona, New Mexico,
and Oklahoma, to ascertain their lituess
for admission as States. Both resolutions
were agreed to without objection.

Chandler then proceeded with his argu-
ment in support of Hoar's resolution.
He made numerous and voluminous cita-
tions from English and American history
bearing on the question whether expul-
sion from a parliamentary body can be
based upon acts committed before the ac-
cused person became a member. He
ciaimed that precedent established that
right.

Voorhees, replying to Chandler, said
presumptions were in favor of tho virtue,
intelligence and capacity of the States to

| send to the Senate men who were fit for
tho high position, and tho presumptions
were that the representatives of other
States would be better employed in mind-
ing their own business than in critisising
tho action of a State in choosing its
Senators. Tho proposed investigation
was simply an inquisitorial process out-
side of all constitutional limit. He de-
sired thattiie country klow on his side of
tho chamber that they would investigate
within the limits of the Constitution,
and not beyond them. "I heard it
alleged of the Senator from New Hamp-
shire very grave and ugly things. I
heard men say whiln was Sec-
retary of the Navy he built three or
four ships, which made but one trip, and
that to the bottom of the sea. Iheard it
alleged that the contractors retired from
the work, rii-h, contented and infamous,
all at the same time. Ihear these things
said. Does the Senator from New Hamp-
shire believe these matters should be
taken out ofthe newspapers, and that I
or other Senators should, without a word
of testimony, rise here and arraign him?
The Senator from New Hampshire would
turn this body into the most miserable and
most contemptible conclave of inquisi-
torial process" the world ever had any
knowledge of. Iwould want to leave the
Sonate with loathing and disgust rather
than serve in a body which claimed the
right to supervise the morals of Senators
from other States, and to enter into judg-
ment upon them. Itmight be the Sen-
ator from North Dakota suffered a mis-
fortune. Ho never sought, however, to
evade the laws of the country, and to-day
he is returnt-d among those whom he in-
jured, without a single claim being made
against him."

Uartsbrough testified to the good quali-

ties and high reputation of Roach for tho
ten or twelve years he had resided in
Dakota.

Gorman pointed to*Hansbrough's state-

j ment as an illustration of tho folly ofI
I listening to the tattling of vipers and
miserable slanderers, and disavowed all
knowledge of the charges against Hans-
i>rough. »

After an executive session the Senate
j adjourned tillto-morrow.

The final adjournment of tho extra ses-
sion may take place to-morrow.

Richard H. Alvey of Maryland, Chief
Justice; Martin F. Morris of the District
ofColumbia and Seth Shopard of Texas,
Associate Justices of the Court of Ap-
peals, District ofColumbia.

L. (1. C. Lamar, who is inado Recorder
of the General Land Office, is the eldest
son of the late Justice Lamar of tho Su-
preme Court, and acquired some knowl-
edge ofthe methods of the Interior De-
partment when Private Secretary to his
father, while Secretary of tho Interior.

NICARAGUA CANAL.
Statements Made Concerning It Em-

phatically Denied.
New York, April13.—The officers of

the Nicaragua Canal Company deny em-
phatically the statements made by Count
Keratry that their schemo is purely a ]Jb-
litical measure, and secondary in im-
portance to the Panama Canal, in tho
iutorest of which Keratry is now in this
country.

Warner Miller was seen to-day. He
said: "As a matter of fact tho Panama
and Nicaragua Canal schemes arc not to
be mentioned in the same category. Tho
former has boon proved impracticable,
if not impossible, while tho latter has
been shown to be beyond all doubt tho
only practical method of opening a high-
way for ships between the Atlantic and
Pacific Oceans. Keratry's claims are so
at variance with the facts in the matter
that Ido not consider it worth my while
to enter into any controversy with him.

"The Panama idea is a foreign one, and
in spite of its pretensions, was never able
to interest ono dollar of American capital.
The Nicaragua scheme, on tho other
hand, is purely an American enterprise,
and has been declared by the foremost
civil, mining and military engineers as
the only route by which communication
can bo opened up botween the two great
oceans. Generals Grant, Sherman and
McClellan, who spent years studying
this matter, said the Nicaragua Canal was
the only realizable one."

--pioyes in making such property of use orpront; tuat to that end force may be used,and that if, in the exercise of force (ifit
be only such as the moment may show to
be necessary to make the prevention
effectual), the employes kill anybody
much more if the slain had been called in
by the employers to keep tho control of
their property lrom tho employes, and to
resist their anticipated attacks—such kill-
ing is, on tho whole, rather a useful les-

i son to somebody, and should be a warn-
ing for the future. It was this feeling or
sentiment which the anarchists formu-
lated into a principle, and urged all
wage-workers to adopt and enforce in
practice, calculating, as thoy declared
that the disturbances to follow tended tothe destruction of all government, the
dissolution of all bonds by which sooiety
is held together, and the introduction of
that condition, or chaos and absence of all
condition which they call anarchy.—From

Siteof the Sepulcher.

In a letter just received by the State
Department, Consul Merrillat Jerusalem
says many modern scholars in the de-
partment of I'alestineau archaeology,
iiavinjj abandoned as untenable the tra-
ditional site of the Holy Sepulcher as the
place of the crucifixion and burial of our
Lor.i, have fixed upon the hill above
Jeremiah's Grotto, 3UO yards north of the
Damascus Gale, as the site of the cruci-
fixion. Adjoining this hill, which is
covered with Mohammedan graves, is a
large garden controlling the face of the
hill, which is rock, lor 150 yards. Ex-
cavations at different times in this garden
have shown that six or more feet below
the surface of the ground there exist in-
teresting ruins, and in the rock itself
there is a remarkable tomb, which has
recently attracted much attention. An
effort has been made the past year to pur-
chase this gardep. with its appurtenances,
place it in the hands of a general com-
mittee, so that it should not bo in the
control of any particular religious sect,
have excavations made, and everything
that might bo found preserved and ex-
posed for the benefit of all who take an
interest in such matters. The negotia-
tions were, it was thought, successful
and the money ready to be paid, but very
recently there has come a hitch of some
kind, so that, alter all the project may fail.
