Forcibly and Eloquently Exposed by
William J, Armstrong.

The American Orator Tells of the Hor-
rors of Siberia—The Proposed
Treaty Denounced.

The address of Hon. William Jackson
Armstrong, in protest against a trealy ‘i
sanctioned by the Senate of the United
States with the Russian Government, |
called a good audience to the Congrega-
tional Church last night.

The treaty permits of the return of |
Russian fugitives in this country to the |
Czar's dominions, aud the Federated |
Trades recently adopted the following |
resolutions, which were read by Presi- |
dent W. T. Gormley of the Council, who
was introduced by Rev. Mr. Koehne:

WHEREAS, The Senate of the Unitea States i
has recently, in the most barefaced manner, |
sanctioned & treaty with the Russian Govern
ment, the character of which, we believe, is
obunoxious to the great mass of our people;
and whereas, Russia Is the most absolule des- |
potism on the face of the globe, within whose |
borders liberty is unknown and the rights of ;
personality are not recognized by the Govern- |
ment; and whereas, the Russian Government
iu its fierce efforts 10 suppress freedom has
visited such cruelty on the people that large |
numbers through desperation have become !
lerrorists; and whereas, this treaty would |
make our Government a tool in the hands of |
the Czar, in wreaking his cruel despotism
upon his unfortunate subjects who may es-
cape to our shores;

siesolved, That the Sacramento Federated
Trades Council do protest against this pro-
Pposed trealy and consider it a violation of
American tradition; and be it further

Lesolved, That we denounce the action of |
the United States Seuate in approving this |
treaty, and that we call upon the Chief EKxec-
utive of the Nution toexercise all power in

Mr. Koehne, after a few introductory ;
remarks, then presented Mr. Armstrong,
who delivered an address of nearly two
hours’ duration, holding the close atten-
tion of his audience throughout, and be-
ing frequently interrupted by applause,

Mr. Armstrong is of marked individu-
ality, in appearance as in speech. The |
facial lines are strongly and broadly
marked, eyes deep set, mustache long
and heavy, hair in thick and waving
locks, figure large and muscular; all com-,
bine to give the impress of sternest cour-
age and convicion. It is in felicity of
speech and force of gesture that he en-
rapts his hearers. Neverat a loss tor a |
word, apt in illustration, guick and terse :
in diction, full of the life and earnestness |
which firmly anchor themselves, he |
makes us lose our identity as we become |
enthralled in his masterly eloquence. He '
pleads the cause of the nihilist as Wendell |
Phillips spoke for the shackled slave, as |
Kossuth portrayed the wrongs of bleed-
ing Hungary. Few men of the country

bossess higher gifts of oratory than the
{ecturer of last evening.
OUTRAGE ON LIBERTY.

Before proceeding 1o the lecture, said
Mr. Armstrong, I desire to saya few words
concerning the resolutions which have
here been read. When a great crime has |
been committed against civilization it is
natural to expect its rebuke from the au-
thoritative classes of society—the classes
which assume to represent its learning,
1ts culture and its humanity., After six
vears of deliberation the United States |
Senate has consummated with the Gov- |
ernment of RRussia a treaty by which the
American people—a people*with free in-
stitutions—are pledged to return to an
unmodified despotisin its refugees in this
country, accused of having resisted that
despotism with violence; to a despotism
in which there is not even the plausible
counterfeit of civilized trial, and in which
every human being walks in the shadow |
of a detective.

In the face of this outrage upon the
spirit of our institutions, so far as this
coast is concerned the pulpit, the press |
and the bar have been almost silent. It |
has remained to the workingmen of Sac- |
ramento—the men who perform the man- |
ual labor of this community, the men |
who by the necessity of constant toil are |
kept from books and culture and from |
pretentions of any sort, even from the |
profession of religion itself, but who by |
this same necessity are kept in sympathy |
with the great throbbing heart of their
kind—it has been left to these humble
and unpretending men to be the first to
raise here a voice against this great
wrong. 1 feel honored to be called on
this occasion by these men who have so
highly honored themselves in making
this protest in the name of American lib-
erty.

Just sixty years ago Daniel Webster,
standing at the side ot a banquet table in
New York City—a banquet given in his |
honor by the merchants of that city—
used these words: **Atthis hourour coun-
try is a general refuge for the distressed
and persecuted of other nations. Who-
ever is in affliction from political occur- |
rences in bis own country looks here for
shelter, Whether he be republican fly-
ing from the oppressions of thrones, or
whether he be monarch or monarchist, |
flying from thrones, which crumble and |
fall under and around him, he feels equal |
assurance that if he get foothold on our |
soil his person is safe and his rights will
be respected.”

