WHO ARE THE ENEMIES OF CALI-
FORNIA t

The San Francisco Bulletin in recent
issues has indulged in startling head-
lines, such as ““The Southern Pacific, the
Enemy of California.” Likewise the in-
stitution, known as the Traffic Associa-
tion, and which appears to pull the
strings of the Chamber of Commerce of
the city of San Francisco, chiefly for the
iun of watching the jumping jack re-
spond, recently sent to the chamber a
subject for discussion under the blood-
curdling title, “The Conspiracy Against
the Freight Traffic of California.”

The reason for all this nervous agita-
tion is not far toseek. San Francisco
became gravely solicitous over the prop-
osition of so adjusting freight rates that
the people of the State of California
would be obliged to buy in that city as
against purchasing in any of the com-
mon points—Marysville, Stockton, San
Jose, Los Angeles or San Diego. They
organized the Traffic Association for the
purpose of regulating freights and fares,
not necessarily to reduce them, but to
regulate them in such a way as that the
through rates to San Francisco from the
East when added to the local rates to in-
terior points sbould be less than from
Eastern common points to intermediate
points in California. For illustration:
Freight shipped from New York to San
Francisco and from San Francisco to
Fresno should reach Fresno by way of
San Francisco at a less rate than freight
shipped directly to Fresno from New
York. This was the demand of the Traffic
Association from the outset. It was not
an effort to make the rates to and
from San Francisco less; it was
simply an effort to give San Francisco an
advantage as to rates. Mr, Leeds’ plan
was to get control of the instrumentali-
ties of regulation in the State of Califor-
nia, and therefore demanded of the Board
of Railroad Commissioners that it read-
Just the freight rates of California to suit
the requirements of San Francisco, and
maintain in that city a supremacy in the
distribution of the commerce of this
coast. This statement of the fact simpli-
fies the whole question. Mr. Leeds’
proposition to amend the Constitution by

inserting a freight schedule grew out of |

the fact that he was more familiar with
ireight schedules than constitutional law.
Itfailed of passage ignominiously, because
it was grotesque and impracticable.

All the time, however, there has been
in San Francisco a party in favor of ap-
pealing to the ocean from overland trans-
portation. This party has complained
of low freight rates from the East by
rail. What it desired was that the over-
iand rates should be high, so that a profit-
able rate could be had for shipment by
sea. The failure of Mr. Leeds’ Salt Lake
Railroad, his constitutjonal amendment
regulating freights and fares, his plan to
abolish the State Board of Railroad Com-
missioners, furnished the party in San
Francisco in favor of carrying the entire
commerce of California by sea its golden
opportunity. If the commerce of the
coast entered and departed by the Golden
Gate, San Francisco’s case was made,
and the interior would necessarily become
subject to it as the chief distributing
center of all the territory lying west of
the Rocky Mountains. Mr. Leeds’ plan
having gone awry, the sea-going party
were listened to, and the Tratfic Associa-
tion bent its energies to the establish-
ment of a steamship line in connection
with the Panama Railroad. To guaran-
tee a permanency to this line the sum of
200,000 was subscribed by the stock-
holders of the line. Steamships were
rented, rates of transportation were estab-
lished, and the office of the new trans-
portation company opened for business.

This new transportation agency cele-
brated its inauguration by a proposed re-
duction of
Francisco and New York. Necessarily,

this competition left the overland roads {
their choice between permitting freights |

to move by the sea or continue by rail,
and the only way to meet lower rates is

by an offer of equally low or still lower
rates.

On the 25th of this month the Southern

Pacific Company enters upon the compe- |

tition to which it has been challenged. It
makes the lowest rate between San Fran-
cisco and New York on all classcs of mer-
chandise and all lines of California pro-
ducts offered since the beginning of the
overland transportation era. To simplify
this statement, the North American Navi-
gation Company proposes at low rates to
carry the commerce between California
and the Atlantic seaboard, and the South-
ern Pacific Company proposes to carry
that commerce at still lower rates. There
are two competitors in the market, each
soliciting business, and each offering to
perform a service for a conipensation
named, and each vieing with the other as
to the cheapness of the service it pro-
poses to perform.

