THE CLOSING LECTURE.
Key, John W. Chadwick Closes tho

Association Series for tho Season.
Tho final lecture of the series given by

the Sacramento Lecture Association of
Sacramento was delivered at tho Congre-
gational Church last evening by Key.
John W. Chadwick, the eminent Unita-
rian divino of Brooklyn, N. Y. The
church was fairly tilled, but not crowded,
as it has been during some of the lectures
of the season.

Mr. Chadwick's subject was "Whit-
tier," and he gave a comprehensive his-
tory ofthe Quaker poet's life aud quoted
liberally from many of his poems.

Indeed, his lecture was replete withtho choicest extracts from Whittier'sbest poems.
Mr. Chadwick was deliberate and classi-

cal in his delivery, very careful with his
use of words, aud while he could not be
said to have delivered an "eloquent"
lecture, it was an eminently scholarlyone, and held his audience close and ap-
preciative listeuors.

lv reciting from tho pooms he was
especially clever in hi 3 interpretation,
and his strong, sonorous tones gave great
weight and force to the living lines of the
pool.

The lecture lasted about an hour and ahall, ami greatly pleased the audience.

nomination in Brooklvu for over twent vyears.
