
MUST SHOW THE RECORDS.

Judge Catlin's Mandate to the Sur-
veyor-General.

Tho Applications for Lieu Lands, >Tow

Locked In Ills Safe, Must be

Open to Inspection.

A very important victory for tho peo-
ple was won in the Superior Court of
this county on Saturday, the effect of
which will be very far-reaching. It is |
the first real cbock that the ring which
has been gobbling up the public lands of
the State for many years has received.

Judge Catlin rendered iiis decision in
tho njandainus suit brought by E. B.
Willis in the name of the people of the
State to compel Surveyor-General Reich-
ert to allow him to inspect a largo num-
ber of applications for lieu lands which
:iry: locked up in his safe. The decision,
Which overrules the Surveyor-General's
demurror, is as follows:

QKKKBAIi vs. SPECIFIC DUTIBB.
The People, etc.. by relation of E. 1!.

General, etc. Petition for mandate.

With rt-Kpect to the necessity ofa spe-
cific demand by the relator for permission
t<> inspect the records in question, i find
that both Merrilland High ugroo to a dis-
tinction existing between the perform-
ance of a general public duty on tho part
Of tho officer aud the performance oia
\u25a0pacific duty due to B private person.

In the former class of cases it is said
that "tho law stands in the place ofa de-
mand, and the neglect or omission to
perform the duty stands In tho place of a
refusal." (High, Sec 41, p. 47, Sec. 13, p.
18), and this rue is approved and quoted
by Justice Field ofthe United States Su-

fireme Court in the case of Virginia vs.
lives, li*'United States Supreme Court

Rep., page 318, where it is said "that in
this class ofcases tho duty being strictly
oia public nature, nut allocting individ-
ual intere-ls, and there being no one spe-
cificallyempowered to demand its per-
formance, there is no necessity for a lit-
eral demand and refusal."

In this case it is alleged that the re-
spondent keeps the records referred to in
his sale and refuses any inspection of
them by the relator or by auv other por-
Bons. This, Ithiuk, in this case, is a suf-
ticiont averment of demand and refusal.

concerning fees.
AVith respect to the neglect to perform

the duties imposed upon the respondent
under Section lioTl of tho Political Code,
namely, to make a certain report on the
lirst .Monday of each month "to the Con-
troller, and to pay the fees collected by
him into the State. Treasury, there is no
allegation of any demand, or refusal to
perform those duties.

There is special provision made by law
requiring tho Controller to see thatthese
and other duties are performed. (Subs.
11, 12, 13, 14, liol Section i*s, Political
Code.)

Tho averment of tho petition is merely
that respouilout has neglected to make
tho reports or to pay over the moneys. I
think, as it is a particular duty to Ije per-
formed at particular dates and under the
supervision of a designated ollicer of the
Suite, that tho respondent should be put
in that fault which results from a speci-
fied demand and refusal bofore being re-
quired to answer to this writ.

I.li:r LAND APPLICATIONS.
There is another demand in tho writ

for tho performance of certain duties
which aro in tho nature of general duties.
! refer to the duties imposed by Sections

8395 and 3406, tho former of which re-
quires a certain record to be kept ofap-
plications to purchase lands; and tho lat-
ter that tho respondent must communi-
cate with tho United States Land Ollice,
and a.sk that the lands described in such
applications (whether they bo in place, or
are lands in lieu thereof; be accepted in
part satisfaction of the grant under which
they are sought to bo located.

While Section 3JCKi does not designate
the time within which this communiea-
ti.>u must l>e made, it is obvious from the
character of tho duty that it should be
performed without delay.

The petition avers that some 500 appli-
cations to purchaso were made between
tho first day of December, ls'.ri, and the
first dayoi April,1893: that a fee of ;sr>
npor»each of said applications was paid
its required by law, aud that each appli-
cation was received and tiled, or noted;
and that no communication with the
United States Land Oflice has been made
requesting tho acceptance of, the applica-
tions as required by Section 340*1

This neglect to communicate with the
United States Land (illicoaud ask for theac <\u25a0; tance of tho applications follows as
a consequenco the kdeping of tho applica-
tions from theo eye of tho public in the
safe of tho respondent; the commission
of the ono act Is the ommiasion of tho
other, and the two constitute tho dorelie-
Uon of public duty complained of.

