Last Night's Meeting of the Indus-
trial Association.

Plans for Canvassing the Clty Dis-
cussed, Suggestions Offered and

Resolutlons Adopted.

At the Industrial Improvement As-
sociation’s meeting at the Courthouse last
night there was a good attendance of
business men and members of the Can-
vassing Comnittee,

David Lubin, President of the associa-

tion, ofliciated as Cbairman of the meet- |

ing, and George B. Katzenstein as Secre-
tary.
The following

resolution was intro-

duced, and after some explanation by the |

Chair was adopted and indorsed by those
present:

Llesolved, That in order to carry outthe
promise with those who have signed the
notes, and in accordance with the statements
ade by the dircetory, that obligations signed

shall be on an ejuitable basis, the directory |

caluol accent any kind of note, the amount
of wileh is tor a less sum than wald repre-
stiil one-hall of 1 per cent. 1or jour (1) years,
on the amount for which the signer is assessed
ior the years 1892 and 1893.

Two new forms of notes were sub-
initted, one for those desiring to con-
tribute their portion by a cash payment,
and the other for those voluntarily offer-

ing to contribute more than the half per !

cent. of the amount for which they are
assessed,

No action, however, was taken upon the
adoption of the new forms of notes.

T. W. Shechan said that it was evident
that in most cases the wards, as districi-
¢d to the canvassing commitiees, were
too large, especially those in the eastern
part of the city. It was a difficult matter
ior a committee of six to give the tine

and work necessary toa thorough canvass |

of so much ground, and he suggested that
some steps be taken to increase the com-
nittees or divide the districts,

Mr. Sheehan also introduced the fol-
lowing paper:

**Thero 1s scarceiy any necessity for ar-
guments tending to show the importance
of obtaining promptly the necessary sig-
natures to the Sacramento Industrial Im-
provement Association notes. What we
chielly need now isa plan or method thatin
1S operation is most likely to bring about
tie desired results, and with that aim in
view 1 herewith submit a method that, in
Lheory at least, promises to produce satis-
iactory results,

*This method, understand, is not orig-
inal with me, but is the outcome of a plan
proposed by Masters A. H. Hawley, F.
Tade, (. KRichards and F. Scott, all of
whom are, I believe, scholars in the High
School.

“‘Substantially, then, the plan is that
canvassers be otfered, as an incentive for
signatures, honorary awards in the form
ol diplomas, silverand gold medais. Said
diplomas and medals to be awarded ac-
cording to the number of signatures re-
coived (in accordance with a scale to be
iixed by the directors), and only atter full
Lrst payments have been received.

“These diplomas and medals may be
offered first, by the Sacramento Indus-
trial Improvement Association; second,
by the Board of Iducation; third, by the
city of Sacramento, and are to be artistie
in design, and to set forth the name of
the person to whom awarded, and that
the award was made on account of valu-
able services rendered the City of Sacra-
miento, by helping to raise a tund for pro-
motion of its industrial progress.

“These awards could be made during
the celebration ceremony on the Fourth
of July, or on some other public or civie
holiaay, and in the presence of the public.

**it is my opinion that were this method
adopted it would result in making a suc-
cess of the work of the association.

*I therefore move that it is the sense of
this meeung that we beartily commend
this plan for its adoption by the direc-
tors,”

The paper submitted aroused consider-
able discussion, J. O. Coleman thought
the plan proposed was a good one as em-
Lodied in the paper, but suggested that
action upon it be deterred temporarily.

Several others commented upon the
proposed plan, indorsing it quite gener-
ally, and when put to a vote it was unan-
imously adopted.

The Chair called upon the Chairmen of
theseveral ward comnittees for reports
upon the progress made, and otner infor-
mation concerning the canvassing,

All of the commitiees were represented
and a long discussion of plans to hasten
backward signers ensued,

Mr. Bowley said he thought the com-
mittees in each ward should be increased
10 at Jeast eighteen, so that some of them
could be at work constantly,

. I&. Wright, in response to the re-
quest of J. O, Coleman, explained some
ol the reasons given by the residents of
his ward for not signing the notes. Some
ofthem had never signed a note and op-
posed doing so now, while others offered
other ovjecuions. Other members of the
cominittees explained the objections they
had met with, made by persons who de-
clined to sign the notes. Some gave as
thelr reasons that factories started here in
the past had failed; others that they
should come without a bonus; others
would rather see the money expended in
cily lmprovements or upon new water
works, etc.

