Section 3 of Acts and Decisions of the
Kxecutive Council, referring to the com-
pensation of a regular State Organizer, j
was further considered. The action of
the Executive Council was approved.

A special committee to draft suitable
resolutions to place in the corner-stone j
of the Forester's Ilall of Sacramento was ;

appointed as follows: L. W. Thorne, A.
I. Xunii, A. A. Brown.

Fraternal greetings from the Grand
Court of Kansas were received and Sled.

M. J. MaeGrath, Julius Caiman, Henry
Haar, C. W. Imiliu and O. N. Cronkite j
Were appointed as a special committee to
whom was referred tbo contingent fund
of tlie Brand Chief Hanger.

The oonvention voted to go in a body
on the excursion up the river.

The document adopted yesterday ar-
ranging for publishing proceedings in
full was withdrawn.

A large number of acts and decisions of
tbe Executive Council and also of Dep-
uty < rrand Chief Bangers were reviewed,
most of them being approved, and some
laid over for further examination.

The Grand Court refused to approve
the decision of Grand Deputy David j
Cohan regarding eligibility ol a member
to act as Treasurer of a court until he be-
came a financial member.

Delegate Cohan gave notice of appeal to
tbe Supreme Court, and Delegate Purdy
itelyca was appointed by the Grand
Court to answer said appeal.

K. of 1., ol California were re-
ceived and ordered spread upon the min-
utes.

Grateful acknowledgments were or-
dered telegraphed to the San Francisco
('all and Chronicle for courtesies ex-
tended.

An amendment, to the Grand Court laws
requiring a majority of all votes cast forelection of delegates was offered.

The recommendation by the committee
to adopt it was carried.

An amendment to Grand Court laws
permitting a bond in lieu of cash on ap-
peal cases was not adopted.

A Large Crowd iaijoys the Evening

At7 o'clock lust night the whistle ofthe

Btean.er Dover echoed over the <;ity. and
peoi.le began to move down toward the
Pioneer .Lauding. They came lirst by

twos and threes, then by sixes, by
dozens, and finally a steady stream
poured down Second street toward the
boat. Through the mill they streamed,

and for nearly forty minutes they tiled
over the gangway as fast as two men
could take their tickets.

Six hundred and twenty-three mem- j
bers' tickets had been issued, each en- i

titling the holder to take a lady, and hun- j
dreds of tickets were sold outside, so that '
it was estimated that nearly 2,000 people j
availed themselves of the opportunity for
a river ride.

A brand-new moon provided specially j
for the occasion by Director Barwickj |
shed its feebly refulgent glory over the
town of Washington and the placid
waters of the Sacramento Hiver.

'liie Yolo bridge was iined from one
end to the other with spectators, and, in- I
deed, so many congregated there that an !
incoming train had scarcely room to pass ]
through. The steamer Dover, Captain
Oonzales, and the Flora, Captain lord- j
man, towed the barge lowa, with the
bulk of the excursionists on board.

Tbe barge had been tilled up for dauc- j
in;,r, tlie musicians' stand being in tho
center, with a transparency representing

: the man in the moon lighting it. Large j
I as the barge is, it looked rather doubtful
! as the crowd poured aboard whether they
1 would have room to put down their feet,
let alone indulge in dancing.

At7:55 the hues were cast oil, and the
boats with their precious freight backed
out into the stream, and were afloat on
the broad and shimmering bosom of the
Sacramento.

No delinite distance was laid out for
the trip, but the programme was to go
such a distance as to bo able to return by
midnight. Refreshments were served j

! on board, ami the Foresters' Band, as
usual, furnished live music. Ailsup-
plies were guaranteed to hold out, except
the supply of moonlight, which was a i
little short.

Manufacturing—Water Power—State i
Capital—City Debts—Etc.

Contra Costa Gazette: Stockton claims i
a population of 17,560, and with the sub-
urbs-i',<xtO. Stockton without her manu-
factories would b9 a sleepy, one-horse
agricultural village, in*tead of what she j
is, the most prosperous city in the State. !

As was predicted by the cool-headed
people of tlie State at the time of the •

springing of the Capital removal ques-
tion, the cxc.lenient has very perceptibly !

cooled down, says the Kedlands Citro- i
graph. Had th» election baeu held soon
after the adjournment of the Legislature \
the hopes of the San Joseans might liave
been nnlhfflil Now cool .second thought;
lias taken the place of hot excitement
and taxpayers are beginning to ask
"whore they be at" if the measure were
to carry.

The Marysville Appeal, in a long arti-
cle explaining the history of ih:it civ's
bondfid debt through a series of years,
remarks that "if the theory be a well :
grounded one that a public debt is indis- 1

pcnsable to the welfare ofa people, then
truly the condition ofMarysville is such
v to i-ause alarm. There is now out-
st mding on bonded indebtedness only
the inconsiderable sum of Slii.twO, and at
the rate at which this is being diminished
in less than three veara the city will be
entirely free."

San Diego L'titoti: It was unfortunate
that this Government should be leftwith-
out a representative in Nicaragua just aa
the crisis of the revolution was reached.
It was poor policy to allow the regularly
accredited Minister to leave that country
until his successor could arrive. Amer-
ii-uns in Nicaragua, if deprived of their
lights, would be compelled to adopt the
humiliating expedient of calling upon the
representatives of other nations for the
protection which should be accorded by
their own Minister.

