of a building worthy of our groat State,
and that, should be successfully beguile
the voters, millions more will be exooud-
ed iv his city, drawn from the pockets of
all tUe taxpayers.

Whiie a wise local pride is eommend-
ablo and an element of great strength,
thero is rampant evorywhero an out-
growth of this spirit that is utterly vic-
ious. It is ever ready, at the slightest
opportunity, to seize any advantage,
wholly regardless of the best interests of
the entire community. This is the spirit
that has succeeded in plastering normal
schools all over the State, when there was
no need whatever for them, and to the
detriment of our school system, instead
of concentrating on one and raising that
to the highest efficiency.

Aud vow the claws of this monster are
lixed on the Capital, trying to drag it
from its foundations. In the tight that
is comiug on this spirit willseek to cajole
and subsidize the press wherever it may
be possible, and has already presented us
with the spectacle of eugaging in revelry
with those legislators who sought to
divert the wealth of our State to its
clutches.

The view of the State itself and its
action in this matter should bu in keeping
with its dignity and strength. Its judg-
ment is to be exprushed through the bal-
lot of the individual citizens, each one of
whom, before casting that vote, should
ondeavor to bring strongiy to his con-
sciousness what the Stale really ia, how
loyal his allegiance should be, and en-
tirely strip his mind ofthe petty consid-
erations that .so generally prevail. The
light and llppant way in which many peo-
ple talk ot this and othor questions relat-
ing to State policy shows that they have
no deep-seated convictions, and that their
thinking on this subject is of the shal-
lowest kind.

It should be assumed that in placing
the Capital where it is, adoquate consider-
ations prevailed, and its location should
not be changed without reasons that im-
peratively domaud removal. < Hir State
cannot afford to rater to and stimulate
this grasping spirit of local envy. If tho
.State Capital can so easily be tossed from
one place to another, it would ue quite in
keeping to see the ssuofess of this move-
ment followed by efforts of a like kind to

secure our State prisons, our asylums, or
tho University ol California.

Moreover, from an economic stand-
point, it will be au utter waste of capital
and labor to erect a second building
when we possess ono already conven-
iently located and perfectly suited to its
purpose. The legitimate channels ofbus-
iness and development will be drained,
tind the growth of the State checked to
just tho extent of the investment in
this useless enterprise.

These grounds, therefore, seem to war-
rant, when the linal vote is recorded, a
stern condemnation of the legislators
who havo so trilled with the interests of
the State, and a crushing blow to the un-
bridled spirit of local aggrandizement.

PHYSICAL TRAINING.

Its Importance to the Health of Young
Women.

Itis a trying period to a girl's health
when she steps from the kindergarten
into school, iho out-of-door life that sho
lias enjoyed with her brothers is thon
frowned upon as "coarse and unfadylike
for such a large girl.'' It is at this age
that her physical training should begin,
and it should continue through hor
school life to keep her in good condition,
her muscles well balanced and her
growth proportionate to her years. In
order that she may be surrounded by the
highest sanitary iutlueucas it is very es-
sential that her director of physical
culture should know thoroughly her con-
ditions, her environment and inherit-
ances, and should also know the amount
of health she possesses so as to regulate
her expenditures of montal strength »o-
cording to her resources.

As years roll oil and she arrives at an
age when custom demands her to bo
caned it. long dresses anil her hair twisted
into a knot, her freedom is enslaved to
all future—and thon, especially it she has
not had special c;ire in her earlier years,
we must double the watch, so to speak,
on her health. The action of many valu-
able muscles is interrupted, olbeis are
neglected altogether, spinal muscles grow
lax, the chest droops, careless posture be-
comes habitual, and consequently the
entire internal structure is to a grOMter or
less extent depressed. At this age society
is allowed to make inroads on hours in-
valuable for sleep, and the girl becomes
nervous, petulant, dopressed, actually
morbid, and from no fault whatever of
hers. It is her environment, and she
cannot be relieved of theso unfavorable
influences without, thorough physical
training. She cannot be strengthened
when her mind is continually concen-
trated ou mental pursuits and hygienic
principles ignored.—Mrs. Henry Ward
Heocher in ttodey's.

this State. In this county this most im-
portant resource was almost entirely
neglected by the Commissioners, and had
it not been for the iorethought of oue or
two gentlemen, who expended their own
money and time in collecting and for-
warding an exhibit, the county would
not have had a display of minerals there
at all.

Colusa San: Let us be honest with
ourselves, and look at our own interests
all round. When the harvest for our
grain and our fruit comes around it takes
all the available labor, white and Chinese,
to take care of it. The fruit industry of
California is struggling lor a footing. The
labor problem is always the serious one
for the growers. Itis now almost impos-
sible to yet labor. Most of the white la-
borers are in the cities and they would

rather starve la the cities than get good
wages in the country. This in a known
fact. Ifthey are to be brought out of this
it mast be by slow process. Everybody
is willing that "the Chinaman must go,"
but we toll our politicians now that they
must uot violently disturb our labor
market—must uot cripple thy industries
of this State. Itis not good for white la-
bor to do it.

Los (jatos Newt: There has been
much talk of retaliation on the part of
China ifwe enforce the (ieary law. China
is sovereign in her territory, as we are in
ours. Ifsue dues not like the presence
of Americans there she can order them
out. Hut that does not affect tho duty at
tin' Administration to execute an Act of
Cougross, and we do not think that Presi-
dent Cleveland will allow it to have any
influence on his course.

