The Yisalia 2Hni.es has shown in a

Angeles is lour hundred miles nearer to
New York than is San Francisco: that
Visalia and the country surrounding it is
nearer toLi.s Angeles than San Francisco.
These are statements of geographical
facts which have their commercial sig-
uilioance. A deep-sea harbor at Los An-
geles will be the natural outlet and inlet
of a very large area of country. This is
another fact, and the question arises:
Who on the earth can eliminate it?

4»iscussin<j this the San Francisco tjall
says that the Visalia 2'iinex is trying to
convince itself that a railroad from
Fresno to Los Angeles will serve the San
J'ja.juin Valley as well as a railroad from
Stockton to Bakerslield. We should be
delighted to see a railroad from Stockton
to Hakersfield; and we shall also be
equally well ploased to see one fron>
iresno to Los Angeles. IfSan Francisco
lias a right to reach out by railroads into
the heart of the San Joaquin Valley for
trade, Los Angeles has an equal right.
"Why should either city deny to the other
this right?

The theory held to by the people of
San Fnmdaoo is that local competing
lines of railroad will build up a city on
the .tea; that consideration isjustastruo
as relates to Los Angeles as to San Fran-
cisco.

But tho most amusiug feature of this is
the attempt ot the Oull to belittle the
railroad facilities of Los Angeles. Itsays:
"Itis true that theSouthoru Pacific Com-
pany and the Santa Fe have branch lines
to Los Angeles." The Call and th« Bull-
etin have time and agnin declared that the
gaata Fe and the Southern Pacitic Com-
panies have main lines to Los Angeles,
and that the competition between rail-
roada in the south has built up that
country. Competition between railroads
in the south has made a city of Los An-
geles, we willsay, but just as soon as that
city reaches out for trade, desiring to bi-
» city in its own right, and no longer a
mere auxiliary, iuland town, San Fran-
cisco says that there are no trunk
lines leading to it. The Call has discov-
ered that there aro no trunk lines to Los
Angeles. If the Santa Fe has only a
branch lino to Los Angeles, where is its
main terminal? At San Francisco? And
ii it has its main terminal at San Fran-

The Sunset routo from Los Angeles to
New Orleans is the shortest on the Ameri-
can soil from tide water on the Pa
tile water on the Atlantic There is a
commercial sense iv which Los Angeles
is a terminal, and an ocean terminal at
that, on the Southern Pacific Company's
route. Can the Call gainsay this? The
Atchison, TopeVa and Santa Ie has a
main line, constituting a great trunk line
of transportation from Los Angeles to
Chicago, owniuu and controlling the
whole line under a single management.

Is not Los Angeies the ocean terminal of
that route?

When Los Angeles has a deep sea har-
bor and Pacific Mail Steamship Com-
pany's ships and the Xorth Auierii-an
Navigation Company's ships land at Los
Anteles, the freights coming from Cen-
tral America to Salt Lake, to California
and to Arizona, will be discharged at Lus
Angeles. We see no reason why that
city should not have the ambition to be-
come a great seaport independent of
olber seaports on tbe Paeilic Coast.

The Call says timt there is a probability
that at some future day Los Angeles may
become the distributing point for the
goods thought by the North American
>"avieation Company's Panama line.

That is just what it is fast becoming and
what it willin time become. It, how-
ever, urges that no attempt be made to

connect Los Angeles with the San Joa-

quin Valley, because, it says, that San

Francisco will be the largest Pacitic

Coast consumer of the products of the

San Joaquin Valley, and that therefore

railroad communication should center

there. It is plain, therefore, that the con-

struction ofrailroads by San Francisco,

ifit ever constructs any, which is ex-

tremely doubtful, willnot be extended to

any point haviug any opportunity for

competition with that city. San Fran-
cisco does not propose the construction
of a railroad to Los Angeles; it wants
such construction delayed.

Let the good work go ou and let every
part of the State have its natural heritage
of trade. Eureka, on Humboldt Bay,
wants railroad communication with the
Sacramento Valley in the most direct
way. Monterey wants direct railroad
communication with the heart of the San

Joa.juin Valley. Los Angeles wants

railroads extending into the interior be-
hind it, and the deep sea harbor, which it
is sure to have in the early future, will
make it independent of all other ports.

Sau Francisco proposes to construct rail-
roads connecting itself with the interior.
Let all these be constructed. In short,
let California illustrate her vitalityby the
construction of lines of communication
everywhere, and prosperity will crown
all these ellbrta.

