HAS NOT SKIPPED.

Chinese Interpreter Spencer Denies
rhal lie .Jutr.ppil the Town.

Arthur Spencer last night called at the
Rkcord-Übi'OH ollice to request the con-

tradiction of a report which had been
puMished in an evening paper to theef-
fect that he had skipped the town and

taken away money belonging to one
Scars.

lie states that he met Sears in San
Francisco, and was told by him that he
was a Chinese doctor and wished to come
to Sacramento in order to ply his voca-
tion amonij the Chinese here. Spencer
told him he would pay his traveling ex-
I»j.l-sos and hotel bill here in order to
h;ifo Sears help him by corroborating or
cr.ucising his work as an interpreter.

This, ho says, Sears gladly agreed to,
but alter coining here spent'hia time in
< iiinatnwu, smoking opium and working
against him.

The other day Sears met Spencer and
told him he wanted him to divide hispay with him. Spencer says he thought
Sears was joking or drunk, but when
convinced the latter was in earnest he re-
fused to give him anything, and Sears
then told him he would "work for the
other side."

Spencer claims he has paid up all the
money he borrowed, and that he owes
none here. At all events it is evident he
has not skipped the town.

He says that \u25a0 Jeueral Carey came to the
Internal Keveuue Department in San
Francisco, where he iSpenceri is regu-
larly employed, and asked Collector
(tuinn to let him come up here to act as
interpreter, and the permission was
given. He goes to Chico on Monday as
interpreter in another case, and will after-
ward do duty in the Chinese registration
business. He is quite indignant at tho
statements made concerning him.

WEARY OF LIVING.

Charles Lavaioni Sends a Bullet
Through His Head.

The Deed Committed in an Abandoned

Car Shed at Oak Park

Yesterday.

A man between 25 and 30 years of ago
shot himself through the head yesterday
in the abandoned building known as the
old car shed at < >ak Park.

He committed the deed at about 11:40
in the forenoon, and when found was still
alive, but unconscious.

The shot was heard by two young men
named Stein and Dui'our, and when they
reached the shtd they found the unfortu-
nate man lying upon his back, with a
large stream of blood flowing from his
head. At his side, with one chamber dis-
charged, was a 3S-ealiber revolver of a
cheap pattern. It was evident he had
shot himself with suicidal intent.

The bullet had entered on tho right side
of his head a little above and in front of
the temple, and seemingly passed directly
through tho brain, lodging just in front
ol the left ear. Although at lirst believed
to bo dead, it was soon found that tho
man was altvo, although unconscious, and
apparently dying.

Constable Lightfoot and others were
summoned to the scene, and believing
tho man to bo dying, tho Coroner was
notified.

The unfortunate youth contiuued to
breathe, however, and a wa.ron and
stretcher was obtained, and he was re-
moved to the County Hospital, where ho
died about 4 o'clock.

Although the desperate act was com-
mitted shortly after half-past 11 o'clock,
it was fully two hours later before tho
nmn was removed to the hospital.

Upon tho person of tho dying man a
note was found, written in pencil, dated
May 25th, and beginning with tho words,
"bear Sir." It gave directions that tho
revolver and a low dollars in money
upon his porson should go toward pay-
ing his room rent at the Mansion House,
on Seventh street, between I and J.

No reason was given for the rash act,
aud the only name subscribed to the note
was "Pants." '

A Eecokd-Unlon roporter applied at
the Mansion House to try and identify
the young man, and the landlady stated
that he had been rooming there, where
he was employed for some time in wash-
ing dishes. She was about to give fur-
ther particulars, when tiio apparent
autocrat of the premises, in tho person of
a Dr. Atkinson, appeared and advised
her to give no information to reporters.
He then roundly rated an evening paper
for, as he said, misstating the particulars.

Just to what extent Dr. Atkinson was
interested in having the roal tacts con-
cerning tho decoased suppressed does not
appear, but at his dictation the landlady
at onco became uncommunicative and
withdrew.

By further inquiries olsowhere it
was learned that tho unfortunate youne
man's tirst name was "Charley,"
aud that he had been employed in Van
Voorhies' collar-making shops on I
street. It is said that ho was discharged
from there Thursday morning.

He was rather poorly dressed, but
clean shaved, and apparently in robust
health. No reason could be learned for
his suicide.

Later in the afternoon his body was re-
moved from the hospital to the morgue.
At the inquest doubtless further in-
formation will be brought to light.

WHO JIK WAS.
Sinco tho above was put in type it has

been loarnod that the young man's fullname was Charles Lavaroui, and that he
was employed at the Mansion House lor
several days in washing dishes and then
secured work in Van Voorhies ife Co.'s
shop. He worked there for ovor a week,
or until Thursday evening, when, with
several other employes, he was laid oil".

At times Lavaroni was despondent, aud
stated to a companion that before getting
lodgings at the Mansion House the had
not slept in a bed since Christinas.

He claimed that he had walked and
slopt upon the streets lor weeks, and

Icould find no employment. Ho is not
known to have dissipated, and was not
noticeably demented nor eccentric.

League by Monday.

The local atmosphere will soon be full
of baseball again. Itis safe to say so, for
Sacramento will not be apt to let pass tho
present opportunity to enter the State
League.

That she will do so, and show to the
rest of the State that this is a wideawake
community, there is no room to doubt.
Itis simply a matter of raising a few
hundred dollars to enable Manager Rob-
inson to bring hither a few first-class
ball-players to strengthen the Stockton
team so that it may pull up and possibly
capture the pennant for the Capital City.

Colonel liobinson had an interview
yesterday with George E. P.atea and se-
cured from bim a lease ofSnowilake Park
for the .summer at a very roasonable
figure. The Electric Railway Company
has startod the subscriptions to tho fund
required for the purpose named with 9300,
and many business firms and others have
voluntarily offered to subscribe various
sums, several as high as -J.r>o and upward.

To-day a committee will accompany
the Colonel on a canvass of the city, and
the latter is confident the required sum
will be forthcoming.

He was in high spirits last evening
over the prospect of Sacramento having
the premier ball team, and says that if
the thing really goes he will show the
people what real baseball is. and will
have crowds in all the other league cities
yelling for the Capital City.

It seems that the
Stockton team struck yesterday on
Manager Finn, because he attempted to
carry out his agreement to install Tip
O'Neill as Captain.

"This just suits me," said Robinson
last night. ">>ow, I can take mv pick of
the Stockton men and nil" up the
vacancies with those whom I am negotia-
ting with, and I think by to-morrow
afternoon Iwill be iv a position to close
the deal with Finn."

Mr. I-indley also said he was delighted
with the proposition of taking Sacra-
mento into the league. He had always
regarded this as one of the best baseball
cities on the coast, and he was satisfied
that it would be to the city's interest to
take advantage of the present oppor-
tunity.
