PATENT OFFICE.

At the Fair—What Uncle Sam Has
to Show

To Curious Visitors to the World's

Fair—Advance ofMechanics—The

Jfew and Old Plow.

Standing high among the list of attrac-
tioDs in the Government building is the
exhil.it niiiiie by the latent oiiice at
Washington. The exhibit is in charge of
A. 1\ tireelcy, principal examiner of the
Patent Office, who ia thoroughly conver-
sant with ali the details of history and
development of the various departments
of his exhibit, and who takes much pride
mid pleasure In explaining matters to the
public The exhioit has been scientifi-
cally and Intelligently arranged, showing
by well arranged contrasts the progress
which has been made in all lines of hu-
man Industry where machinery has been
called into play.

The two branches in which this progress
has been most marked, ami in which the
gradations havo extended through the i
longest periods of time, are to the implo- j
uieuts of war and agriculture

Beginning with theagricultural exhibit i
at the southwestern coiner of the space 'ailoued to this exhibit, the tirsl objects !
of general interest are the plows. 'I'lio
plow exhibit Illustrates two principles of i
progress. First, the absolute improve-
ment of the new over the old methods, I
and again, relative progress in countries i
where v premium lias been placed on hu- 'man endeavor and Ingenuity, as com-
pared with what has been done in the
countries where no such inducement lias
been held out. In the case of the United
Mates, in whoso Constitution a clause
was placed guaranteeing to the inventor
the exclusive benelit of his labors for a
term of years, the modern Bieel-riding
plow stands up in contrast with the awk-
ward, uucouth wooden ailair with which
Hie Asiatic is atilloonteut to till the soil.
Indeed, tho exhibit has boon specially
arranged to show tho beneficial effects
which this great stimulus of exclusive
benetils to the inventor has brought in
the implements of all the industrial pur-
suits.

<>n exhibition in this department is a
model of the tirst piow over patented by
au American. It is a cast-iron plow, with
wooden beam and handles, and was in-
vented by New bold in 1789. Mr. (ireeley
givos a curious bit of history in connec-
tion with this early effort to improve
upon agricultural implements. When
this plow was tirst upon the market the
farmers seriously objected to its us« on
the pica that it would poison the ground.
They bad always before that time used a
wrought-iron plowshare, and gravely
concluded that a change to cast-iron
would result in absolute disaster to the
husbandman.

In this exhibit, too, are models show-
ing the improvements which have been
made in the other agricultural imple-
ments. Cultivators, harrows, automatic
seed planters, and many other improved
instruments, all show how near man's
ingenuity lias come to removing the
original curse winch decreed that man
should henceforth eat his broad in the
sweat of his brow.

Passing to the exhibit which has prob-
ably been next in importance in improv-
ing man's physical condition through the
Improvement of his mind, comes the
printing press and its necessary attend-
ant paper. In the first department there
are models to show the improvements
which have been made in the printing
press from that used by liuttonberg to
the uomulcx perfecting machine on which
the modern daily newspaper is printed
at the rate of 7o,utx) copies per hour, Be-
tween these extremes the models show
by what slow gradations the modern ma-
chine has been evolved.

After tho liuttenborg model comes tho
Stanhope press of ITtiO, which w ;is the
type, with few modifications, until LB3O,
when Isaac Adams took out tho first
American patent for a printing pre.-s.
Then a second patent by the same in-
ventor vva.s taken out in 1836 for the iirsi
press designed lor rapid work. Six
years later, in 181.', K. M. Hoe patented
his first press, •which had the original
idea of the cylinder. In 1845 be supple-
mented his patent with a device for de-
livering the paper, from that date on
till IS<>S, when the lirst of the perfecting
presses was put into practical operation,
the development was gradual, consisting
of one small improvement and then an-
other until the most w underfill machine
of the age was linally brought to perfec-
tion.

Along with the exhibits allowing the
evolution of the printing press aro mod-
els showing the improvements which
have been made in the art of paper mak-
ing. Here, however, the contrasts be-
tween primitive and modern methods are
not quite so strongly marked.

Following along in the line of the
printing idea comes the typewriting ma-
chine. Here again the contrast is not so
markefl between primary efforts and the
latest production, un July IKS), VV.
A. Hurt patented a typewriting machine
which, though somewhat bulky and
clumsy, was practical and did the work
for which it was intended. Tho machine
was ahead of the requirements of tho
time, however, and a curious fact in con-
nection with the history of it is that the
inventor sold the right for tho entire
State of .New York for #75, and a letter on
lile at the Patent ( ulice from the purcha-
ser com plains bitterly that his instrument
had proved barren of protit and demands
the return of iiis money.

timer patents were filed along in the
40's, but it was not until about lstis that a
machine was invented which seemed to
Jill the requirements. Since that time the
attention of Inventors has been turned in
I hat directiou, owing to the demand, and
the many different types of to-day show
the results of their labors.

