THE STATE LAW,

In this connection it may be of interest
to the general public to know thatthe
State has considered this a matter of suf-
ficient import to legislate thereon, as ap-
pears in the subjoined chapter from the
FPenal Code, the Act having been passed
last winter and approved in March:

Every person who puts the carcass of any
dead animal, or t e oftal from any slaughter-
pen, corral or bateher shop, into any river,

within one-four.h of a mile of any city, town
or village, except it be in a crematory, the
construction and operation of which is satis-
factory to the Board ot Health in such city,
town or village; and every person who puts
