
THE TROUBLE AT LEMONT.

Assuming the fact to be that the strik-
ers at Lomont, 111., were advancing upon
the drainage men and the Deputy
Sheriffs guarding them, with violence and
arm*, and that they tired and assaulted
the latter to drive them out. then the
Htrikers got what they deserved. On
this assumption of violence having been
resorted to by them as a part of their pro-
gramme of right to strike, a right which
cannot be denied them, the lesson of the
aftray is very easily and unmistakably
read. Men who wish to work and are
willing to work at wages fixed by their
own choice, must have just as full pro-
tection in doing so as any other citizen is
entitled to in the exercise of any other
right. Itis not a question at all whether
the wage was too low; nor whether the
men belonged to this, that or the other
organization; but simply whether iv the
exercise of their right they are entitled to
defense and to defend themselves. No
matter what sentiment we may enter-
tain concerning the fair reward of in-
dustry, the dignifying of labor and the
botterment of the conditions of laboring
men, any effort to invade by force or
threat of arms the right of the citizen or
the dweller among us to work for what-
ever and for whomever he pleases, must
bo upheld. For upon that self same basis
rests all other rights, the right of labor
to organize and by all lawfulmeans to
promote better labor conditions. Any
defense of the attitude of the strikers at
I.emont, if they were In arms or ad-
vancing with apparent intent to do vio-
lence, must become an assault upon the
very men who set up the defense when
the time comes that they need protection

in their right Ifwe suppose the case of
the men in employment at Lemout beiug
"outs" and the strikers being the "ins"
and the former attempting to drive out
the latter in order to take their places on
terms different from those in force, and
we will have the illustration of the
principle referred to made unmistakably
clear. Ifthe strikers* were unarmed and
were not menacing the contractors' men
with violence then the resort by the lat-
ter and the Deputy Sheriffs to arms and
bloodshed was unprovoked and ought to
be punished severely, yturder is not to
bo countenanced or excused under the
plea of self defense. Governor Altgeld of
Illinois is said to express the opinion
that the shooting was unprovoked. If,
however, the investigation to take place
develops that the drainage workers had
reason to believe that the advancing
strikers coining in a body and appar-
ently for no good, were moving upon
them with violence and for the purpose
ofousting them by force, then they were
justified in firing before the advancing
party reached them. But the Deputy
Sheriffs aud the drainage men aver that
they were tired upon, that they were

assaulted with arms, and it is upon this
basis and the assumption that the law
oilicers acted within the limits of author-
ity, that the judgment announced rests
until official investigation determines the
•xact facts.

FIX THE RESPONSIBILITY.

Only an officialand a searching investi-
gation will develop the truth relative to

the unsafe condition of Ford's old thea-
ter in Washington having been known to

the officials of the Lioverninent respon-

sible lor its occupancy. The statements

now made are conflicting, but there is

common agreement the building was tit

for condemnation and unsafe for

the purpose for which used. An

unusual weight of paper and print-

ing material rested upon the floors,

• weight never contemplated in tneir

construction. Ifthe Government officers

in charge, who must be assumed to

know the strain to which such weight

subjects floors and walls, were also aware
of the fact that the building had given
signs of weakness, and was subject to
unusual and peculiar vibrations when- !

ever loaded trucks passed on the street,
they ought to be held responsible for the

lamentable disaster of Friday last. If
they knew that the excavation for the
cellar extension was being made, it was
certainly a duty to have examined the
work, and have ascertained if it was
likely to aiiect any of the foundation
footings. Ifthey did not do su it was
criminal negligence. The difficulty will j
be to bring the responsibility down to
and fasten it upon individuals. Where !

official boards have charge it is rare that
personal responsibility can be made to
attach.

The sum asked for by the Fourth of
July Committee to conduct a proper cele-
bration hero on the national holiday is
not large—indeed, it is small, considered
in relation to the occasion and the charac-
ter of the city, iiistributed, it would be
about six cents per capita, and the
money is, after all, but a temporary
loan, as it does not leave the chan-
nels of home circulation, but, save
a small amount, is immediately re-
turned to home trade and industry,
and hence to all the people, as all are in-
terested directly in trade and industry.
There is ovory reason for making the
celebration this year a particularly good
one; besides the overshadowing patriotic
reasons, tho fact of this being the Colum-
bian festival year should influence us,
and that Sacramento is just now the focal
center of observation from all points in
the Stale, and that any meager effort and
accomplishment on her part willbe taken
in judgment against us. But for purely

patriotic reasons we ought to have a cele-
bration that will impress anew the mean-
ing of the observance of the day deeply
upon the minds of youth—and for that
matter upon adults also. Let us show to
those not of us but among us that the
American spirit is as vigorous and ag-
gressivo as ever, and that we do honor to

the natal day of the republic because we
love it and tho institutions we have built
up under it, and that, come what may,
the American Union is dear to the hearts
of the people, and that their faith in it has
not only not abated a jot, but grows
stronger every year. Let the contribu-
tions be liberal and the judgment of the
committee in arranging a good pro-
gramme be indorsed. The report on
Thursday night should not be discourag-
ing nor necessitate a second appeal—the
giving should be patriotically prompt and
require no begging.

William W. Phklps, in a paper in tho
June American Journal of Politic*, puts
an entire sermon and all the truth about
the question of women in politics, into
this nutshell: "The home is the key-

stone of nations: the mother is the key-
stone of homes. To .take the mother
from the home to fill some other sphere

is to destroy that home so far as its value
to the State is concerned. A land of
homes is a land of woman's rights. Men
are devoted and chivalrous because
women are gentle and feminine. Unless
the ultimate object of the political woman
is the disfranchisement of men, or to ac-
complish their final extinction (as, hear-
ing some of them talk would lead us to
believe) she must win the support of
men or be unsuccessful. Any niove

which attacks the home can only receive
the support of a certain class of men.
Man's noblest conception of woman can-
not be separated from the home. Surely
there is nothing low or limited in a
sphere which aims to realize an ideal."

Thk performances of the Valkyrie thus
far make it clear that she is a faster and
better boat than any yacht from the other
side that has been entered lor the Amer-
ica cup. The fact that she beat the Thistle
and Iverna so badly last week, under
conditions favorable to them, demon-
strates that the United States must put
forward a faster boat thau the Volunteer
to defeat her. But this we can do. There
are at least three yachts that it is believed

are of better lines, and one is now on the
stocks and nearly ready that it is thought
will prove the fastest ever launched. We
do not believe the Amorica cup is in
ereat danger of being carried away, but

the coutest for it will certainly be a hotter
one than any that has preceded it.

The attentions shown Princess Eulalie

at Chicago have evidently been so numer-
ous and fulsome as to have disgusted the
aristocratic woman, and she has plainly
manifested her discomfort and anger. It
is the way with American receptions, as

a rule; the guest is suffered to neither

sleep nor rest, nor have any privacy.
The better side of hospitality leaves the

guest for the major portion of a visit
master of his own time and free to in-
dulge his own tastes.

The most recent method of the obstruc-
tionists of San Francisco is to help the
State on to upbuilding and prosperity by
dome all they can to break down the
credit of State enterprise 3and material
industries. Itis fortunate for the people

that they have small success. Yet. doubt-
less, these agencies effect something
among the timid classes, and just to that

extent they check State development by
slaying desirable immigration somewhat.

Italy's Sovereign.
During the fiftoou years in which King

Humbert has tilled the throne he has in-
variably manifested the qualities that are
most needed in a modern ruler. He has
never parted company with national sen-
timent, has never seemed to go before,
and baa certainly never lagged behind it.
Save for the sporadic brashes with
seinl-savage enemies in the neighborhood
of the Keu Sea, his reign has so far been
happily undisturbed by war. Italy has
enjoyed profound peace now for thirty-
seven years.
