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Gold Now Being Shipped From
London to Xew York.

A GOOD WORKING CURRENCY BAL-
ANCE IN TEE TREASURY.

Ex-Senator Edmunds Interviewed ln
Regard to the Silver Question—He
Believes the Sherman Act Partly-

Responsible tor the Present Finan-

cial Crisis, and Should Bo Repealed

—He Also Opposes the Annexation

of the Hawaiian Islands.

Washington, June 21.—The shipment

of goM from London to New York, news
of which was received this morning, is
looked upon as showing that tho tide in
gold exports has turned. For the past

three weeks no gold has been exported.
As a consequence, tho Treasury Depart-
ment has been gaining gold during that
period, the net balance to-day standing
at -'.M,05;i,.U0. In the building up of this
gold the Treasury Department redeemed
nearly |G,000,000 of gold certificates, the
amount outstanding to-day being $08,-
--070,000, against 9104,000,000 on the Ist of
June. AVhile tho receipts and expend-
itures of the Treasury Department wero
kopt about even during the month, it
was stated that the balance to-day was
..'';,l-ie,__.;>. 112,253,000 iv subsidiary silver
and minor coin aud gll,!i21,000 in national
bank depositories. The statement shows
that the Treasury is provided with a good
working currency balance, bo much so,
indeed, that it is probable, though as yet
le'it determined, to anticipate the quar-
terly interest duo on July Ist on l'nited
."- t;ites 1-per-ceut. bonds and Pacific Rail-
road bonds, aud pay this interest next
week. This would release $7,000,000 now
in the Treasury and put a like amount iv
active cii dilation in tho business centers
of the country.

SILVER QUESTION.
Ex-Senator Edmunds Favors Repeal-

ing tho Sherman Act.
New York, Juno 21.—An interview

with ex-Senator George F. Edmunds is
printed, in which he says: "Ihave no
legislation to propose beyond the repeal
ol tho Sherman law and the return to the
monetary laws which existed before 1873.
I havo no doubt the operation of the
Sherman law had helped to bring about
the present crisis. When we passed the
.Sherman Act wo were botween the devil
and a deep sea. Something had to be
ehuic. A crisis was pending. I voted for
'he measure, and am willing to take my
share of the responsibility, although I
___a not personally in favor of it. A can-
vass showed us that if we did not pass
the Act tho silver men would pass a freo
silver bill. About three-fourths of the
Democrats and one-fourth of tho Repub-
. ans would havo voted for the free coin-
age bill.

"Ivoted for the Sherman law toprevent
\u25a0 financial crisis on the free silver bill.
I urged in the caucus that the operation
of the Act bo limited to live, then to ten
years, but tho amendment was not ac-
cej.ted.

"1 think it would be well to go back to
the currency law which existed before
tho Bland law—gold coined at the Mint
tree of charge'; silver also coined upon the
payment of seignorage by the owuer of
tho bullion, and if not enough for tho
needs of currency presouted, the Secre-
tary of the Treasury was authorized to
buy sufficient quantities. In this way
tho demand and supply regulated itself
and silver was uot driven out of use.

"I do not believe in dispensing with
silver. If such au arrangement cannot
bo .made, why not fix a new ratio bo-
tween gold and silver, basod on the pres-
ent market value? No such ratio would
bo permanent. It would have to be
changed from time to time, as the pro-
duction of gold or silver increased, but I
think a fair ratio fixed now. would last
twenty years. I have not much faith in
the settlement of tho currency by inter-
national congresses. Tlie European idea
of the use of silver is different from ours.

"Iam not in favor ofannexing Hawaii,
bnt Ithink we should take good care that
no othor nation gets tho islands. Ifwe
should annoi them it- would be only a
question of time when wo should admit
them as a State. They would then havo
two Senators and be as powerful in tho
Senate as the State of New York. This
is only one of the good objections offered.
1 think we ought to make a olose treaty,
practically establishing a protectorate
over the islands, keeping au American
influence predominant aud making thoir
interests identical with the interests of
the I nited State-."

In a few moments after the shooting a
large crowd gathered about the Walker
residence, and there was great excite-
ment when the nature of tho caso was
known.

No one was admitted to the house after
the arrival of the officers but tho physi-
cian and a priest who was summoned by
somo of the members of tho household.

Just before going to press last night it
was learned from Officer Kripp that
Flint had gone home aud got his horse
and buggy and driven up town again.

Ho was said to bo wounded, but did
not explain anything to his relatives at !
home.

IN ONE GLASS OF BEERDEADLY LAUDANUM.

Four Ounces of It Ends the Life of
F, P. Grogan.

An Eccentric Man, Who Seems to

Have Concluded Lire Is Not

"Worth Living.

F. P. firogan, a man about 00 years of
age, died last night at the residence of

• leorgo Bronner, 1425 L street, from tho
effects of laudanum, presumably taken
with suicidal intent.

Grogan had beeu acting in an eccentric
manner for some time, and on Tuesday
told a lady at the house that he would
commit suicide.

h-he talked him out of tho notion, at the
same timo not placing much confidence
in what he said, as she thought that ho
was merely temporarily out of humor.

Yesterday he borrowed somo monoy of
a person at the houso, saying he wantoeP
it to purchase somo medicine, and he
went down town, returning about lv i

o'clock in the forenoon. He told the
housjltoeper that ho was not reeling well,
aud would go to his room, and that he
would not want any dinner.

About two hours later some ono
hoard heavy groans coming from his
room, ami when the door was opened
Grogan was found to be in gre at pain and
Buffering, but itwas some time belore it
was suspected or discovered that he had
taken laudanum.

As soon as the discovery was mado the
City Physician, l>r. C. B. Nichols, was
summoned, lie at once comprehended
the caso, and endeavored by prompt ap-
plication of antidotes and other methods
to save the man's life. He arrived too
late, however, for although be worked
with Grogan lor several hours it was
without avail, and he died about 9.30
o'clock last night.

It was ascertained that he took fully
four ounces of laudanum, and when i<r.
Nichols reached him he saw that thero
was but a very slight nossibility of his
being able to save his life, yet he spared
no efforts to do so.

Greegan was employed at various places
as a gardener, latterly at the State Print-
ing < Miice, anil is said to have had plenty i

of means.
On the J.th of Aprillast he was arrested

on a chargo of striking Mrs. M.C.Kent
with a cane, and was convicted and lineel
fSO therefor. IIis evident that lor some
lime past he had not been folly responsi-

Jewell Flint Tries to Murder Miss Etta
Walker.

He Then Shoots Himself, But Escapes,

Leaving a Trail of Blood

Behind Illm.

A terrible tragedy was enacted in this
city at a late hour last night, which may
result in the death of a young girl and
hor jealous lover.

It was a caso of attempted murder and
suicide on the part of a youth named
Jewell Flint, son of Thomas Flint, a
well-known citizon residing near Sutter-
vilie, two miles south of this city, his in-
tended victim boing Miss Etta Walker,
daughter of Andrew Walker, residing at

IG2I Eighth street.
The unfortunate girl was shot twice,

one ball striking her on the top of the
head aud making a deep wound in tho
skull. The second shot entered the small
of her back and was a fearful wound, evi-
dently made by a large ball.

Y'ouug Flint is about 20 years old, and
the girl a year or so younger. Sho was
still conscious whon seen by a Recobd-
Union reporter at midnight, and gave a
closr aci'ount of the terrible affair.

Miss Walker stated that sho had just
reached homo from tho open-air concert
at the Plaza, and was in company with a

young man named Willie Kline.
Flint was standing in the alley at tho

side of the Walker house, and when sho
reached the gate he stepped out and ac-
costed her, making some remarks and
asking her to wait a moment, that ho
wanted to see her.

She replied that she wanted to see what
time it was first, and started to open the
door to go iv, when Flint stopped inside
the gate, or to the gate, and fired tho
murderous shots without further warn-

ing.
She saw tho glitter of tho pistol in tho

hands of the youug assassin before he
fired, and hoped to get into the house,
fearing that he meant mischief.

Tho poor girl was suffering great pain,
and between her eroans exclaimed to her
mother that she "nover thought he woulel
do such a thing," aud that "ho had no

reason for doing it."
She denied having had any trouble

with Flint, aud said there was nothing
between them moro than that she had
known him for a long time.

Ho got up, however, and went off
in the darkness, aud at a lato hour had
not been found.

The sidewalk was marked with a

stream of blood, and tho officers believed
the desperate young man would be dead
when found.

Word was telephoned to the police sta-
tion immediately after the occurrence,
and in a few moments tlie patrol wagon
and Captain Simmons, OfficerKripp aud
a Record-Union* reporter were at tho
scone.

The girl was found lying upon a lounge,
her head bleeding profusely, but she
complained most of tho shot in her back,
and called anxiously for the doctor aud
asked tobe put to sleep.

Dr. C. B. Nichols, the City Physician,
was summoned, aud arrived shortly
afterward. Ho immediately pronounced
the wound on the head as not a dangerous
one.

.Yhen the uncovered he poor girl's
back, however, and the shocking wound
caused by the other shot was revealed,
he shook his head and said it was a very

dangerous one and likely to prove fatal.
The bullet struck in the small of the

back, an inch to the right of the spine,
and evidently ranged down into the
abdomen.
