FUNERAL, SERVICES.

Bite- but Eloquent Address by Rev.
Dr. Ste-blna.

When tho immense concourse of people
who had hail gathered at the university
grouped themselves around the bier
burial services of tiie Episcopal Church
wore held.

A temporary platform and awning had
been erected inside tlie Leiand Stanford,
Jr., memorial arch and some draping in
Black and whito covered the pillows and
nung around the roof. Tho caskei was
laid in front upon a richly ornamented
bier, and all around wero fragrant and
beautiful flowers and floral offerings.

Bishop Nichols, Rev. Mr. l-'outoaud Dr.
Stobbins took positions on tho pletform,
and behind them sat Mrs. Marrinor-
Campb—ll, Mrs. Eunice AA'estwater,
Samuel D. Mayer and AValter C. Camp-
boll, who composed tho choir, and Pro-
fessor 11. M. Bosworth, who accompanied
their singing ou tho organ.

The burial chant, "Lord, Let Mo Know
My l-'nd," was sung by the choir, and
tho sweet music found an echo among the
massive buildings. Everything but trie
solemn chanting was hushed in a silence
that was oloquont of sympathy and re-
ligious sentiment, and when the words
had diod away Rev. Mr. Fouto read the
Beriptural lesson taken from the fifteen th
chapter of St. Paul's epistle to the
Corinthians, filteenth to twentieth verses.
In this consoling lesson the promises ot
immortality came as balm to the
wounded hearts.

"Inath is swallowed up in victory. O
death, where is thy stiug? O grave,
whore is thy victory? • • • But
thanks bo to God which givoth us tho
victory through onr Lord Jesus Christ."

Tho choir sang, "IHeard the A'oice of
b sus Say," and to the great throng stand-
ing around this music seemed inexpress-
ibly affecting.

Then followed tho prayers, opening
with "Our l-'ather who art in Heaven."
iiishop Nichols officiated, and Rev. Mr.
Foute responded in a voice affected with
emotion.

The hymn, "For Thee, < >h, Dear, Dear
Country," was rendered by Mrs. Marri-
iior Campbell, after which the Rev. Mr.
Stebbins delivered a brief but eloquout
address.

"Itis not tho occasion for biography or
eulogy," said tho reverend speaker.
"The record of Mr. Stanford's life from
his beginning ou an Kastern farm to
his death at Palo Alto is familiar to all
oi us.

"Your presence here at his burial at-
tests the common human estimation In
which ho was held by all. It is enough
to -peak a word in humility, praise and
thanksgiving.

"Itwas Mr. Stanford's lot to stand out
in the faco ofevery other earthly conten-
tion prominently as a man of wonderful
mind. There is in every aim of life, high
or low,rich or poor, a track of life which
shows tho momentum of the man and
the gravitation of his mind.

"Mr. Stanford's power of mind and
character were constituted by the happy
combination of tlie faculties of one com-
mon human nature a combination
which marks common-sense united with
charming sentiments aud warm sympa-
thies. His name and reputation will rest
on his being one ofthe founders of one of
the greatest corporate properties of this
country, and how he used that which
came to himself.

"How did he behave in tho region of
his own?

"Does he lling about his power, or does
ho abdicate self will in obedience to a
higher law? No man can bo rich by his
own industry simply. AA'hcn Mr. Stan-
ford came it was in the morning light of
.i new age of liberty. Tho nation's grief
and weeping history stood and opened
tne gates of opiKirtunity—-The tide
which taken at tho flood leads on to for-
ture.'

"The line that divide* between human
responsibility and divine beneficence, be-
tween.man and opportunity, willnever be
drawn by any band except that almighty
hand under which weall live. Mr. Stan-
ford bad in his late days a conception of
education that leads to God. Tlie moral
crisis of his life was at the death of his
eon, whose picture will bo looked on
with wonder and with love by gen _ra-
tions yet to com c. That death drew the
beams ol sun out of his eyes: but dark-
ness reveals lifo, creates the impres-ion
that there must bo light somewhere,
and that darkness was deft in twain by
him.

"In a recent conversation he said the
object of his life was fullilled. He
replied to congratulations; 'We have
great hopes.' He always spoke in the
plural, as if feeling it was not himself

who was worthy of congratulations.
IIis mind was on education, as he—tiled
the business of Hod.

"Itis for this 1 praise him. His name
will endure, written on these walls and
the sky and tlie earth around. For this I
praise him, for when I praise him Ipraise
God.

"Itwould bo unfitting forme to intrude
on a woman's sorrow or a widow's grief;
lot on this occasion 1 must say: 'Let
these encourage you. Rise up from your
griefand learn of God and of his spirits.
ami yet take counsel of your own heart,'
And. fellow-—lMsens, and especially you
\\ ho are charged with carrying this body-
to-day men of iron hands and iron
heart-—I say bear with your strength a
tittle, lift tliis casket gently, tenderly,
for it is a man you bear.

Alter tbe touching and appropriate dis-
course, the singing of Cardinal New-
man's hymn, "Lead. Kindly Light,"
was another impressive feature of the
services, which were then concluded.

other delegations marched past the casket
to look upon tlie calm features within.
Then everyone pushed forward, forming
in a double lino and passing the remains
on either -ide. The line extended back
two abreast to lhe end of tne quadrangle,
and before the last couple had viewed the
dead faco fullyhalf an hour had elapsed.

The pall-bearers walked respectfully to
the bier, looked again at Senator Stan-
ford and moved away silently. A lull j
followed. People drew backward instinct-
ively and over every face there came an
cxpre_lion of real sympathy and deep
consideration for the scene that was about
to tako place.

Mrs. Stanford was to look for the last
time upon her beloved husband.

Sho hesitated as her brother, Charles G.
Lathrop, offered to assist her from her
seat to the casket, and when she arose,
leaning heavily on his arm, her step
faltered, for she was then utterly over-
come. Mrs. Stantord moved like ouo in
a dream to the caskei, and once more
faltered while raising her heavy mourn-
ing veil. Deep indeed was the sorrow on
her face. Both bands rested on the cloth-
covered coilin lor support as she looked
vaguely through the glass covering. At ;

this moment her pent-up grief found ex-
pression in sobs and she fell prostrate !
\u25a0—KM-the form of her husband, shaking
with emotion. A stillness of deatli came '

upon the scene. There was not a sound
save tho music of songbirds in the air i
above and the clanging of tho distant
locomotive bell. The sun streamed down
into the great quadrangle, but there was
a dark shadow where the dead lay in tho
shade of Lelaud Stanford Jr. memorial
arch. Mrs. Stanford turned to her :
brother, who silently led her away.

Other mourners spent a few moments ;
beside lhe dead, and then the funeral j

procession moved toward tlie mausoleum.
The way was down a lovely hillside all
aglow with the brightness of summer,
with brilliant emeralds in the lawns and
fragrant with new-mown hay. Further
on it was along tho broad avenues and
through winding drives of Palo Alto
park. When among the trees aud shrubs
it ended at iho granite mausoleum.

LAST SAL) RITES.
Tho Body ot'l.eland Stanford Placed In

tbo Mausoleum.
At the mausoleum the ceremonies were

brief but Impressive. Long before the
funeral cortege arrived a largo crowd bad
gathered about tho imposing home of
death. The beautiful llowers were j
ranged on both sides of the entrance, up >
the steps to the open doors. Standing lie-
side the entrance was a splendid floral
tribute sent by the employes in the rail-
road shops at Sacramento.

When the cortege arrived the caskei
was set down in front of the steps, with )
the railroad employes ranged in two
lines on each side. Mrs. Stanford satin
a chair near the bier, between her brothor j
and niece. It was evident that her i
strength had been overtaxed, and that
\u25a0he was unable to bear up under a much
longer strain. During the brief cere-
monies she made no outward motion,
though her form shook under her heavy i
black veil. Several times those near her
heard her give vent to a low quivering
moan, the very repression of tho sound
denoting the sharp tension of her mental j
agony.

Dr. Foute read the usual Episcopal i
prayer, after which the choir sang "Abide
AVith Me." Then Bishop Nichols said
tho benediction, and while a littlo earth
was sprinkled upon the coilin, above tho
stillness could be heard these sublime
words: "Forasmuch as it hath pleased
Almighty God of his great mercy to tako
unto himself tho soul of our dear brother
here departed, we therefore commit his 1
body to the ground—earth to earth,
ashes to ashes, dust to dust—in sure and j
certain hope of the resurrection to eternal j
life, through our Lord Jesus Christ, who
shall change our vile body that it may be .
like unto his glorious body according to
the mighty working whereby he is able i
to subdue all things to himself."

Then the hymn, "Abide in Me," was
sang. The Bishop stretched his right
hand above his head as ho looked over
the people and pronounced a blessing
upon the dead.

Tho bronzo doors of the tomb wero
closed ou the body of Leiand Stanford.

San .lo.se Record: Those Southern I'al-
il'ornians aro making idiots of themselves
in trying to force their money out ot thehanks and bring on a panic there. It is
apparent that tbo banks down there are
sound enough and havo resources to pay
all their depositors, without impairing
their capital stock, and all this scare is
brought on by peoples getting a sense-
less craze on and calling for money winch
they don't know what to do with when
they get it. No bank that receives de-
posits and pays interest on them can
have all tho depositors' money ou hand
and pay it out on demand, but if tho
Bank Commissioners do their duty they
all havo ample security lor it, and it is
out earning tho interest that the bankers
pay to the depositors. What is needed
now is forpeople to exercise a littlecold
common sense and not force people into
embarrassments who have ample secur-
ities in sijiht for all the obligations they
have undertaken.

Six banks in ouo
day is the record for the sanitarium lor
one-lungers.
