Washington, June 2s. -Secretary Car-

lisle's mail this morning was loaded
down with letters from bankers, coni-

mercial men and others, calling on thej
President to convene Congress at once in j
extra session to consider tbo financial!
legislation. The pressure is great, but,

there is setni-ollicial authority for tlie
.statemont that Congress will not be cou-
\ ened before September.

A( alum t officer, speakingof the finan-
cial situation, said this morning there
vas no doubt in bis mind tho repeal of
the Sherman law would bring about
much needed relief, whether temporary
«>r permanent, time alone could demon-
Btrate. Still there was no certainty even
now that Congress would repeal the Sher-
man law. The House must bo more
favorable than it seoms to be. He inti-
mated that if tho I'resident were con-
vinced Congress would immediately re-
peal tlie Sherman law that body might
bo convened in extra session before Sep-
tember, but, ho concluded, "tho leaven
is working."

According to Treasury advices silver
continues to decline, tho price in Loudon
to-day being 34d per ounce, or 00.739 of
• uir money. This makos tho silver dollar
worth to-day as bullion fifty-seven i-ents.
'since tbo Treasury went out of the
market as a purchaser of silver, June

ill.AM.'s FAITH IN SILVER.

St. Lm is, June 28.—Congressman R. P.
'.land, the great silver advocate hero,

while reviewing the silver situation as
uffected by tho action of the Indian (iov-

• rnment, said: "Heroicmeasures will bo
required on tbe part of this Government
for the remonetization of silver. Most
emphatically I do not think it a knock-
out for silver in this country. On tbe

try, I think if Congress does not
adopt somo measure looking to a bi-
metallic standard itwill make the battle
oi the standards the coming issue in this
country. This battle will disrupt the
political parties and cause a contest be-
iween the commercial centers and agri-
cultural districts of tbe country. Free
coinage ot" silvor is demanded by tho
laboring classes, and this is what the
free-silver men will now demand of
< iiiig ress.

"The demonetization of silver is a con-
spiracy between tbe banking institutions
i.i England and the l—stern portion of
tbel nited States, and tho suspension of
silver coinage in India is part of this con-
spiracy to bulldoze the Congress of the

\u25a0 nited States to tiieadoption of the single
gold standard.

"1 do not bolieve they will succeed. If
tlio Democratic Congress stands true to
its pledges, this conspiracy will not sue-

"The low price of silver is due to the
fact that this and other Governments are
discriminating against it, and lhat tho
money interests iv this and otber coun-
tries have fought it. No important com-
mercial country bas recently had a mint
for the tree coinage of gold and silvor.
An eii'ort has been made to dam up sil-
ver and prevent its free exchange in the
c immense of nations. That tho I nited
Statos by free coinage can restore silver
to its former value is practically ad-
mitted by the British Royal Commission
of 1888, consisting of twelve members,
six of them uncompromising gold mono-
nu-tallists. They admit that Prance alone
could maintain the parity of the two
metais at a ratio of ISJ to 1. This country
is stronger in material wealth, developed
or undeveloped, than France and Eng-
land combined."

The Act adopted Mon-
day by the Indian Government repealed
certain clan esofthe Indian Coinage Act
of 1870, I. it the power of tho Indian Gov-
ernment to purchase silver and coin
rupees whenever it thought tit was not
affected by the new Act.

RADICAL SILVER MEN IiKKIANT.
Washixuton, .lune 28.—The Sfar says

tbe talk of the radical silver men since
they have got over the lirst shock of the
news from India is rather defiant. While
admitting that demonetization in India
is a hard blow at bimetallism at the pres-
ent ratio, they speak of itaa a conspiracy
and insist that it is more than ever im-
portant that this country stand by silver.
They say they intend to fight with all
their might against the further degrada- '
tion of silver. The moro conservative of
them, however, regard this as whistling
against the wind. Their best judgment is
that many who voted for tree coinage be-
cause of their constituents will find in
tho present situation a reason for voting
the Sherman law off tbe statute books,
perhaps even without any sort of substi-
tute as a compromise.

EASIER roX 111 noN AT XI.W YORK.
New xokk, June 28, —Bankers re-

ported an easier condition in the money
market this morning. There were no
extraordinary shipments, and tbe only
thing which was noticed out ol the ordi-
nary was tho large number of demands
lor rediscounts from all over tbe country.
The Clearing-house loan committee
issued $1,330,000 certificates, making the
total amount issued (6,360,000. The Sub-
Treasury transferred 9115,000 to San Fran-
cisco by telegraph in return for gold de-
posited.

The froe gold in the Treasury to-day is
just 996,000,000.

There is much talk in Wall street as to
the reasons which prevented the Presi-
dent calling Congress together immedi-
ately. Intimate lrieuds of the Secretary
of tbe Treasury, in conversation with a
reporter, said according to Carlisle a can-
vass ofmembers of Congress two months
ago in behalf of Cleveland resulted in
learning that there was a majority of the
House in favor ofthe repeal ofthe Sher-
man law, but in tho Senate a majority of
twenty the otber way. it was believed,
however, that enough Senators (eleven at
least) would be converted before Septem-
ber to enable a repeal of tho measure in
tho upper house.

TALK OF NEW PARTIES.

Indiajtapolis, June 28.—Senator I'effer
of Kansas to-day, in an interview, said:
"The Sherman law will be repealed the
first thing when Congress meets. Tho
effect of this will be to destroy both tbe
old parties aud build up a new one. That
will be followed by a now alignment ol
parties. Some new organizations aro
Boon to come into existence. The People's
party is but the preliminary make-up of
one which is to assume control. A new
organization is to be composed of the
People's party mostly, and it will receive
many recruits from both the other large
organizations, which aro now closing
their careers. The Indian silver move-
ment means general panic. Onto! this
willgrow much of ihe strength oi the Peo-
ple's party. Tho silver question has been
giving us much aid ail along."

ANTICIPATED THK FALL OF SILVER.
Kansas City, June 28.—August 11.

Meyer, President of tho Consolidated
Kan-as City Smelting and Refining Com-
pany, said to-day the fall in price of sil-
ver would have no effect upon the com-
pany's business, lie said they anticipated
a fall of silver a year ago, and thought
most smelters in the country bad done the
same thing.

CAUSE OF SILVER NOT WEAKENED.
Denver, June lis. -Aprominent mem-

ber of tbe Ciearing-bouso Association to-
day, speaking of the silver situation,
said: "The closing of tho mints to sil-
ver coinage in India will precipitate a
settlement of the silver question, and
viewed from this standpoint it is not to
be regretted, lt will not weakon the
cause of silver, nor will it shake the con-
fidence of friends of free coinage in ulti-
mate success."
CEYLON ANU MAURITIUSTO FOLLOW SUIT

Simla, Juno US.— Sir David Harbour,
financial member of tho Vico-i legal
Council, said in au interview on the sil-
ver question to-day that it was his opin-
ion that Ceylon and Mauritius would be
compelled to soou follow tho example of
India and dose their mints to free coin-
age of silver. The elloct ou Chinese trade,
he said, is causing much justifiable
anxiety. It might be possible to ease the
situation through tho introduction ofa
gold standard in Chinese treaty ports,

but in any event tbe bulk of about four-
teen crores ofrupees (140,000,000 would be
thrown on China. That China's foreign
trade relations would bo to us disturbed
to an enormous extent is sell-evident

If inflammation or
blood-poisoning do not set in be will re-
cover. If bad symptoms should be de-
veloped, however, in tbe next two days
tho leg will be amputated.

DID NOT SHOOT.
Au Individual Who Did Xot "VYnut His

Man When Found.
A man named Louis Hicks was ar-

rested yesterday evening by Officers
Maley and Alterforexhibiting a revolver
and threatening to kill Richard H. Sin-
gleton of ihe Hank Exchange saloon.

Hicks, who was apparently under the
influence ofliquor, is said to have called
at tlie saloon several times during the
day and showed his pistol to several per-
sons, repeating his threats to shoot
Singleton.

Singleton finallysent a man to asfc Hicks
to come in and explain his grievance, and
when he did not come he went across to
the opposite corner of the street with the
intention of pacifying Hicks, or at least
li aiming his reason for his threatHicks was standing on the corner, and
as singleton approached started to draw
his revolver from bis coat pocket.

Singleton seeing this, drew his revolver
first, whereupon Hicks ran up Second
stn ' to a lodging-house, went upstairs,
and when found by ollicers Maley and
Alter was in the kitchen with a drawn
revolver in bis hands.

Hicks threatened to shoot tho ollicers,
until they showed their stars and de-
man.led his surrender. Tho ollicers wit- 'nessedthe affair from the start, and say
Singleton would have been justified in
shooting liicks.

Singleton gays he does not recognize or
remember I licks, but it was learned that
the latter had trouble with Singleton
some two years ago, at which time Hicks
received punishment at Singleton's
hands.

consequently, to the depositors and to tho
business intorosts of tlie city. Achain is
only as strong as its weakest link. One
break, and there is a panic, which, how-
ever causeless it may bo, is hard to stem.
