Washington, June 30. —At 6 o'clock
this evening the following proclamation
was issued:

Executive Mansion,- i
Washington, June 30, 1*93. J

Wn breas. The distrust and apnrehen-
sion concerning the linancial situation
which had pervaded all business circles
has already caused great loss and damage
to our people, and threatens to cripple
our merchants, stop the wheels of manu-
facture, bring distress and privation to
our farmers and withhold from our
workinemen the wages of labor; and
whereas, the present perilous condition
is largely due to the linancial policy
which the executive branch of the Gov-

ernment I'm.ls embodied in unwise laws.
which must ho executed until repealed
by Congress;

N..w, therefore, I, Grover Cleveland,
President of the I'nited States, in per-
iormance of my constitutional duty, do
by this proclamation declare that Uie ex-
traordinary occasion requires tho con-
vening of both houses of Congress of tho

I States at the Capitol in the city of
Washington on tho 7th day of August
next, at 12 o'clock noon, to the end that

.pie may be relieved through legis-
lation from the present and impending
danger and distress.

All those entitled to act as members of
the Fifty-third Congress are required to
take notice of this proclamation, and at-
tend at tho time and place above stated.

Given under my hand and the seal of
ti... I nited states, at the city of Washing-
ton, on the thirtieth day of June, initio
year of our Lord, ono thousand eight
hundred and ninety-three, and of inde-
pendence of the United States one hun-
dred and seventeenth.

I rBOVEB CLEVELAND,
The determination to call an extra ses-

sion the fust week in August instead of
the lirst week in September, it is under-"
.stood, was only definitely arrived at at
his morning's Cabinet session, after giv-

ing full weight to the numerous tele-
grams received from all parts of the
country urging this course, and the con-
sideration which caused the President to

\u25a0 bange bis mind was foreshadowed in a
remark made by one of his Cabinet offi-
cers two days ago, that if the President
received reasonable assurances that there
was a likelihood of tbe prompt repeal of
iho so-called Sherman purchase law be
might Ue disposed to eaii Congress to- !
gather earlier than he had announced. It
is inferred from tho fact that tho Presi-
dent has done so that ho considers be lias
obtained tho assurances desired.

Most of the Cabinet have followed the
President's example and left the city, or
are leaving tbe city for brief vacations.
Those who remain say the President's
proclamation speaks for itself, and de-
cline to discuss the situation further.

I 111: .'AI.I. MEETS WITH tPPROVAL.
Washington, June 'ii.—There seems

every reason to believe that all specula-
•; ns as to the time of the meeting of
< ii-ress Indulged in prior to Ip. ___, to-
day wero guesses pure and simple. It
w:is almost conclusively established that

.'.ling of tlio August s.-ssion was not
even determined upon until alter mid-
day to-day, and sequently could not
have beon communicated to aii3- person
in confidence or otherwise days in ad-
vance. The plain facts appear to be the
disturbances of values arising from un-
certainties ol the situation are so alarming
thai Mr. Cleveland was at last compelled
to acknowledge the unexpected contin-
gencies necessitating an earlier meeting
of Congress which he spoke of in his
celebrated interview of Juno ".th. The
action of the British Government in
India brought matters to a crisis. Pre-
vious to that startliug event Cleveland
manifested a linn determination to ad-
jure to tho plan of calling Congress in
.-September.

When to-day he found telegrams on
iiis tal.lci not only from Eastern and Mid-
dle States, but also from the South, and
even from some of the silver states urg-
ing that Congress bo called together at
the earliest day possible, to end the un-

ity, he determined to delay no
longer, liven in taking this action, tho
President took steps, as iar as he could,

to prevent its being known before the
stock Exchange closed, so as to avoid
anj appearance of exercising undue in-1
lluence on tho stock market.

The effect of the announcement ut.ou
ihe Senators and Representatives in the
ciiy was vory marked. The proclama-
tion, its effects, and probable result in the
action of the coming Congress, was the
li ading topic of conversation in the hotel

-..-night.
I'lie action of the President, it is appar-

ent, meets with the commendation and
approval of most of the members ami

:ians now in the city, and the opin-
ion is almost general that the Sherman
Act *« ill lo repealed. This proposition is
not refuted, probably for the reason that
the free silver men, who willconduct the
tight against the repeal, have very few
members now in the city. The free sil-
ver men. however, will oppose any at-
tempt to repeal the Sherman law with all
their strength. The fact that mines iv
the West have been closed will be utilized
as a weapon with which to force any
wavering member in their ranks back to

At
first the report was not credited, for the
n ason that ever since the crisis in silver
and the money markets there had been
almost hourly rumors about an extra

n. When finally the bankers and
sto.k operators were convinced, there
wi s a decided feeling of relief, and tho
concensus of opinion was a tendency that
financial and commercial affairs would
henceforth be .in the direction of an im-
improvement.

Ex-President Harrison, when seen at
the Fifth Avenue Hotel to-night, and
asked as to his opinion on President
Cleveland's call for the August session of
Congress, said: "I am not prepared to
say X nether I think an August|session of
Congress willrestore confidence, which is
said to be demoralized. There may be
STious obstruction. I cannot tell what
niay be tho extent of Cleveland's knowl-
edge on tbo subject, but 1 know they
would not have repealed the Sherman
law for mo. I think, perhaps, altogether
too much complaint of the stringency is
loaded upon the Sherman law. There are
a great many other causes which con-
tributed to tho presont state of affairs."

General a. J. Warner, President of the
Biuietalic League, came up from Wash-
ington this afternoon, ami held a con-
ference with Senator John P. Jones of
Novada on the monetary outlook. The
announcement lhat Congress willhold
an extra session on August 7th makes it
necessary for bimetallists to come to-
gether, and after a long discussion on the
subject it was decided to call a conven-
tion of the iiimetallic League some
time prior to the date fixed for the extra
session of Congress. Itwill probably bo
about the middleof July. No place for
the convention has yet been agreed upon,
but both Chicago and St. I.ouis are
mentioned, and General Warner said to-
night he lavorod the latter.

CLEVELAND DECLINES TO TALK.
New York, Juno 30.—President Cleve-

land and party arrived here to-night. "I
have nothing to say," tho President said.
"Iissued tho proclamation calling Con-
gress together on August 7th. In that I
have given my reasons for doing so, and
that is all there is to it."

Colouel Lamont said: "Tlio President
called Congress together, and can do uo
more now. lam in favor of the repeal of
the .Sherman law, and do not favor freo
coinage as a substitute, and the President
has the same opiuiou in that matter as
myself."

Jews Bn Route to America.
Washington, June .10.—Superintend-

ent Stump of the Bureau of Immigration
of the Treasury Department to-day de-
clined to give a permit in advance for the
landing of 2,300 Jews from abroad. The
re.juest was preferred l.y S. K. Klein,
who represents a syndicate engaged in
tho colonization of 200,000 acres of land in
Utah.

Klein induced 2,300 Jews in Bessarabia
ami Rotimaiiia to agree to como to coio-
ni/e land, but the steamship lines of Gor-
many and Franco refused to transport
them unless a permit was obtained in ad-
vance from the United States Govern-
ment, owing to tho tear that they might
have to return the whole lot ut their own
cost.

The President does to Buzzard's Bay.
Washington, July 30.—T00 President

left this afternoon for Buzzard's Ray. Ho
will be absent three weeks or more, bis
stay depending upon circumstances. The
President's determination to leave the
city was only reached this morning, aud
his doparturo was so sudden that it leaves
a number of important appointments
agreed upon unsigned. It is understood
the President will transact only the most
urgent public business while at Buz-
zard's Bay.

Receipts and Expenditures.

Washington, June 30.—Figures which
will be officially proclaimed to-morrow
will Bhow in round numbers that the to-
tal receipts of the Government for the
year aggregated (885,000,000, while the ex-
penditures will foot up 8383,000,000, leav-
ing a surplus of receipts above expendi-
tures of $2,000,000.

Foreign Commissioners at the World's

Chicago, June 30.—Citizens of Chicago

wero officiallywarned to-day to keep out
of tho I'nited states Government build-
ing here, containing tbe pustollice, cus-
toms-house and Federal court rooms.
Moved thereto by the agitation in the pa-
pers as to the condition of the building,
in view of the fall of Ford's Theater at
Washington aud rumors about the inse-
curity of the structure hero, (.'ity Build-
ing Commissioner Toolen made a per-
sonal inspection of the structure, and to-
night declared it liable to collapse at any

i moment, the only protection being "hog
chitins" or iron rods which .have been
put in to strengthen the walls. Commis-
sioner Toolen says: "Iftiiis wore a pri-
vate individual's building, or bolouged
to anybody but tho United States Gov-
ernment, to which I eaunot dictate, I
would condemn tho old shell, order the
tenants to leave to save their lives, and
then tear it down."

LABOR AXD CAPITAL.
Compromise In the Iron and Shoot Steel

Disputes.
PiTTsiirnij, June ao.—Tho iron and

sheet steel disputes have been settled in
conference between the masters and men
on a basis of last year's scale, subject to a
now schedule in the event of a reduction !
in the tin-plate tarilf. The settlement |
affects 15,000 men and twenty-three nulls
in various parts of the country. The set- I
tlement is a compromise, the masters
wanting 10 per cent reduction.

The conference as to the scale in tho
other departments was resumed this
morning. At midnight tlio Scale Con-
ference Committee adjourned until to-
morrow without reaching an agreement.
In consequence all mills governed by tho
Amalgamated Association will be dosed
to-morrow, and it is estimated lhat 35,000
men will be idle in Western Pennsyl-
vania until a setllment is reached. The
committee will resume its sessions to-
morrow.

The fires iv all tlie glass factories of the
country aro drawn, to-day, for the usual
summer shut-down. The bottle plants
resume in six weeks; window-glass
willopen in September.

The Great Northern insisted upon I
abandoning second-class west-bound
fare and tourist sleeping cars from all \
transcontinental lines. The other roads j
would not consent to the abolition until
they knew what the Great Northern de-
sired as a substitute. The Great Northern
would make no definite statements, and
tho meeting adjourned till to-morrow.

Anthony J. Drexel wtts born at Phila-
delphia in 1828, and had been identified
with the banking enterprises of Drexel,
Morgan A Co. of New York, Drexel,
ilarjes A Co. of Paris, and Drexel A Co.
of this city. He was a man zealous in
promoting science and art, and especially
music. Ho made many contributions to
philanthropic and educational science.

FINANCIAL CIRCLES.

MONEY TIIE CENTER OF ATTRAC-
TION AT NEW YORK.

Situation Reported to Ro Much Eusier
—Speculators Par Ris Interest

For Money ac Chicago.

New v..Uk, June 30.—Money to-duy

was the center of attraction in linancial
circles, rather than in thestock market, as
a result of united action of some banks
represented in tho Clearing-house Com-
mittee, in taking out Clearing-house
certiiicates for their respective banks.
Tlie situation was reported to bo much
easier, in consequence of the prompt
steps taken by tho banks to avert a money
panic, and ou every band praise was
beard for the Presidents of those banks.
The banks which took certificates freely
lent tho money thus mado available with-
out decreasing the cash in tbe vaults
shown by tho debtor balances at the
Clearing-bouso this morning, which of
course paid in loan certiiicates, which
had to be taken by banks having a crednV
balance.

Tho rate for call money this afternoon
prior to 3 o'clock was 35 per cent. Many
lo;.ns, however, wore renewed until next

j Wednesday at rates varying from 20 to 25
! per cent, it is said there was not much
i commercial paper offering, and it was ar-
gued from that fact that the merchants
were in fairly good shape.

The bank officers reported demands
from tho country much lighter in
amount, but the applications were very
generally distributed. It was noticed
that only very short time paper was be-
ing received, and that was believed to in-
dicate tlie belief that the strain was about

jover. There were no extraordinary ship-
I ments of country currency by quotations
! from London, whero all American securi-
ties are higher.

Stock Exchange houses are indignant
over the methods employed by certain
bears in locking up money. They claim
that firms employed by the bear opera-
tors bid fancy rates for funds, and after
obtaining the funds havo not used them.

TRAGEDY IN ARIZONA.

A Station Agent Shot and Killed
By a Stage Driver.

THE TROUBLE OCCURRED OVER THE
COLLECTION OF A BILL.

a stage-driver, ycstorda3- shot and killed
J. W. Fry, keeper of Fry's Station, tifty-
live miles north of this city, on the Black
Canyon route. Thero are no facts as to
the killing, though a man outside ofthe
station beard the shots. Ery was shot
three times, and Cray, seeing ho was
dead, straightened out his limbs, covered
the body with a cloth and left it in charge
of two tramps. He came to Phoenix at 2
o'clock this morning and gave himself
up. lio says tho shooting was in self-
defense. He called on Fry to collect a
bill ol" |30, when the latter, with an oath,
drew a gun and tried to shoot, but tbe
weapon failed to work.

A son of Fry's was killed here in a
similar manner some years ago. Both
mon live in Ph.unix, and Cray is well
liked.

TIIE LATE SENATOR STANFORD.

Ills WiH Filed for Probate at San
Francisco.

San Francisco, June 30.—Just before
4 o'clock this afternoon C. H. Lovell, act-
ing for the la\v linn of Wilson & Wilson,
filed in this city the will of tho lute Sena-
tor Belaud Stanford. The document con-
sists of twenty-two closely typewritten
pases. The original paper is dated No-
vember 29, 1886. There are four codicils
bearing date respectively of December 3,
1888, Bocomber •'!, 1881, Hecember 28, 1882,
and January 25, 1883. By tbo terms oftho
instrument Jane Lathrop Stanford is the
executrix, having survived the testator.
The sum of $2,600,000 is bequeathed to
tho Leiand Stanford Junior University.
If Senator Stanford had survived his
wile, the university would have received
$5,000,000 outright.

The entire estate is declared to be com-
munity property.and tho widow is named
as residuary legatee and sole executrix,
without bonds. She is authorized to
choose assistant executors, who are like-
wise to serve without bonds when so
chosen. The residuary legatee is permit-
ted to disposo of property according to
her own willduring her lifoor by willat
her death, but should she fail to so pro-
vide for disposing of the estate, then it is
to be distributed equally among the law-
ful heirs ef tho testator in accordance
with the laws of descent and distribution
in force in this State.

.Mrs. Stanford petitions for the probate
of the will. Her petition states that the
value of the estate is unknown, but that
it consists of stocks, bonds and real prop-
erty in this State.

The will is a very lengthy document.
Besides the sum set apart for tho Trustees
of the Leiand Stanford Jr. University at
Palo Alto, $300,000 is be.tuoated to his
brother Thomas Milton Stanford, aud
§100,000 each to his other two brothers,
Josiah aud A. P. Stanford. His resi-
dence and furniture thereof in this city
be left to his wife, aud he set apart §100,-
--000 for the erection of a tomb for there-
mains of himself, his wife and son.
Each of his nephews and nieces, of
whom there are a number, receive $100,-
--000. His wife is mado re<idnary legatee.
The instrument was originally dated
November 28, 1886, but a number of
eodicials have been added since. Some
of tbe legatees havo died since the will
was drawn.

In that section of the willin which
$£500,000 is bequeathed to the university,
provision is made that in case Mrs. Stan-
tord should die before testator, then the
sum should bo increased to $s,ooo,ikxi. In
the bequests to his nephews and nieces
the testator includes a step-niece and also
the children of his wife's brother.

In case Mrs. Stanford should die before
testator, or in ease she should cease to act
as executrix from any cause, Ariel La-
thop, Lorenzo Sawyer, Stephen T. Cage
and I>. i). Mills are appointed executors,
and no bonds are required of tliem.

There are five codicils attached to the
will. The lirst relates to the provision of
the will which directs that in caso his
wife does not otherwise dispose of the
property it is to be distributed among his
heirs-at-law at her death. Tbe codicil
changes this provision by directing that
at bis wife's death, in case she has not
otherwise disposed of the property, it
shall go to the Trustees of the University.
In another codicil Charles F. Crocker
John W. Allyne and Russell J. Wilson
are named as additional executors in
case those already mentioned tail to act.

Another substitution of the executors
is made on account of the death of Saw-
year and Samuel M. Wilson, who were
afterward named, and also on account of
the removal of Ariel Lathrop from the
State. The persons named in their stead
are Joseph McKenna and X. T. Smith.

Another radical revokes the clause of
the will bequeathing §100,000 for a family
tomb, the tomb having been erected in
testator's lifetime.

In one clause of the will testator di-
rected that in case he should survive his
wife the university trustees might, if
they saw fit, dedicate his San Francisco
residence and grounds for the benefit of
the people of that city. In a codicil he
directs that this authority shall not ex-
tend to using the residence as a club-
house.

In another codicil the Senator gives to
the two children of Josiah Stanford the
§100,000 intended for him, as he has since
died. He also bequeathes $15,000 to his
private Secretary, 11. C. Nash, and
§100,0.J0 each to bis wile's brothers, Arial
Lathrop and Henry OL Lathrop.

RIGHT TO APPEAL.

Decision by .Indue Ross in a Chinese
Deportation Caso.

Los Anhki.e-, Juno 30.—Judge Ross,
in the United States Court to-day deliv-

ered a decision in the Wong Dip Ken case,
in which he decided that tho right to ap-
peal from a decision of a Commissioner,
Judge or Justice, deporting a Chinaman
under the Geary law, could not be de-
nied, and that this was vouchsafed to all
persons convicted uuderthe Constitution.
Judge Ross further intimated that the
imprisonment ana deportation ofa China-
man under the < .oary law, without trial
hy jury, was unconstitutional. Ti.is mat-
ter will be brought up next Tuesday.

TIIE PLAINTIFF WON".

Decision Rendered In a Famous Suit at
Santa Rosa.

Santa Rosa, June 30.—Judge Craw-
ford rendered a decision in the famous
suit of Senator J. W. Bagsdalo versus F.
G. Nagle to-day. About three years ago
Nagle, who bad been abstracting, convey-
ancing and searching records for many
years in Sonoma County, sold out his
good will and business to Bagsdalo and
11. C. Brown, the agreement stipulating
that Xaglo was not again to engage in
business as long as Bagsdalo or Brown,
or eithor of them, continued iv business.
Kagsdale and Brown paid Nagle -tT.iukj
for tho deal, and for a time employed
Naglo as searcher for them.

In April, ISM, Nagle opened an office
within a few foot of Kagsdale's office, and
advertised that ho \yis again in the busi-
ness. Bagsdalo brought suit to enforce
tho contract and to recover damages.
Nagle maintained that the contract was i

i in restraint of trade, and therefore illegal; <

! that Kagsdale A Brown had gone out of j
! business when Brown sold his interest to
another party, and that he (Nagle) was
no iouger held by the contract.

Judge Crawford ruled against Nagle
on every point. He held that Bag- tale
is entitled to have Nagle restrained by in-
junction for continuing business, and to
recover judgmont for §075 and costs of
suit.

BSan Antonio (Tex.), June 20.—.A dis-
patch was received to-.lay from Valeta
stating that Captain Jones and a detach-
ment of rangers were chasing a band of
desperate Mexican horse thieves and fol-
lowed tbein across the Rio Grande Liver
into Mexico. A fight ensued, in which
Captain Jones was killed. It is doubtful
whether the other rangers will succeed in
getting out alive. A special train carry-
ing a well-armed posse left at onco for the
seat o£ trouble, determined to rescue tho
rangers und secure the body of Captain
Jones. They will cross into Mexico if
necessary, and a bloody encounter i.-> im-
minent.

THE VICTORIA DISASTER.
Survivors of tho 111-Faled Vessel Ar-

rive ut Malta.
Malta, June 30.—Tho British cruisers

Kdgar unci Phaeton of the Mediterranean
squadron, have arrived with the sur-
vivors of tho battleship Victoria, sunk in
collision with thu Camperdown, oil
Tripoli, Syria. Great crowds (fathered
along the water front and hundreds went
out in boats to meet them. The survivors
were greeted with cheers us the vessels
passed to anchorage.

London, Jane ao.—A fund is being
collected by tbe Lord Mayor of London
for the benefit of the families of those
who lost their lives in the Victoria disas-
ter and now amounts to £21,000.

AI.I,ADMIRAL TKTON'S l'An.T.
London, June 30.—Tho Times' corre-

spondent at Malta says that in spite of
the interdict placed upon the mouths of
the survivors, he learns that Vice-Ad-
miral Tryon admitted lhat the re-
cent accident was all his fault. It
is asserted that Staff Commander
Smith of tbe Victoriaremarked to Vice-
Admiral Tryon. ''There is no room for
the ships to torn in," but Tryon re]
"Let her go." Then it became a ques-
tion which would strike tho other.

A special dispatch received at Plymouth
from Malta confirms the above cause of
the disaster. Itis clear beyond contro-
versy that had the orders signaled from
the Victoria been executed every pair of
ships would come into collision. Tho
other vessels, however, ol .served what
would happen iv time to prevent a dis-
aster to tho whole squadron.

Lon;: Distance Bicycle Race.
Vienna, June 39.—Tlie long distance

bicycle race from Florisdorf to llorlin
ended to-day. Joseph Fischer ofMunich
arrived at 10:07 o'clock this afternoon,
and was thus thirty-six boara and fifty-
seven minutes on the road. The distance
traveled was 370 miles, making the
average pace traveled twelve miles an
hour. Sorgo of Dresden was second, and
G. Gergar of Gratz third.

Export of Fodder Prohibited,
Berlin, Juno :!o.—The Federal Coun-

cil has docided to prohibit the export of
fodder. Tho step is intended to prevent
the execution of largo orders for hay Irom
France. Liberal newspapers criticise the
measure as a sop to the agrarian interest,
and blame the Government for not at tho
same time suspending the import dutis
on fodder and core als.

Copper Compact.
