In the Board of Supervisors yesterday
the resolution In regard to the Devlin
claim for commissions on collecting !
112,000 for the county, which was laid i
over the day before, came up for action.

Supervisor Curtis thought the best way
to settle tho matter would be lor Mr.
Devlin to withdraw his claim in its pres-
ent form, refund the money and put in a i
new one, and trust to the generosity ot |
the board to give him a reasonable com- !

pinsation for his services. Vie had a |
Very high opinion of Mr. Devlin, both as I
a man and lor his legal ability, and was \u25a0

sorry he had pat in a bill of such magni- j
tudc. He was a young man with a bright j
future before him, and lie should regret

exceedingly that an incident like this
should mar his career or throw a cloud
over it. He thought the way ho sug-
gesua would be tiie bost.

Supervisor Todd said that many citizens
hud talked with him on tho subject and
they all oeeniod satisiied with the action
oi the board and thought it had done
well.

Chairman Morrison said he had talked
with ruany on the subject, and all but one
ten satisfied with the action ol the board.
They thought tho county had received
*y,WJO that it would not havo received but
for Mr. J>evliu's action, and considered
the brtani had dono well in employing
and paying him.

supervisor Miller said that when the
uialtor lirst came up he thought lh;it the
compensation was all right, as based on
the computation of what the county
would get. If, however, as Air. Kyau
utiid, other counties paid IZi per cent.,
wa ought to havo the work done lor the
uumfl; ifthey pay 25 per cent., we ought
to pay as much as any of tho rest.

JENKINS EXPLAINS.
•Supervisor Jenkins stated that when

the matter came up there were three of
the old board present. It was a .Stato
matter and he was not well postod on it.
11 f> only understood it through Mr. Dev-
lin's explanations. It was stated that
there was a vague chance of getting the
money. Me had a talk at the time with a
prominent lawyer, who told him that he
could not see that the county had any
show to collect It. Another one whom
ho met and tallied with said there was
nothing In it. There was about the same
time a proposition before tho board to
collect some money from the State which
was due the County Hospital fund, aud
which had been running ror a number of j
years. A young lawyer of this city had !
offered to Collect it for 10 per cent. There |
\u25a0was some competition In the matter, and
a mau orfere.d to £o it for D per cent. The
youujf lawyer next day proposed to do
tho work for the $4me arnouiu. and, as be
\u25a0has a fWcieut of the city, they gave tho
woHk to him, and he collated £19,000 mid
turned U into the fund. That work was
piajn sailing, 4s the llguies wore easily
cottTpiJed from the books of the Howard
Association.

In the case ofDevlin's proposition there
was a vatJUl? chance; it was doubtful il he
coujd got the money. The Supervisors
were anitou's to cet all they could and
signed £ contract for 50 percent.. Bual- |
ness detyihed him in the city over nigiit, ]
and he a"nd Supervisor MilleVspoke with i
Kyau and Johnson about it. They said j
the Claim would amount to §40,<JU0 and
that all the Auditor had to do was to file \u25a0

his claim and get it.
Mr. Devlin did not seem anxious about I

the matter and he (Jenkins) told them ho
thought ho would fcivo up tho contract. 1
Ho got Mr. Dovlin and he said he did not
<»re and would rescind the contract. It
was not a board meeting, as the board
had adjourned.

This resolution calls for a receipt from
Mr. Devlin and a ratification of the
board's action. Tho people in hisdis- I
triot generally feel that ifDevlin had notcollected the claim, the county would
havo been out $!i,<Xio. The business men
at the other end of tho country thought
Devlin had saved that much to tho
county.

why ask a BecxiPT?
Supervisor Curtis asked what the ne-

cessity of tho receipt was. He thought j
there was none. The claim bad been al-
lowed, and paid, and any other action
would not make the fact any stronger.

Supervisor Todd moved the adoption of
the resolution, and it was adopted, all
voting aye except Mr. Curtis, who de-
ciineu to vote.

tion Distri<rt Attorney Kyan appeared
aud asked if any aetio'n had boon taken
on It, aud was informed it had been
adopted.

soctian 187 states that the District At-
torney is the legal adviser of the boardand must attend their meetings when re-quired, and must attend and oppose all
claims and accounts against the countywhon he deems them unjust and illegal"
He wanted to state that this section madoIt his duty to oppose Mr. Devlin's bill as
he considered it illegal and irregular !
and that wa* his reason for opposing it 'He also read Section 412 of the same Actspecifying that all claims must be tiled
one day before tho session on which they Iare passed. The law. he considered, I
moant by session the monthly sitting and '
not daily adjourned sessions, and bills j
should be presented at least one day be-
lore tho board convened in monthly ses-
sion.

Section 61 of the Act states that all
claims presented by the members of theBoard ofSupervisors for mileage and du-
tl \u25a0 performed by them must be itemized,
submitted to the District Attorney for his
approval, ana he must indorse thereon
his opinion of their legality.

He stated that this section had not been
complied with in several instances and
should be adhered to. He instanced a'bill presented by a member of the board
!or meals furnished to a jury, which hadnever been submitted to him for indorse-
ment.

MORRISON ASKS A QUESTION".
The Chairman asked him if, in the

ease of a I'illfor goods ordered by somo
one else, and not by himself, and pre-
sented t>y a member as a private individ-
ual, itwas necessary to submit it to the
District Attorney for his indorsement.

Mr. Ryan thought it was, and should
Vie done.

The Chairman said he thought differ-
ently aud was willing to take his chance*
in the matter without having it indorsed. ;

RKTIKXS THE lOMI'MMKNT.
The Chairman then calied the attention i

of Mr. Ryan to rhe provision of the code
which states that the District Attorney
must be present on the first Monday in \u25a0

the month to see the money in the
County Treasury counted. Ho never, he
said, remembered seeiug Mr. Hyan there.
and wished him to hereafter be present

and tor that reason called his attention

Mr. Kyan stated that bo was very fre- '
quentlybusy in court in some case at tho j
time the money was being counted, and
as that was also a part of his duty, it ha i
to be attended to and he could not be in j
two places at once.

The Chairman stated that the court ;

convened at 10 a. m.. and he would be on
hand to count the money at << o'clock, so !
that Mr. Kyau could be there.

The District Attorney said that all that ;
was necessary was for the Chairman to
notify him md he would be on hand at
tho proper time.

LAYSON COMES VS.
Mr. Ryan stated that the Assistant At-

torney-General, seeing that the papers
had stated that Mr. Devlin got the money
ou the strength of his brief, had informed

him to-day that no brief had been filed
in the Attorney-General's ol'tiee, and that
the advice given to the Controller wasupon questions asked and statements
made from his office, lie had never
s>en Mr. Devlin's brief aud knew noth-
ing of it.

ihe chairman asked the District At-
torney If it was not the Auditor's duty
not to draw warrants on claims if Illegal,
and he answered, yes, if ho knew them

! to bo so.
Mr. Ryan then asked the board to take

some action on the deputies' claims, bo as
,to settle the matter definitely. Ho either
wanted them allowed or denied.

The board did neither, but proceeded to
convene as a Board of Equalization.
