
SIDE ENTRANCE CRUSADE.

The Christian Temperance Ladies Be-
fore the Trustees.

The Saloon Screen and tho Corner

Grocery Assailed, Too—Woods

Gets In Too Late.

Thero was a large delegation of ladies
from tiie Women's Christian Temperance
I. nion in the meeting-room of tho City
Trustee-, when Mayor Steinman called
the board to order yesterday morning.

They were there in the interest of the
suppression of the "ladies' entrance" to
saloons, and all oftbem were loaded with
speeches. Mrs. Barrett was the first to

\u25a0ddress the board. She said the committee
was working In the interest not only of
the present generation, but for genera-
tions to come. She said there wore too
many places where people could drink
liquor unobserved anil cultivate an appe-
tite for it. They did not hope to regulate
the drinking of men just now, but wero
endeavoring to save their daughters. She
hoped the board would look at the matter
seriously and do something toward
i-tamping out the evil.

Mrs. Carley, the next speaker, was very
earnest in her remarks. The Trustees
had a duty to perform in tins case, sbe
\u25a0aid, and she demanded that they do it.
Hhe told the board about a wealthy Oak-
land lady wbo bail appealed to thoir soei-
ets to assist her in saving her daughter
who had fallen a victim to the aide en-
trance. Tins is only ouo of many cases,
«he said, which had como under tlio
union's notice. Sho said also that
the backroom to tho corner grocery
was even a greater evil than tho
saloon side entrance, and should
not bo overlooked by the Trustees. She
called attention to the fact that in San
Francisco, Oakland and San Jose tiie
"ladies' entrance" evil was being dis-
cussed but as yet nothing had been done,
ami sho hoped that Sacramento would
lake the initiative step in the crusade.
she also relerred to the screens which
stand just insido barroom doors and hide
lbo»e within. These screens were ior no
olherpurpose thau to conceal crime, siio
declared. Iteverliug to the side entrance,
the lady said sho had been informed that
in ono evening eighty collides entered
one sido entrance to a drmking-piace.
"Shame, gentlemen, shame!" she said
dramatically. "Ood will act ifyou falter.
When Moses returned from tho mount-
ain ho lound the children Of Israel wor-
shiping tho goldou calf. So it is to-day.
The golden calf is but tbe liquor traflic.''

The board had considerable busiuoss
to attend to, and could bear no moro
speeches. 'I'he ladies were assured,though,
that the matter would be considered.
Later in the meeting thero was another
outburst on the side entrance subject. An
elderly citizen named Woods, who fre-
quently addresses the Trustees on ques-
tions ofthe hour, didn't get a chance to
talk when the ladies did, but lie did not
propose to bo shut out from making his
speech. He wanted all of the littlo sa-
loons simi up, and only tho "big, fino
ones'' to live. "There aro lots of first-
class saloons," he said, addressing the
Mayor, "which Iam certain do uo harm.
Now, for instance, the saloon at tho depot.
That is one which ""Hold on, now," interrupted tho
Mayor, who is the proprietor ofthe place
relerred to, "Ithink you aro giving mo
a little tally."

Mr. Woods said he was serious, and
alter talking lor awhile longer took his
departure, feeling much better.

. ugge.-lcd that the side-entrance matter
bo left to tbe Mayor. The latter said if
that wore done ho would close them up.

-Mr. Oreen said he would stand in with
the Mayor. Mr. Conklin, however,
thought the board should not act hastily.

A Tribute, to Her Memory, by One j

She leaves one son, Walter 11. Rogers,
of '-'acniiia. Wash., and one daughter,
Mrs G. __.

Sho
had resided for years with her sister, Mrs.
AY. 1". liicks, and tho tender relation ei-
isttng between these two sisters —the last
ofa family of I.ichildren—was singularly
tender and beautiful. They wero engaged
in business together at 111 IJ street, where
they resided, and on last Wednesday, the
J.th, Mrs. Rogers went about her busi-
ness as usual during the forenoon, al-
though sho complained of a pain in her
chest.

PEFFER'S PEREGRINATIONS.

Searching for Information Regarding
Agriculture.

Tito Kansas Senator Finds Much to In-
terest llim Here, on Which

He Will l.cport.

United States Senator Pefl'er of Kansas
was called upon at the Capital Hotel yes-
terday by quite a number of citizens, in-
cluding several prominont members of
the People's party, and a number of
pleasant interviews were enjoyed.

Senator I'offer informed his callers that
ho was an early-day Californian himself,
having come hore in 1850. Ho had noted
great changes since that time, a large city
ha\ ing grown up here, where only a few
tents and cabins then stood. The only
thing that looked familiar to him was the
Sierra Nevada, with their eternal caps of
snow.

He is a member of tho Senato Commit-
tee ou Agriculture, and has come to this
coast, he said, to study up the subject
and to prepare a report for tue next ses-
sion. Senator George of Mississippi,
who is also a member of the committee,
has taken charge of the work in the
South, while Senator Petl'er is studying
the dillerent phases of the subject in the
North and West. He had been west as
far as Nebraska and Minnesota and vis-
ited all the States north of the Ohio and as
far cast as New York.

On his way here the Senator said he
stopped for a time in I'tali to study the
method of applying irrigation to the soil
and to look at the beet sugar iields and
the plant at Lehigh for making beet
sugar.

He visited the various oilicos at tho
State Capitoi yesterday, and stated that in
all his travel aud research on the subject
he had found ivnostatesoadmirabieand
easily understood a compilation of agri-
cultural information and statistics as here.
He complimented the officials upon tho
desirable system in use by them.

lie also visited Secretary Smith, of the
Suite Agricultural Society, and had along
talk with him upon the practical opera-
tion of agriculture, viewed from the

'. standpoint of the farmer.
His object hore is to study the methods

of farming, especially of wlieat-growing,
and to sco how far wo have progressed in
tho use of machinery for prepariug the
laud and harvesting tho crop. Ho will
also observe the sugar beet lieids and the
manner of manufacturing beet sugar as
conducted here.

After his investigations here are con-
cluded the Senator will visit Oregon and
Washington. He will then return Kast
by the Northern route, visiting Montana
aud Idaho, and will go thence to iiakota
to visit the largest wheat lieids in the
world, and study the methods employed
there in raising wheat on a gigantic scale.

A Midnight Torch Applied to the
HicksviUe Hotel.

Second Attempt Within Two Days— An

Indian Under Arrest on

Suspicion.

Tn the Record-Union" yesterday waa
given an account of an attempt, to burn
Mrs. Johnson's HicksviUe Hotel on Fri-
day night last. The lire was discovered
and extinguished before any damage was
done.

Oa Sunday night, however, the fire
fiend made another and more successful
attempt. This lime the hotel was com-
pletely destroyed, the inmates having
barely time to escape from the burning
building. None of the furniture was
saved. Tho loss will be about ?_,(. X), with
a light insurance.

This makes the fourth time within a
few years that HicksviUe property has
been burned by mysterious incendiaries.

them. Indeed, Mrs. Valensin has herself
been twice made a victim of the incendi-
ary's torch.

Au Indian is already under arrest on
suspicion of having applied the torch on
Sunday night. He bad been seen hang-
ing about tbo place during the evening,
and yesterday was found near the sceno
and arrested.

Asa matter of fact, the residents of Arno
are as indignant as are those of Hicks-
viUe over tbo outrages that have been
committed in that neighborhood, as will
be seen by tbe following letter received
from Arno yesterday:

THE OUTRAGES DENOUNCED.
Eds. Reco__#Union : There was a

futilo attempt to burn tho HicksviUe
Hotel on Friday night at 11__3 o'clock. A
second, and unfortunately successful,
oifort was made on Sunday at midnight.
The building and its contents were com-
pletely destroyed, but by a singular
providence there was no loss of life nor
bodily injury.

In the spring of 1886 tlio Arno Tavern,
at HicksviUe, tho property of Mrs. A.
M. Valensin, was burnt to tho ground.
The following winterof 1887 -Mrs. John-
son's hotel, on tbe opposite side of the
road, was destroyed by lire. At tho
commencement of 1881 a house and a.
barn containing some thirty tons of hay
belonging to Mrs. Valensin were re-
duced to ashes. Mrs. .Johnson's nOw
hotel, erected on the sido ol tho old one,
was completely burned in the summer of
1892.

And now, like destruc; ion has come to
tho hotel of Mrs. Johnson, opened but
ten months ago. An Indian. Gordon
Raphael by name, has been arrested on
suspicion.

This is a sorry record of arson and in-
cendiarism for a district with only a lew
score of resident families. The time has
come to put an end to such iniquity. The
very fact tbat ttrese tires have all occurred
about tin' same hour ol night, aud by
means of coal oil, point to the same evil-
doers. They should be ferreted out.

Heretofore tho ollicers have rendered
no assistance to make such discovery.

Tho Board of Supervisors, sitting as

tho County Board of Equalization, took
final action yesterday afternoon on a
number of petitions for assessment re-
duction.

$5,400 to 54,7..ti; John llaub, personal
property, from $1,100 to $825; Mrs. Mary
A. Downer, 22_ acres iv Swamp Laud
Survey lt>_, $2,250 to $2,000.

These petitions for reductions were de-
nied: P. J. Van Loben Sels, J. 17 Camp
and others, land in the Pierson district;
\\. K. Lindsay, 400 acres in Sheldon
grant; M. Khoads, city property; J.
Ilories, city property; Folsom Water
Power Company, on the Folsom dam;
Mrs. Mary Kenna, 2,B3oacres in town-ships 5 and 0; F. W. and Laura Keoma,
876 acres, aud Robert Chiisteisen, 44S
acres.

After the above action had been taken
the petition of P. J. Van Loben Sels was,
on motion of tho Chairman, reconsidered,
in order that Assessor Irvine might make
some remarks. That ollicial then de-
fended his assessment of _>__• per acre. He
declared tbat it would be a great injustice
to other farmers if a reduction were al-
lowed in this case. The land in the
Pierson district, he said, was the richestin the county, and produced crops worth
.100 per acre yearly at the lowest calcula-
tion. Land on the plains which does not
produce #15 per acre is assessed at $25 per
aero. Discrimination should not be male
in favor ofthe down-tho-river farmers as
against tho plains farmers.

FLOORED WITH A CHAIR.
Undertaker Knvunantrh Arrested for

Quite a sensation was caused on J

street, between Fifth and Sixth, about 1
o'clock yesterday afternoon, by the wife
of undertaker W. J. Kavanaugh rushing
out into the street screaming and with
blood running from a wound on the top
of her head.

Justice Henry, City Attorney Post and
others who were near by ran to the
woman's assistance and took her back
into the offioe, and a pliysieiaii was sent
for. It was at iirst thought that Mrs.
Kavanaugh had been .shot, but sbe said
no—that her husband had beaten her with
a chair.

Kavanaugh's office, where tho assault
took place, was covered with blood. It
was tound that the woman had a bad cut
on her head, but the physician who
dressed the wound said it was not dan-
gerous.

Kavanaugh was found in the rear ofhis
place of business carrying a baby and a
jag. He gave as a reason for the assault
on ids wne that she had thrown tho babe
ou the Iloor.

Justice Henry took the child from him,
placed him under arrest, and took him to
the County Jail, but Sherilf O'Neil sent
him to the City Jail. On the wav there
Kavanaugh got a knife out of his pocket,
but before he could open it the weapon
was taken from him.

Trouble between Kavanaugh and his
wife is uo new thing, and others have had
lo interfere to save the woman from his
fury when under the influence of liquor.
