was founded by Enos Stutsman. Stuts-
man was a man as
eccentricities as he was for his physical
deformity. He emigrated to Dakota from
the huckleberry districts of Connecticut
and located in the Upper Red River Val-

ley, while he filed and proved upon 320 |
acres of land, which was the ground on

which Pembina now stands.

Stutsman had the head
giant, but his legs were hardly more than
a toot long, and he was unable
without the aid of two short
fui crutches. He was a shrewd, calculat-
ing fellow, and soon became a recog-
nized leader among the handful of emi-
grants who had takén up their place in
his neighborhood. As a political diplo-

| mat he never had an equal in the Terri-

tory. For four consecutive sessions he
was Chairman of the Council in the upper
branch of tue Territory Legislature, and
the old war-horses who weathered the
political battles in the early days in the
Territory, when the old story-and-a-half
shanty in Yankton that did humble duty
as a Capitol building rang as often with
the report of a revolver as with the voice
of a lawmaker, to-day testify to ‘the abil-
ity of Stutsman as a parliamentarian.
Stutsman died in 1830. He was buried in
the lonely cemetery on the hillside half a
mile north of Pembina. The only monu-
ment to his memory is the county of
Stutsman.

Stutsman was one of the most famous
draw-poker players in the Territory. tle
numbered among his close friends a pio-
neer named Judd La Moure, who owned
a line of stage coaches running between
Grand Forks and Pembina.

Records Prove That They
Mexico 1,500 Years Ago.

that early date. Further, at the end of
the fifth century the Chinese discovered a
country lying a great distance to the
southeast of Alaska, which there seems to
be a good reason for placing in Mexico or
Central America.

The evidence for this discovery is based
on the report of a Buddhist priest named
Hoei Shin, which “was ordered on the
ofiicial annals of the empire. Hoei Shin
had returned to China from a long jour-
ney to the East in a. p. 499, and he states
that he had visited a country which he
had named Fusang, after a Chinese plant
which resembled one that grew in the
newly-discovered land and which the in-
habitants made use of for various pur-
poses. He adds various particulars about
the country and says he had been pre-
ceded by five mendicant Buddhist monks
from some Asiatic Kingdom, who had in
troduced the religion of Buddha into Fua
Sang in 458 A, D,

An Embassy from this distant land is
recorded on one occasion, but there
no record of any subsequent visit of the
Cainese to it. The evidence consequently
rests on the veracity of Hoei Shin. At-
tempts have been made to throw doubt
on the statements. It remains to be con-
sidered, therefore, whether the particu-
lars mentioned accord with what we
know of these countries before their occu-
pation by Europeans. It was certainly
not with
Shin came in contact; not even with
Toltecs, those somewhat mysterious and
appareutly more highly civilized prede-
cessors of the Aztecs. The journey was
made in the dim pre-Toitec period, ot
which only the faintest outlines survive.
