Tno witness was Alexander
Starkey, the principal witness for tho
prosecution. Starkey is a stout, good-
looking switchman, light complexioned,
thin hair and light mustache. He is a
clever witness, as his answers areprompt, .
and he guards against contradicting him- !
self.

'1 iin witness said ho was well ac- j
quaiuted with Jefferis, havin;; known
bim intimately lor four years. He bad
charge of thi I switch-engine in the
li'cai railroad yards.

The third
i mu \u25a0 he went out he returned, reporting
tbat a young woman from Elk Grove was
in tho station with Miss Ayers.

Starkey admitted that ho was intoxi-

cated on the night that he, O'Heme and
Jelleris went out to Brighton in a buggy.
o'lierne was intoxicated, too. He did
not think either of them were so drunk
but thai they knew what they were do-
ing. The witness was not positive wherebe and O'Herne mot Jelleris. but he
thought it was on 1 street somewhore.
He did not remember whether or not
Jelleris asked them where they were go-
ing. Neither did ho remember telling
anybody that he got tho buggy for tbe
purpose of taking a woman out riding.

Tho attorney asked the witness a long
list of questions about their conversation
in the Crystal Palace, and endeavored
to trip bim up on various statements.

! Tlio examination took up considerable
time, but developed nothing of interest.The attorney iheu took another tack and
asked Starkey what Jelleris had
told him about the picture -Miss Ayers
had at the station. Starkey replied that
the defendant said the picture was of
himself, ami also said that she had somo
letters and papers belonging to him. The
night witness, O'Herne and Jelleris went
nut to Brighton it was for the purpose of
getting this picture aud the letters. The
picture was a crayon which had been en-

I larged from a photograph. After Jefferis
emerged from tho station he told the wit-

i ness and (. Heine thai Miss Ayers would
not givo the picture and papers up. Be
afterward told tbo witness that MissAyers declared siie would not give up
the papers unless Jelleris look her along
with them.

Starkey remembered being shown a
I letter by Jefferis, winch tho latter -aid

was written by -Miss Ayers. Tho wit-
ness judged from the letter that Jelleris

, and the lady had it tixed up to elope, and
! tho letter was in reference to tbe details
loi the elopement. Jefferis tore the letter

up and said. "Ifshe thinks 1 am going to
run away with her she is a fool."

WANTED A KARRI-AGE CONTRACT.
The witness remembered a conversa-

tion with Jelleris, during which the lat-
ter said Miss Ayers had sent bim two
blank sueets of railroad paper, and re-
quested him to write out a marriage con-
tract and duplicate upon them. Witness
did not remember whel er or not Jetleris
said she wanted him to date the contract
back beiore his marriage with Nellie
Eby.

Jefferis said to Starkey upon another
o.vasiou that be was contemplating send-
ing an officer with a search warrant afterthe letters and pi. -ture which Miss Ayers
had in her j i --.cs.-ion.

starkey denied that ho and O'Hernehad decided to go im,, the burglar; busi-
ness. Hosaid he did not know it would
be i crime for him to go iuto another per-
son's house in the absence ofthe person,
in tho company ol a friend, and takemoney or anything belonging to thai
friend.

"Is it uot a fact," asked Mr. Hart, "that
you and O'Herne were going into thai
kind of business, and that you procured
tbe mask, which has been exhibited here,
for that purpose?"

Starkey laughed. "No; that's not a

said Jefferis had told bim he had ask d

nights he knew she was coming into
town. I'lie witness had often given
Jelleris th.' key to his room so he could
avoid the station agent. ___;»

siarkey admitted thai be and O'Heme
nad had several talks since sabpenaed
as witnesses. 1hey talked about the case.

Being asked why ho went into the Dis-
triot Attorney's office during recess, the
witness said it was to see O'Herne and
get a chew of tobacco from him. He did
not think it made him appear an enemy
oil Jelleris to go into the District Attor-

j noy's otlice. He had nothing against
Jefferis and still was nut very friendly

! with him since the latter's arrest. If
j innocent he hoped Jetleris would be ac-
| quitted, but if guilty he thought ho
' should be punished.

Regarding the mask, pistol and linen
duster, Starkey said he gave them tv the

1 authorities voluntarily. Ho denied that
he did ii because ho was afraid of
prosecuted.

Hart wanted to know why the witness,
i if he was trie friend of Jefferis, had not
\u25a0 tuid the defendant ur his attorney that ho, had tho mask and pistol.

Starkey was still on the stand when the

court adjourned over uutil to-day.