These werethesentiments of the “‘great |
expounder’’ of our Constitution, the most |
sensitive interpreter of American institu- |
tions. We have fallen on other times and |
other interpretations. Inthe United States
Senate to-day there lingers not the
shadow of a Webster.

By this treaty which has been made,
America, as the guardian of poiitical lib-
erty, falls into the rank of a second-rate
Government, When the Russian despot-
ism seeks to cross the frontiers of Swit- |
zerland to reclaim its refugees, its sword |
“*yanishes into thin air.”” The little Swiss |
Republic says to the Russian giant:

‘*STAND BACK!”

When the demsnds of continental
tyranny reach to English soil they fall |
to the ground. Thirty years ago, when |
the French Government demanded |
from London the misguided Italian |
patriot who flung the bombs under |
the coach of Louis Napoleon, Lord |
Palmerston, backed by the Lords
and Commons of Great Britain,
answered: ‘‘England cannot recognize
your demands’’—thus confirming that |

proud tradition of English liberty, that e

when slave or political refugee breathes |
English air he is free. To-day, when the |
Russian despot demands of the American |
people that they shall return his assail-
ants to his power, the United $tates Sen- |
ate answers; ‘It is true, your majesty, |
that when a few years ago we senta
deputation of reputable citizens to your |
shores to beg an abatement ot the atroci-
ties practiced upon the Jews of your em-
pire, your majesty kicked that deputa-
tion from your territories. These plead-
ers for humanity were told to return to |
their own country and mind their own
business; but we remain to-day, your
majesty, what we have always been, your
majesty’s most humble and obedient
flunkies.”

I assume to say in this presence that
the people of the United States are mis-
represented by the Senate of the United
States. If we are to treat with the Rus-
sian Czar on the basis of the most favored
Governments, let him first make Russia
a civilized Government!

THE LECTURE.

The United States, said the speaker,
has been steadfastly the friend to the op-
pressed. The establishment of our inde-
pendenceheralded anew creed. Sincethat
event, no crown, or oligarchy or aris-
tocracy has been safe, Nearly all Govern-
ments of civilized mankind have been
changed, in spirit if not in form. Russia
is the solitary and monstrous exception,
Shestands to-day the same relentless,im- |
placable foe to liberty she has been for a |
thousand years.

THIS LOVE FOR RUSSIA
Has grown from the false association of
Alexander IL. with our Abraham Lincoln
in the matter of emancipating the serts,
and from Russia’s attitude to us duaring
the war.

America was riveted by the horrible
news flashing across the cable that the |
Czar had been enshrouded in the columns
of his own palace by a voleano of flame
and disaster springing from his very feet.
Five times before had his life been at-
tacked by bullet, dagger or bomb. In
vain had he invested his body in mailed
armor, in vain had he surrounded him-
self with spies and soldiers. Prudence
was wasted. Then did the word “*Nihil-
ist” implant itself as a terror. in the
American breast. *“Nihilist!” What is
the substance behind the shadow ? They
killed one Czar and are trying to kill an-
other. They have killed some ofticials
They
are trying to free themselves from a bond-
age worse than death. The autocrat pro-
duces assassins and begets his foes.
THE WORD **NIHILIST”
Has been cleverly handled by the Rus-

every one who opposes the Czar. The |
word *‘nihilism” was an invention of the |
noted Russian novelist, Ivan Turgenef,
in his book “Fathers and Sons,’” about
twenty-five yeuars ago, to denote a social-
istic people he depicted. Through a mis-
conception people have come to regard
the nihilists of Russia as a lot of anarch- |
istic discontents bent upon destroying |
property, religion, order, and all govern-
ment, instead of the enlightened, pat-
riotic reformers they are. The entire
movement has been for liberty of thought
Its earliest inception was in
1816, among the soldiers who had re-
turned from the Napoleonic wars and
brought with them the impulses for free-
dom which they imbibed in the revolu-
tionary west. The Constitution of the
United States was the model taken for
the Government they sought. The year
1526 was thg date set for the Russian rev-
olution. If broke out Christinas Day

He trampled out every vestige of liberty.
He suppressed the respiration and heart-
beats of his people. IYinally, himself
heart-broken and despairing after defeat
in the Crimean War, he died and be-
queathed his rod of steel to Alexander II.

Alexander 1I. has been lauded as a |
liberal despot. He gained this reputa-
tion from having freed 21,000,000 serfs. It |
was & policy of State, calculated upon for
a century before, and not a revolution of |
Alexander II. In 1826 Poland revolted.
The Emperor reduced it to an ash pile.
Fanaticism broke out, leveled principally
against the Jews. It has continued to the
present hour. Every day brings us news
instead of mov-

went backward. Schools had arisen at |
Moscow, Odessa and other places. Learn-
ing begot nihilism, so the schools were
stamped out and the students transported |
to Siberia. Ivery center of intelligence
is in revolt against despotism, therefore
to think in Russia is a crime.

The history of the present Czar is a
continued chapter of atrocities un-
equaled since the Roman Empire. The
press is muzzled, the Czar’s censors can

SUSPEND ANY NEWSPAPER

And forbid its editor to commence
another. 'The Czar is proprietor of every
newspaper. He is absolute. Every sub-
ject walks in the shadow of the Czar. In
Russia the assembling of three people is
suspicious. To discuss any feature of
government is a crime punishable with
life imprisonment in Siberia. One may
murder, burn, rape, commit any crime,
however enormous, and still hope for
pardon; but to entertain a feeling against
the form of government is a capital ot-
fense. The prisons of Russia are dens of
filth. Thousands of risoners are
crowded in spaces intended for hundreds.
Every form of physical torture is em-
ployed. No form of brutality is un-
known in the land of Romanoff. The
subjects of these indignities and tortures |
are the enlightened—the men and women |
of braine. The works of John Stewart |
Mill, Tyndall, Huxley,
juckley are prohibited in Russia. Count |
Tolstol, the abiest defender of autocracy,
himself banished history, geography and
modern literature from the Russian
schools.

The nihilists are not atheists, com-
munists or anarchists. They occupy
every class and order of society. Could
they concentrate their strength they
would be able to overthrow the Romanofif
power in an hour.

Mr. Jackson, in language vivid and
thrilling, pictured the horrors of Siberian
life, instanced a few of the hundreds of
cruelties and barbarities that had come
under his personal notice, and closed by
saying that the nihilists were fighting
for the principles we espoused a century
ago. They ask for universal suffrage,
constitutionalism, representative govern-
ment. Nihilism is Americanism, op-
posed to Czarism.

Then the other guards took shots at
him as he drifted down with the rapid
carrent toward the rocky narrows. Pres-
ently he sank again, and was seen no
more.

Warden Aull, in his telephone message
to the REcorp-UNI10ON, stated that the
guards did excellent shooting, and 1t is
believed that—although but little of the
fugitive’s body was exposed above the
surface of the water—he must have been
hit several times,

(Garcia is represented as one of the most |

brutal-looking convicts in the prison, a
creature who was apparently without the
slightest conception of morality, and a
very dangerous man. His body will
probably lodge somewhere in the brush
along the river between here and Folsom,
though it is hoped not.

THREE DECISIONS.

They All Affirmed the Judgments of
Lower Courts.

Filed by the Supreme Court in Colusa,

Sierra and Fresno County |

Cases.

The Supreme Court filed its decisions
in three cases in Deputy Clerk Govan’s |
| office yesterday. |
{ The case of Mary Gray vs. A. S. Mc- |
| Williams  (appellant) was an action |
{ brought in Colusa County to remove and
{abate a nuisance. An embankment or
|levee had been erected by defendant
{ upon his own land, but which held back
| and caused water to flow upon the land of
| plaintiff, and the action was to recover
| damages for injury caused thereby.
| Plaintiff had judgment, from which and
| from an order denying a motion for a |

| new trial defendant appealed.
{ The case is reviewed at great length by

| the Supreme Court, which, in conclusion,
| afiirmed the judgment and order of the
lower court,
A STERRA MINING CASE.

The case of W. S. Packer et al. vs. Phil
I Doray et al. (respondents) was an action
| brought in Sierra County to quiet the
plaintiff’s title to certain tailing mining
| claims, called the **Alturas Mining Com-
| pany’s claims,” situate in Slate Creek,
| and partly in Sierra County and partly in
Plumas County. The claims deseribed
extend up'and down the creek about 26,-
000 feet and contain an area of about 112
acres,

The defendants deny that the plaintiffs
| are, or ever were, the owners or in pos-
| session of that portion of the claims de-
scribed, commencing at the upper end
thereof and extending down the creek |
about 10,000 feet; and they allege that as |
to such portion of the claims they are, |
and were, at the time of the commence- |
ment of the action, and long prior thereto,
the owners and in possession thereof; |
and as to the balance of the claims de-
scribed in the complaint they disclaim
having any estate or interest in the same, |

The case was tried and the findings |
were that neither the plaintiffs, their |
| grantors nor predecessors, ever owned or |

possessed, or were entitled to the posses- |
slon of the mining ground deseribed in |
the answers of the defendants, and that
at the time of the comniencement of the

{

action the defendants were the owners of
and in the actual possession of ail the
mining ground described in their answers
| and claimed by them.

Judgment was accordingly entered that

the plaintiiis take nothing, that their
action be dismissed, and that the defend-
ants recover their costs. 'rom this judg-
ment and order denying a new trial the
plaintiiis appealed.

The Mupreme Court affirms the judg-

ment of the lower court.