The Bulletin denounces this proceed-
ing as one at enmity with California and
its interests, and yet this paper has de-
clared in unison with anti-railroad papers
generally that the freights have been too
high. Just as soon, however, as these
rates are lowered the true inwarduess of
its former demand for lower local rates
becomes apparent. What is wanted by
the Bulletin is simply a rate good for San
Francisco, whether it is of any value to
the interior or not. The North American
Navigation Company, which moves the
Traffic Association, as a large cog-wheel
moves a smaller one, and which in its
turn revolves the Chamber of Commerce
as a still smaller pinion wheel, sent to
the latter organization a subject for con-
sideration under the head of “Conspiracy
Against the Freight Traffic.” The ques-
tion it wanted discussed was the total de-
pravity of any railroad which would meet
any competion in the carrying trade in-
imical to the interests of the wholesale
merchants of San Francisco. 1t seems
unreasonable that this state of things

freight rates between San |

l should be true. It seems almost unthink- .[

{able that the people of San Francisco !
[ should denounce an overland railroad for |
| reducing its rates, and yet such is the |
case. Reduction of freight rates means!
a greater intimacy of relation between the |
producer and his market. The difference |
between the rate on canned goods to New
York by rail or sea, between a
high and low price, remains in the
pocket of the producer. The ques-
tion arises, Who is to be injured
by low rates of transportation overland ?
Certainly not the purchaser of merchan-
dise and supplies, for there should be
made a corresponding diminution in the
price to the consumer of these various
commodities. Certainly not the producer
of the agricultural or horticultural pro-
ducts of the country, because low rates of
transportation means an increased profit
to him. In what, then, consists the con-
spiracy against the California traffic, and
in what way has the Southern Pacific
Company manifested it enmity against
California? We will reduce the explana-
tion to the meanest capacity. The North
American Navigation Company, under
the inspiration of the Traffic Association,
established a sea route for the purpose of
reducing freights to San Francisco solely.
The Southern Pacific Company brought
down the rates of transportation core-
spondingly to through common pointson
the coast, and this is the head and tront
of its oftending. If the Southern Pacific
Company had raised the rateto Marys-
ville, Stockton, San Jose, Los Angeles
and San Diego it would have received the
commendation of the people of San Fran-
cisco. This statement is the simple, un-
varnished truth; it is without color, with-
out exaggeration, the simple verity.

The issue is then plainly before the peo-
ple of California. The ocean isa factor in
the commerce of this coast, and in the es-
tablishment of points of distribution for
that commerce has been invoked and that
invocation has reduced rates. To the ex-
tent that these rates will benefit the whole
people of California, let all her well-
wishers rejoice,

THE MANDAMUS SUIT.

At the request of the attorneys for the
Surveyor-General, the mandamus suit |
instituted by the REcorD-UN10N to com- |
pel the State Register of the Land Office |
to either file or reject the filings in his safe, |
has been postponed from to-day umil;
Friday of this week. The postponement |
or continuance was granted as a courtesy |
to the attorneys on the other side. In the |
meantime, it remains to be noted as a
curious phenomenon connected with this [
case that from the very first mention of
it to the present time the most persistent
efforts have been made to suppress in-
vestigation. Every conceivableinfluence
has been brought to bear upon the man-
agers of this paper to suspend further
agitation., Beyond this, threats have
been indulged in. Every person sup-
posed to have personal or other infiuence
with the managers of this paper have
been solicited to approach them with
either arguments, persuasion or induce-
ment to stop this agitation. Even the
counsel employed by the REcorp-UNION
has been approached with propositions,
either personally or professionally ad-
vantageous to himself.

‘We make these statements conscious of
their full significance; they need no in-
terpretation at our hands, nor do they
need explanation in the minds of our
readers. They indicate simply that fraud
exists in the administration of the land
systum of California, and that the parties
to be exposed by further investigation of
these frauds are begging for clemency.
We confess that this was a wholly unan-
ticipated result. We entered upon the
discussion of this subject with the very
simple, and we trust, commendable, de-
sire to secure to actual settlers the 200,-
000 acres of land to which the State would
become entitled by reason of the exercise
of lieu right. Of course we do not mean
to say by this that the State gains any ad-
ditional right by the exercise of lieu. The
land in place equals the quantity of the
| lieu, but the land in place is very largely
inaccessible mountain hights, desert,
barren, rocky, or unproductive,

The Government granted each six-
teenth and thirty-sixth section, or one-
eighteenth of the entire area of the State
of California, to the State for school pur-
| poses. It did not grant one-eighteenth
to be selected of the best land, or the sec-
ond best, but one-eighteenth of the entire
public domain in California, located
wherever the sixteenth and thirty-sixth
i sections should fall by surveys.

Senator Leland Stanford was the au-
thor of the very commendable measure
which gave to the State of California
lands in lien of the sixteenth and thirty-
sixth sections which might be found to
be mineral. The lands in place could, of
course, be found by anyone. When the
State offered its land at $1 25 an acre—
that is, offered the sixteenth and thirty-
sixth sections at that figure—any settler
might find the land. But the exercise of
lieu is a more complicated matter., To
find just what land bas been lost to the
State, that the allegation of lieu may be
applied to it, and to find good land in
place of that lieu, is a matter requiring
intimate knowledge of the lands of the
State, a knowledge not possessed by the
home-seeker as a rule.

At this point the good offices of the
Surveyor-General were demanded. The
publication of lands to be lost under the
operation of the Acts granting lieu, and
the reservation of that loss for the exer-
cise only of the lieu right by those en-
titled to take land, would have promoted
the settlement of the lands of the State,
But no such publication was made, no
interest whatever was taken in the sub-
ject by those in charge of tha land policy
of the State of California. On the con-
trary, the entire lien right is being ab-
sorbed by shrewd atterneys, who, secur-
ing to the dummies of their own selection
the absorption of all the lieu right, hold
its exercise for sale at an approximate
valuation for the land located in lieu of
the loss.

This is the simple truth in this matter,

i

and it is to reform this abuse that the

: |
RecorD-UNION entered upon an invest- |

igation of the subject. It proposed to
publish the lieu lost in the interest of
those who wounld desire to purchase
lands for their own use and occupancy,
of the State of California, at $1 25 an acre.
It had no other idea than that the gener-
osity of this proposition would be ap-
preciated by the Surveyor-General, by
the Attorney-General and by the people
of thre State of California.

A more close scrutiny into the system
disclosed the revolting fact that its efforts
were not only not to be seconded
by the land officers of the State,
but that they were to be obstructed and
thwarted at every step. In addition to
this, it has been importuned, cajoled and
threatened in turn to stop this investiga-
tion. It now serves notice on all parties
interested that, whatever may be the de-
cision of commissions, or the judicial
conclusions of courts, the ultimate result
of the manner in which the lien right is
exercised in this State will be thoroughly
exposed. There must necessarily come a
time when land will be selected by the
allegation of loss, and the information as
to who made these selections, as to what
land was alleged to have been lost, what
land taken in lieu, must become a matter
of public record, and when that record is
made it will be accessible for publication.

The mandamus suit, instituted by the
managers of this paper, cannot result
otherwise than in a triumph for the
plaintiff. It the court shall decide that
the contents of the stuffed safe are legal
applications, they must be filed, and the
fees must be paid when filed. When
filed they will be subject of public examn-
ination. In this the REcorp-UxioN will
have scored a legal triumph. On the
other hand, if the court decides that they
are illegal, that they are not valid appli-
cations at all, that decision will be even
more welcome than any other.

We repeat what we have heretofore said
—that the sole object of this inquiry is to
reform an abuse. We have up to this
time made no specific charges against in-
dividuals. We have avoided offensive
mention of officers or firms of attorneys,
and we will continue this avoidance until

an opposite policy is forced upon us by

the course of our adversaries.