SOT A FBBSOKAXi MATTKii,
It is objected that tho relator is not

shown to have a beneficial interest
peculiar to himself and diilerent from
that nt the mass of the community Therule invoked by this objection applies tocases where a private person seeks to
coerce an ollicer to the performance ofa duty, but not whore, as m this case, the
people complain by tho Attorney-Gen-
eral and a iek to enforce a public right.

Xhw distinction is clearly maintainedby the text-writers—Mr. High in his
work upon "Extraordinary Legal liome-
dies." Section 433, says, when the ques-
tion is "ono of public and not of private
right, the people are tho real party in
interest, and tho relator need not shownny personal interest. In all such casesthe refusal of the officers to act is no more
tho concern of one citizen than another
and it is tho right, if not the duty, of
e\ery citi/en to interfere and sco that the
public grievance Is remedied."

In the case of City of »ittawa vs The
People, i> 111. iT3, the Supremo Court
of Illinois said: ''When the remedy is re-
sorted to for tho purpose of enforcing a
Xirivate right, the person Interested iv
having the right enforced must be the
relator. The relator 19 considered the
real party and his right to the relief mustclearly appear, but where the object la
tho enforcement of a public right, the
people are regarded an the real party/and
the nlalor need not show that he has any
legal interest iv the result. Itis enough
that He is interested as a citizen in having
the laws executed, ;ind the duly in ques-
tion enforced."

MLsi a> OFXN TO ALL CITIZKNs.
There can be no question in regard to

the public nature of the duties in ques-
tion iv this case. Section lu>J of tho Po-
litical (..vie says: "The public records
and other matters in the office of any
officer are at ali times during oflicehours
open to the inspection of any citizen of
ihU State," and Section IS&J of the Code
of CivilProcedure provides that "Every
citizen has a tight to inspect and take a
copy of any public Writing of this State
except as otherwise provided expressly
by statete," and public writings by Sec-
tion tSM of the same Code are defined to. laws; 2, judicial records; 3. other
<;llic:aii documents; J. public records kept
In thi» Slate of private writings.

The duty thus enjoined could not been-
forced, no; could the absolute right of the

a thus Riven be enjoyed under the
rule contended for by the respondent. At

a is difficult, Hnot imjos*it>le, to
liud a plain, speedy, and adequate remedy
in the ordinary course of law otherwise
than by the writ of maiuiKte.

The >ale of the lands referred to in the
petition is a matter ol universal public j
concern, imd every citizen is interested
in having the laws regulating such sale
faithfully executed, to tho end that the
rights of every citizen as a purchaser, or
\u25a0wo ild-be purchaser, of such lands bo re~
Bi ected and not hindered nof defeated.

I conclude, therefore, that tho demurrer

must be overruled so tar as it relates to
the demanded inspection of the applica-
tions and tho requirement to present said
applications to the I.'nited States Land
Oilicefor acceptance. But in su furas it |

relates to the report to the Controller, and
the pay ment ofthe fees into the Treasurer,
the demurrer is sustained.

ODD FELLOWS' PICNIC.

The Odd Fellows had a delightful day
for their picnic on Saturday, but it was
not as largely attended as in former years.
The excursionists went about ten miles
up the river to a small grove on the Y'olo
side. The steamer I>over aud barge lowa
were utilized for the occasion, while the
steamer Jacinio assisted in towing the
barge.

Captain Jewell was in command of the
steamer, and there were no accidents nor
unpleasant incidents, owing to the care
exercised by him and the Odd Fellows'
committees.

Judge Catlin put in a busy afternoon

Saturday ou the criminal calendar.
William Farran, who is charged with

burglary aud grand larceny, pleaded not
guilty on both charges.

John Martin and Albert Spencer, who
burglarized tho residence of J. Hyman,
at Folsom, pleaded not guilty and the
Judge appointed H. G. Soulo to defend
them.

Louis Cardona, who is charged with
robbery, also pleaded not guilty and will
have an attorney appointed to defond
him.

John Williams, who took Si from the
pocket of Martin Kane while they were
both drunk, was allowed, ou motion of
tho District Attorney, and on account ofhis previous good reputation and the
fact of his being a hard working man, to
plead guilty to petit larceny ami was
sentenced to sixty days in the County
Jail.

James Welch was charged with steal-
ing a pair of shoos worth $1 50 from M.
Litzberg's store. He had a prior convic-
tion of petit larceny against him, but the
District Attorney withdrew it on his
promise to be honest horeafter, and al-
lowed him to plead guilty to petit lar-
ceny.

It recites the decision of the Supreme

CALIFORNIA FRUITS AND MARKETS.

There is No Apparent Danger of
Overproduction.

An Address Before tho State Board of
Trade, April 11, 1893, by A. T.

Hatch, a I'rult-Grower.

At the last meeting of the State Board
of Trade A. T. Hatch, the well-known
fruit-grower, presented to the members
of the board, in an informal manner, tho
results of his observations and long ex-
perience in the culture, preparation and
distribution of various kinds of Cali-
fornia fruit products. Mr. Hatch ap-
peared bofore the board by special invita-
tion, but expressly docliued to make a
set address ou the plea that he was not an
adept at speech-making, and that ho did
not propose to learn at this time. Ho ex-
pressed his readiness, however, to answer,
as well as he could, specilic inquiries by
members of the board, aud tho result was
a most interesting and profitable dis-
cussion, of which a lullreport is here ap-
pended.

Tho first question was propounded by
W. H. Mills, who desired to know: "Is
the fruit industry making substantial j
progress in California?" Mr. Hatch re- !
plied:

"There is but one reply to that question;
the evidences are before you every where.
New orchards aro being planted every-
where throughout the State and there is \
decided improvement in thu culture and
care of green fruit, in canning and dry-
ing, and iv preparation for the market.
Our markets are widening, our facilities
for reaching them are better, and freight
charges have been materially reduce.!.
Tho output is being vastly Increased,and,
as a consequence, the cry of overpro-
productlon is being raised by tho same i

men who fifteen years ago wore tooling j
the same horn. The past season, as a
whole, has been profitable. Last year |
tho market was rather poor, owing to un-
usual conditions, and tho year before wo
received a great deal more lor our
products than we should have. Out
methods of placing fruit on tno market in
advanced stages of ripeness have im-
proved its welcome among consumers.
The general testimony ol Eastern people
is that our fruit is good, very good, its!
quality has been improved by increasing 'Us ripeness before shipment. A lew i
years ago fruit placed upou the market !
was only from one-half to two-thirds de-
veloped, but new peaches, for instance, !
may bo well developed and colored on I
the tree and then shipped East, and they I
willarrive in better condition than iftwo- :
thirds matured before shipment. Hxpe-
ditious service and proper refrigeration
have been of vast value in accomplishing
those results. It may be stated as a well-
attested fact that fruits, ripe, hard, linn,
and with a sufficient degree of sugar in
them, can bo carried further ana their
qualities better retained than when
packed green. Taken altogether, lam j
satisfied with the general condition of tho |
i'ruit Industry and am greatly encouraged
as to its future."

Mr. Mills—What eflect willthe World's j
Fair have upon tho demand lor Calilor- j
nia fruits?

Mr. Hatch—lnquiry will bo greatly
stimulated, no doubt, but Iwould not
advise poultry raisers to sliip all their
turkeys to San Francisco at Christmas
time; so it must not be thought that
Chicago is the only place and the World's i
Fair the only time lor sule of our fruits.

Mr. Cole of Fresno— \\ hat is your
opinionof the relative value of irrigated ;

Iand non-irrigated fruits?
Mr. Hatch—l do not live in a district j

where irrigatiou is necessary, but my
own opinion is that nature is the best
irrigator. Here is an opinion, but it j
may be wrong, that fruits from irrigated j
districts do not seem to keep as well as?
non-irrigated. 1 look upon irrigation as j
an aid to natural conditions, and my
method would bo, if I were to use irriga-
tion atull, to ilood my lands in winter
with pure water and at a time when rains
are naturally expected, and 1 would stop
lloodiug in the spring when the rains
naturally cease; then Iwould begin with
my cultivators.

Mr. McAfee—-Are you prepared to give
a reason why there may not be overpro-
duction of fruit? Again, can California
supply all fruits required in the markets
that can be readied and developed?

Mr. Hatch—l thiuk itcan. 11 will bo a
longtime before tho limit of production
in California is reached. Places by
natural conditions well adapted to the
culture of fruits willbo used lust. Other
regions which can be developed will <

I eventually come into full bearinir, but
! their adaptability and resources must bo
learned carefully and it will take some-
time to do it.

Q. —i)o you thiuk we will get markets
for all the fruits that we willraise?

Mr. Hatch—l think that our markets
and facilities for reaching tho market wili
increase as our production increases. We
can afford to put fruits In England, for
instance, at last year's pricos, and make
a fair prolit. The cholera scare, however,
then prevented a fair test. The English
people are pleased with some varieties of
our fruit, and prices so far realized have
been good. But charges for distribution
of fruits are now too great in every way.
Refrigeration, transportation by land arid
sea, aud commission charges forhandling
and sale are too high. I might call inten-
tion to one feature of our shipments that
is bad. Itcosts tho same to transport a \
twelve-ton car of fruit to Now York as j
ten tons, aud we therefore stock a car
with the maximum. Now the curs we
shipped to England were ton tons, and
tho Iruit actually arrived in better condi-
tion than that snipped to New York. The
entire cost of shipment to England was
81,^00 a car. Ibelieve that transportation
companies will soon give us a rate by
which it willnot cost us over JBOO a car,
or 5-00 more per car than we are now pay-
ing to Mew York. Itis obvious that with
ihi se lower rates the market in England
will bo widened.

U.- —iJo you think there is a possibility
of producing too much good fruit?

Mr. Hateh—No, not now, nor at any
time. I thiuk wo will always get good
prices for all first-class fruit put on the
market in good shape. There is prolit in
good fruit, no matter what the competi-
tion. There was once a time in the East
—in Ohio—when thousands of acres of
fruit fell to the ground and perished.
That was wheu 1 was a boy. There is a
difference now. The orchard acreage in
that Slate has vastly increased and none
of the product is wasted. The reason is
that they now have facilities for reaching
tho market.

ti.—When the fruit product of Califor-
nia was one-fourth what it is now, was
the market better or worse?

A.—Itwas not so good. As production
has increased in the past, so has the
market improved, and the analogy is that
it willin the future. For my own part I
am selfish in wanting greater aud "more
general cultivation of fruit, more people
in tho business; Iwant our fruit indus-
try to be so important that all people will
naturally look to California when they
want to buy. I want competition in
growing and handling, and improved
methods inall lines, because Iknow thai
I, myself, as a fruit producer, will have
the benefit ofall this knowledge and im-
provement of conditions that surround
the business.

Q. —Is distribution of fruit easier and
better than it was a few years ago ?

Mr. Hateh—Yea, five or six years ago I
wa3 in New York City. Isaw the lead-
ing fruit dealers and asked each of them
how much California fruit could be dis-
posed of by them in one week. No one
said over a carload. One dealer said he
did not want to handle any. Now New jYork sometimes consumes from fifteen
to tweuly carloads a day of our fruit, j

|Last year we forwarded there 600 carloads.
<i- —Ho you lind that the diilerent coun-

ties of California tend to specialization in
the various lines of fruit?

Mr. Hatch—No, not so much as for-
Imerly. Santa Clara Valley raises more
jprunes than any other part of the State,
but it is not true that Santa Clara is bel-

ter adapted to culture of that fruit than
any other section. Orange culture first
assumed large dimensions in Southern
California, but it is not necessary to go
there to raise orangres profitably. El-
wood Cooper first made a success of
olives in Santa Barbara, but other sec-
tions are as well adapted to olives as that
county. Itwas once supposed that belter
almonds could be raised in Suisun Valley
than elsewhere, but Ihave secured moie
valuable results in almond culture out-
side ofSuisun—say on the Feather Kiver,
in Butto county. Tho inclination has
been for one locality to start in on certain
lines and for others to follow.

(j.—Do you mean to say that you do
not have to go to Fresno to get the best
results from raisins?

A.—Not necessarily, but you must
cultivate raisins whore best conditions
exist; they cannot bo advantageously
produced in Napa County, for instance,
Lecauso of too much fog.

<.}.—What about the overproduction in
raisins last year?

A.—Good raisins brought a good price
last year, the same as any other. Ifit i9
a good article a market will be found.

CJ. —What about the use of fruit now, as
compared with old times ?

A.—People of the Kast are reaching out
for other fruits beside their own; they
cannot raise tho varieties they once did.
For instance, there are practically no
cherries in the Kast without disease.
They are aillicted and destroyed by pests.

H. —Is the aridity of the California cli-
mate favorable or unfavorable to tho de-
velopment of insect (pest) life?

Mr. Hateh—lam bound to say that in
some places conditions aro very favora-
ble. 111 hot se lions the si'ale thrives
very well. California is as completely i

I menaced by insects as tho Hast. But I !
I believo that wo handle our insects better j
aud, in fact, that we do everything else
better in connection with fruit. Itused |
to le that when wo discovered pest-in-
fected tteis we dug them up ami burned

jthum; but our methods have so improved
! that now we do not need to worry about
jpests. Wo know how to handle them.

General Uhipman —1 cannot agree en-
tirely with Mr. Hatch. I am persuaded |
that in tho warm sections ol the State tho I
scale does not flourish so well as in the
more humid sections. Iv some counties
the scale is disappearing.

Mr. Beach —In Santa 1 lara tho scale has
jalmost disappeared. It is the impression of

! some persons that insects havca definite
1 time lor existence, and many posts have
reached their limit.

Mr. Maslin—ln respect to our capacity ;

to overcome the various pests, 1 will say !
that Professor Comstock, ono of the lead- i
ing entomologists in tho United States, in
a lecture before the >tate Horticultural
Society, staled that at one time ho began
the study of w;ishes and other means lor
exterminating insect pests; but tho Caii-

-1 fornia orcharUists have so far outstripped
j him in practical results that he had re-
trained from lurthcr investigation. Ho
further congratulated the orcliardists
upon the intelligence tuoy displayed iv

I the siuily of the liie habits of inserts, and
: stated that the people of ihe State ox-
i relied all others in tho enterprise and
! learning they exhibited iv horticultural

pursuits.
Mr. Mills—l agree with Mr. Hatch that

horticulture demands a high oruur of in-
telligence. It will Ijo elevated almost
into the domain of a learned profession.
The Stanford University has a class of
students pursuing, under a professor, the
study of the theory and practice of horti-

I culture. Tho Slate University has main-
j tamed, and still maintains, a department
lofhorticulture. The opportunity offered
I in this State for tho education of tillers ol

I the soil surpasses that of any other Stale.I Mr. Hatch—Our people take better care
and use. better judgment m everything
pertaining to the fruit business than ever
before. We are unquestionably further
advanced in this respect than any other
Slate in tho Union.

Mr. Mills—l am approached by a great
j many people who come here from the

I Kasl for the purpose Of going into the
1 fruit business, and who have learned that
our processes are totally different from
those in vogue there. They want to know
how to In giu fruit culture, aud they ask