J. M, Avery said it was a hard
but all should make up their minds to
win, lie suggested Lhat a man be ap-
pointed to canvass each block of the city,
taking the names of signers and those re-
fusing to sign. He believed this was the
only way to insure a thorough canvass,
It required tiue to explain the objects of
the association and proverly represent
the proposiiion. The wards were too
large for the commitiees to work satisfac-
torily.

Messrs, Siller, Heilbron
oflered suggestions in
method of arousing sincere interestin
the project and inducing the backward
ones Lo sign the notes.

James MecGuire, as one of the commit-
teemen, did not think the committees
bad done their duty. 7Tney haud not
worked systematically and in some in-
stances they did not know their ward
boundaries.

C. E. Wright approved appointing one
canvasser or more for each biock, this
man to be appointed by the committees
for the respective waras. Mr. Wright
made this motion, which was so-'ondeda,

R. D). Stephens objected to the motion
on the grounds that there were many
blocks in a ward, and that it was best, if
possible, to have friends and acquaint-
ances of those signers desired to ap-
proach them. He favored committees of
eighteen for 3-:11-]1 ward.

Mr. Stephens thought the people
should know that no new or doubtful en-
terprises were to be sought, but that old,
tried and proven industries were to be

inaugurated—nothing was to be encour-

A motion was then carried to appoint a
committee of ten from the railroa shops
to canvass the employes there for sig-
natures to the notes.

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l WAGNER'S WAIL

He Charges That Charles Helsen Has
Defrauded Him.

Michael Wagner, who is 75 years old,
yesterday commenced suit against Chas.
Heisen and J. J. Bottger in the Superior
| Court. Healleges in the complaint that
| he is the owner of and entitled to the pos-
!ses.sion of real estate both here and in
{ San Francisco.

For many years he has been intimately
acquainted with Heisen, and their rela-
tions have been close and confidential, In
1851 he became indebted to the Germania
Building and l.oan Association, and they
foreclosed a mortgage on some of his
| property which he had given them to se-

cure them for his indebtedness.

| He says that there still remained
| 81,456 90 due the association, and Heisen
offered to take that amount and seitle
with it, and he (the plaintifl) being sick
and intfirm and unacquainted with busi-
ness methods, and also having implicit
confidence in Heisen, gave him the
money.

He further alleges that Heisen retained
the 81,436 %0 instead of paying off the
| deficiency in the judgment, and suffering
| the property to be sold by the Sheriff,
| became the purchaser of it himself, using
for that purpose the mioney Wagner had
intrusted him with, and obtaining a deed
for himselt from the Sheriff, and having
it recorded for the south fifty feet of the
north ninety-nine feet ot lots 3 and 4, be-
tween I and J, Eighth and Ninth streets.

Moreover, he alleges, Heisen borrowed
$3,000 from the Germania Building and
Loan Association in September, 1889, and
gave a mortgage on the premises de-
scribed, paying to Anna Yule $2,000 of
| that amount, which the plaintiff owed
| her, and receiving from her a convey-
ance to himself ot the north ninety-nine
feet of the same lots, which plaintitf had
deeded to her to secure to her the pay-
meut of the 32,000, and appropriating the
remaining $1,000 to himself., Heisen told
bhim he would make his (the plaintif’s
property produce a revenue if he would
| place his atfairs in his (Heisen’s) hands,
and producing documents which he de-
| clared to be authority toact as agent for
plaintiff, induced him to sign them. He
alleges that instead they were deeds to
{ plaintiil’s property bere and in San Fran-
| cisco to Heisen and were recorded by
{ him,

Furthermore, the plaintiff alleges, he
did not know of the frauds until his
nephew, Conrad Gibfried, called his at-
tention to the deeds a few months ago,
and on investigation he found that Heisen
had pretended to mortgage the property
to J, J. Bottger, a relative. He also
alleges that the mortgage isa pretense
and a fraud, and was acknowledged by
Heisen before his agent, emplove and
clerk, Martin Devine, a Notary Public.

He therefore prays that all the deeds be
declared frauds and canceled; that he be
restored to the possession of his property
and have judgment against Heisen for
$7,000, as rents and prolits which he has
| received from the property, and also for
such other reliet as the court may deem