San Oityau-.Sua: The re-establish-
ment of a great irrigation system
throughout the arid Southwest on the
very plains where historic people main-
tained them centuries ago has been the
subject of titlulcomment in some Kastern
papers during the last few years-. And
irrigation, looked upon by most people aa
a poor subsitule for the natural rainfall,
is last being accorded in the butter-
informed Eastern mind the full dignity
to which itis entitled by the enormous
value of the interests which it involves
and the transformation which it is work-
ing.

Yisalia Times: Amill man ofStockton
j was in this city yesterday on his return
i homo from liakerstield" where he had
gone to inspect Ujo water-falls twelve
miles oast ofthat city in Kern River. The
plan of the Bakersiield capitalists is to
harness the water-power ol the river, and

| conduct it twelve miles to furnish motive
power for all kinds of machinery iv
Bakersheld and Sumner. Tho gentleman
says capital is all that is needed, for the
thing is practical. This is the plan that
the people of Yisalia hope to see put in
operation between the fallsof the Kaweah
and Visalia. Cheap motive power means
the cheap operation of all kinds of rna-
chiuery.

Uakersfield Californian: A Puget Sound
newspaper publishes a scare-head article
upon the subject of the '"Decay of Cali-
fornia," and takes much satisfaction to
itself in the presumption that the assumed

| retrogression of this State must redound
to the benefit of Washington. This is of
a piece with the practice indulged in in
some parts of this State, where foolish
people undertake to build up one section
by wholesale detraction of another. It is
bound to react unfavorably for the one
engaging in such dirty work. But if the
newspapor referred to thinks California
is decaying its editor might come down
and inspect the corpse for himself. He
will liud it the healthiest and liveliestone he has seen for a long time.

California Fntit Grower: While there
arc at least a million acres of land in Cali-
fornia whereon two or more good crops
or potatoes may be grown each year, we
are confronted at the leading grocery
stores of San Francisco with the signs:
Wisconsin I'otatoos, Oregon Potatoes
Washington Potatoes. But this is not
the worst of it. We are paying more
than halt as much per pound for Wiscon-
sin potatoes as the people of that blizzard-swept but thrifty land are paying for our
best oranges. '-What fools these mortals
be": and how the railroad companies
teed upon our want of forethought and
thrift. It all brings grist to their mill;
and alter all what should we do without
them? Starve of course; since wo are

I too shiftless to produce our own potato
i supplies, oven in this best potato country
in America.

San Leaudro BtandartL Do you want
to see your tow n grow ? Do you want to
see it a prosperous community? asks an
exchange. Ifso, you must stop whittling
up dry goods boxes and roll up your
sleeves and go to work to build it up.
You must spend your dollars as well as
your energy, for no town ever forged
ahead without some expenditure of

I money. You must be wide awake and
able to seize all opportunities tnat will
tend to further your town's advancement.
Again, you must all pull together. Don't
put all your public improvements into a
wagon and then let one man do the pull-
ing, while you throw ropes and rocks in
his way. When you have gained your
victory then you may sing, "We'll jump
into the Wagon, and we'll all take a ride,"
but you must all harmoniously pull to-
gether and get tho wagon up the hill.

San Bernardino Courier: There is no
greater proof of the prosperity ofSouth-
ern California than is shown by the State
of the labor markets of Los Angeles, the
commercial metropolis of Southern Cali-
fornia, and San Francisco, which holds
tbe same position to the northern end of
tho State. At the former real estate sales
are numerous, all kiuds of business is on
a firm basis, and there is a general com-
plaint among contractors of the lack of
sufficient skilled labor to carry on tho
many public and private works. At tho
Northern metropolis just tho reverse is
true, and the number of unemployed
is away up in the thousands. This stato
of affairs at the north end of the State is
not due to lack of money, for the city
stands high from a linaucial staindpoiut,
but the wealth is hoarded up and there is! no business energy and push to bring it
out and put it where it will be of any uso
to mankind. Itis the wealth of the miser
and not of the business man. Los An-
geles may not be able to us readily pay
spot cash for all its improvements, as per-
haps San Francisco could, but its credit
is good and that will in time turn to cash.

Los Angeles Times: A San Francisco
exchange inquires with some pertinancy
how it was that the liank Commissioners
did not discover the rotten condition of
the Hank of Santa Clara long ago. The
bank had a paid-up capital of only 5135,-

--'ooo and deposits amounting to fci34,734.
Yet, on the lirst of January, this year,
the Commissioners reported that it had
S;i!io,^l« loaned out on personal security.
That was within $10,000 of its total capital
and deposits, and of the amount out-
standing a former cashior owed &2H.0 ;0
and the acting cashier had absorbed ¥l-io,-
--08&, Now, if the liank Commissioners
perform their work in such a superficial

j way as not to "spot" that sort of thing on
! sight, what is the use ofpaying thousands
' of dollars yearly for their services? They
I must regard their oliices as sinecures ile-
signed principally for salary-drawing

| purposes, or else it is very easy to puil
i tho wool over their eyos. ifthey had ex-
; amined the "personal securities" of the

Santa Clara liank, and found that it
• had loaned such large sums ol money to
I its own ollicials, they would have known
iat once that something was crooked
i about it. But they allowed the Institu-
tion to go ahead anil victimize hundreds
ofpoor people who deposited their money
with it. When a Bank Commission can-
not do better than that it fails of its on-

j ject; for the State has assumed the pre-
i rogative of examining into the affairs of
! bunks working under its laws for the
sole purpose of protecting citizens from
maladministration.

sults having been satisfactory to the pa-
tients.