Vacaville tteporter: There are fruit-
: growers in this valley who have had the

same set of Chinese working for them lor
years, who aro truly experts in the

; handling of fruit. These and many others
willof course feel the loss of such help.
Hut the absurdity of the Chinese claim
that they are the only beings who can do
tiie work in fruit is apparent to all who
have witnessed one good white man do
more work, and do it better, than two
Chinamen. While it is a fact that the im-
mediate effect of deportation willbe detri-
mental to our valley, no one can fail to
see that the future will prove it to be the
greatost blessing ever known.

Lodi Appeal: The question of allowing
Kurope and China to make of tho United
states tho damping ground lor their
pauper and criminal classes is only a
matter of plutocratic interest backed by
the controlling influence of the churches
of the Nation. Tho importation ofchoap
labor has the effect of overstocking tho
labor market and thereby bringing tho
price of labor down to tho starvation
limit.

LABOR CONFLICT IN AUSTRALIA.
How Kmplnyors Were Korcoil to Com-

biuo Against tin- Trade-Unions.
In no part of the world has the

struggle betwnou organized labor and or-
ganized capital been more severe, deter-
mined and continuous, during the past
five years, than in Australia. Thoro has
been no actual bloodshed, as in the case
ofthe Homestead strikes in America, but
there have been present most of the other
elements of war—bitter animosity, cease-
less vigilance, ntigeudered by mutual
distrust, tierce recrimination, widespread
distress and ruin, involving not merely
the combatants but thousands of inno-
cents as woll.

It has boon noted that iv no single in-
stance did these disputes originate fromor binge upon a disagreement as to
wages. Urusbiug aside a lew minor issues
involved, we liud that the ouo cause of
quarrel throughout was the demand on
the part of the strikers for tho exclusiverecognition of unionism ami the firm de-
termination of the omployers to refuse to
concede that demand. Had the unionistswon the day, there can bo uo doubt that
every worker in Australia earning his
living by tho sweat of his brow would
have boen compelled to join one or other
of the labor organizations and place him-
selt under the domination of the small
cliques of individuals iv the big citieswho make of labor agitation an exhilar-
ating and lucrative profession.

To show how thoroughly labor militant
in Australia has forced employers to com-bine In self-delenso, let me take the groutwool-growing industry, which adds
yearly to the wealth of these colonies-
lrom £20,000,000 to i2.\000,000. The leth-argy and lack of cohesion among the
pastoralists enabled tho Shearers' Unionthree years ago to acquire a position of
almost despotic power. Its leaders
!*>:isted that they controlled the gheariug
in 95 per cent, of the wool-sheds. Iv the
haming of the rules which regulated ivevery detail the manner in which tho
shearing was to be conducted, tho em-
ployer had no voice whatever; he had
cither to accept them or to enter upon tho
almost impossible task of lighting the
whole union single-handed. Every
shearer was compelled to take out his
union ticket, paying, besides entrance
fees, £1 per annum for tho privilege; and
and the man who refused to submit to
this blackmailing process was declared a
pariah by whose side no unionist would
work or eat, was hounded from wool-
shed without the chance of securing em-
ployment, and was finally driven out of
the industry.

The weapon ofthe boycott was ruth-lessly alike against employers and non-
uniomst shearers used, aud some concep-
tion ol the wide-reacting development ofthe system will bo derived from an ex-
tract from a manifesto issued by the
Shearers' Union: "We intend," ran this
ollicial document, "to teach the squatter
the folly of resistance to our combina-
tion. He shall not be allowed to shear
his wool except by union labor. But if
he should succeed in getting the wool oil'
the aheep's back, it may rot in his sliods,
for wo shall prevent the carriers taking
it to the railway; and should he succeed
in getting it to the railway, we shall pro-
Tent itgoing to sea, for we shall cull out
the sailors and the officers; and if it sails
we shall prevent its discharge iv London,
lor we shall cull out the dock-laborers."

This announcement on the part of the
trade-unionists of their deliberate inten-
tion to inflict a reeling blow upon the
great staple producing industry of Aus-
tralia for no more important reason than
that a single back-block squatter might
have refused compliance with the union-
ist demands was the death-blow to the
new trado unionism in these colonies.
Iteffectually ranged public opinion upon
tiie othor side, aud, whe-n the actual at-
tempt to ituforce the threat was made,
the .Shearers' Union found itself face to
face with a combination of pastoral em-
ployers infinitely stronger than that of
workmen.—Edmund Mitchell in the En-
gineering Magazine.

A New MilitaryBalloon.

Baden-Powell of the -Scotts Guards
has, it is asserted, devised a new method

of signaling by night with the aid of a
papnr tire balloon of six or eight feet di-
ameter. 'When it is desired to send a
message, some beads made of a. brilliant,
quick-burning composition are strung on
a piece of quick match, leaving Intervals,
and using large and small beads to make
tho corresponding flashon. The balloon
is Inflated by burning spirit or evon straw
or wood. The messago string is then sus-
pended below it, a lime fuse attached and
tho balloon being sent up, the message is
Hashed forth. The apparatus is described
as very portable: one man can easily
enrry it, and with it u«t only can one pre-
concerted message be flashed, but a few
words can be sent up at one time, ami
those can bo answered from a similar
balloon from another part, upon which
other bailons can bo omployed to \u25a0 on-
tlnue the signaling.—St. James' Gazette.