THE GRAVEL ROAD QUESTION.
Ac intelligent correspondeut iv yester-

day's Record-Union thinks our strict-
ures upon uravel for streets and high- !
ways too sweeping. Ho holds that good
macaduiu, live and a half inches thick on

.Sacramento streets, would be lost in a

heavy winter. That would not be the
case with the substructure properly pre-
pared; most failures in road building are !
chargeable to insufficiently packed aud

properly selected substructure, as well as
bad surfacing.

Our correspondent insists that pure,
red cement gravel, laid on a hard rolled
bed, six inches on the sides and eight at

the crown, finished off with crushed
gravel or rock, will give a cheaper road-
way than, and one as satisfactory as mac-

cadam. What he describes is a species of
macadam; it demands broken stone for
tho surfacing. That has been the chief
contention of the Recoud-Usiox that a
gravel surface is bad, no matter how good
the gravel, because the round stone
never crushes under wheel contact, but
forever turns and grinds out the surface.

There is not a graveled street in Sacra-
mento, or in any other city, that loose
stone is not found at all times upon its
surface, stone that is notjonly useless but
an impediment, and that cost much
good money to haul it to the road with-
out one cent of compensation.

Even on the good graveled streets to

which our correspondent refers looso
pebble and stove deposit is to be found.
The County Hospital road, cited as au

example of good gravel, always has been
peppered over with this loose round
stone, and it has also been the subject of
repeated repairing.

Call the construction for which we con-
tend macadam, or by any other name, we
claim that true economy demands the
rejection of round stone, large or small
pebble or cobble from all street aud road
surfacing. For the good road is some-
thing more thau the mere hard surface
that does not out up under winter travel.
It is the road with the smooth surface as

well as the hard; the road that oilers least
resistance to the wheel; that preseuts
fewest objects oi contact; that enables the
largest loads to be most speedily moved;
that requires the least expenditure of
motive power to propel the vehicle; that
least makes uncertain the placing of the
horse's hoof; that, while costing most iv
the outset, calls for least expense of re-

pairing, has tho longest life and does
not itself furuish tho means for routing

out holes that become ruts; linally, the
road that produces least dust and there-
fore lessons the cost of sprinkling.

Nothing that our correspondent offers
in defense of "good gravel, honestly
laid," convinces us that as good or as
cheap a roadway can be made with it
as with well-broken stone, the stone
being of the right kind and properly
crushed, bedded and underlaid by a good

substructure. Mr. McClintock, the High-
way Engineer referred to in a former
article, does not base his conclusions in
favor ofmacadam wholly upon experience
iv road-buildine iv Massachusetts. On
tho contrary, he is a student of the sub-
ject, and ho treats it comprehensively and
from full knowledge of experiments,

successes and failures along the whole
lino and history ofroad-making.

THE DIVE CONTEST.

San Francisco Supervisors have passed
and are now enforcing an anti-dive ordi- j
nance, a law refusing licenses to keepers j

of dives. The dive proprietors havo
foraiod an association, raised a largo
purse and declare that they will resist the
ordinance through the courts.

This is gratifying, for it is very de-
sirable to learn from the bench whether :

municipalities can legally enact such
ordinances. Ifthe courts decide that the
ordinance is not constitutional, it will
clear the way for the passage of another
which may be free from error. Ifit is
determined that no ordinance can hold
that discriminates in the grantingooff f

licenses, then we will know precisely :
where to apply a remedy for the weak-
MM, since it must be possible ior !
municipal corporations to legislate in j
these matters of police regulation against
influences that are dangerous to the com-
munity and opposed to peace and good
order. The di\e-keepers make the point
that the San Fraucisco ordinance is uu- i
constitutional because it prohibits women j
from following a vocation that is open to '

men. But if this is their only reliance
they trust to a reed, since au ordinance !

It is estimated that 1,700 women and !

5,300 men are employed nightly in the
; San Francisco dives. This is a large body i
I of people to group in opposition to the i

law, and their resistance is not a thing to
be treated cavalierly, for behind them is
very large capital dependent upon their
vocation for the rewards it receives for
supplying the dives.

The struggle now on between the San
Francisco authorities in the ettort to sup-
press public vice and immorality as
typified by the dives, and the keepers of
thosß foul places, will be watched with a
great deal of interest. Its outcome will
determine the policy to be pursued to-
wards like nuisances sought to be abated
in all the lesser cities of the titate.