Leaving the printing idea the next ex-
hibit of gre.ni general interest is toot of
the models show mg the evolution of ma-
chinery for making textile, fabrics. In
this hue, too, the ingenuity of the in-
ventor has kept pace with the require-
ments of the time, and, from the old-
fasiiioned hand cards to the modern
carding machines, the transition has
been almost as marked as to the short
space of time in which the evolution was
accomplished as in the wonderful im-
provements made.
1 In the spinning line the contrast be-

twoen the old and new methods is as
great, and again the Improvements have
all been made in comparatively late
years. In fact, the last half century has
shown such wonderful strides in the di-
rection of labor-saving machinery that
the question arises whether man may not
soon be able to saddle ail his work on a
machine, which will do it for him.

The civilization of two countries may
almost be measured by the models of the
machines by which their apparel is made.
Tile distatl and spindle, with which the
thread is spun, and the elum>y loom,
with which it is afterward slowly and la-
boriously woven Into the fabric, com-
pare! with the spinning jenuy and tijo
modern loom, tell the story ol the civili-
zation of F.a»t India of to-day as com-
pared with that of the Inked States in
more striking language than any other
which could be employed.

1 hen couaes a new song of the shirt as
it is sung in the development of that late
and all important adjunct to nineteenth
century civilization—thesewing machine.
The modeis showing the evolution ol this
valuable instrument form a curious and
instructive exhibit, and one peculiarly
attractive to the women visitors at the
fair. Ihe lirst patented machine of rec-
ord is that of J. J. (jreenough, which
patent was tiled in iS-U. The machine is
a clumsy device which made almost as
much noise as a threshing machine, andwas not a success as a wnnlni either.

Kut improvements followed rauidly.
until now two large cases are ulieJ with
models, and any one of them will do tue
work lor which it is intended without
hitch or hindrance. There are machines
for sewing shoes, hats, boots, gloves; in
tact, auy article of wearing apparel

affected by civilized man or woman.
There are machines to sew with as many
a.s tour needles at a time aud to make
seams in all sorts of fancy shapes. In
this iine one woman, at least, has dis-
tinguished herself as an inventor. A
machine which forms straw brails into j
any shape of a hat is the invention of 'Miss Carpenter, and was patented m 1876.
It has proved an entire success, and is in
general use to-day. Machines to work
i>uttou-holes and to sew on buttons with
shanks and flat buttons with four holes
are also among the exhibits.

Then comes the steam engine, from tho
time of Watts to the present, also show-
ing wonderful developments in man's
ingenuity. Then the electrical devices,
with thoir endless varieties of magnets,
motors, dynamos, signaling instruments,
electric lighting, apparatus, etc.

The firearms department is an interest-
ing feature of ibis exhibit, commencing
with the iron tube, wrapped with wood
aud twine, aud ending wi»h the high-
powered, rapid-tire machine gun of to-
day. There are hore models of the match-
lock of the time of Columbus, followed in :
turn by the wheel carbine, used by the ]
(iermans before the Hint-lock came into
uso. The peculiarity of this weapon is
that a jagged wheel struck a stationary
flint in its revolution aud produced
the span;, instead of the flint striking
the steel, as is done in the later arms.

The efforts to set a repeating breech-
loading g,in are shown in many curious
designs, veryfew of which ever proved
practicable until the invention of the
lienry n;!e of 1860, Among the models
ot rifles is the latest weapou which has
been accepted by the Government lor use
in the navy. This gun is very much like
the late models of the Sprtefftteld army i
rille, except in the breech mechanism i
and the caliber. Tho breech-lock is
opened by means of a short lever, ending
iva ball, and which turns to the left in a
plane at right angles with the center of
the bore. Following the late models
adopted by tho European armies, the
caliber has been reduced from .40 to .30
of an inch. The patentees aro Krag &
Jorgenseu, who filed their patent iv Feb-
ruary, 1893.

In tne ordnance department tho his-
tory ol small arms is repeated. There
has been ail along the same ellorl to gel a
breech-loading gun which admitted of
rapid tiring.

Tho
average precipitation was nothing, a de-
ficiency during tho week of ,00 of an inch
below the normal. The deficiency at
Ked Bluff was .11 of an inch, Sacramento
.00 Ofan inch and Fresno .07 of an inch.

The average temperature for the coast
counties north of San Luis Obispo was
64°, a deficiency of 2°. The deficiency at \u25a0

There was considerable loss in fruit be-
ing blown off the trees by the severe
northerly winds ol the -Ith and 25th in

I the fruit counties of the Sacramento Val-
i ley and also of Napa Valley.

One of tho largest fruit-growers in
Yolo County reports a loss to his plum
crop of (3,000, while a gentleman in Naua
Valley says at least VW boxes of cherries
were blown offthe trees. Another gentle-
man reports that out ofaoestiuikied crop
ofnvetom there is at least two tons on
the ground.

The maximum wind velocity ranged
from twenty-four to thirty-six miles per
hour, aud au extreme velocity of forty
miles per hour.

The outlook for crops of grain, fruit
and bt'rrits coutinue about ihfsniiieas
last wook -that is, short crops of grain,
hay aud apricots; all other fruits good.

The rattle and sheep men are begin-
ning to drive their stock up to the mount-
ain ranges for their usual siuimor pastur-
age during the dry period in the valley. •)

To those who desire to estimate the
crops of the future, the following figures
will be of somo interest. They are based
upon a fair average production of trees
iii full bearing and under proper treat-
ment, planted as usually in orchards:
