The activity of France in Slam is the
activity of conquest. She claims that the
Miatnese invaded Anamese territory—not
as a nation, hut some bands ot marauders
vent over the line and killed some
Frenchmen. Then a ship, the Sa\-, wa*

k i/.ed by the Siamese and used as an
obstruction In the mouth ofa river. Next I
the French attempted to ascend the i

Menain Kiverand a conflict with Siamese '
foliaresulted—due undoubtedly to a mis-
understanding. Thereupon France de-
manded indemuity for the killing of thp

threeor four men on the Auamese border, j
lor destruction of the ship Say ami
)V>r the insult to the lias; in the conllict
\u25a0with tne forts.

Siam attempted to explain, all the timo
promising to pay the indemnity, but
France trumped up a new claim, to wit,
that the boundary between Anani and
Siam should come down to the Mekong
Kiver and not slop at the mountain crests.
The Siamese replied that this was not the
call of the treaty. But the French,
anxious for conquest, would hoar no
more, ordered her representatives in
!>iam's capital to withdraw and gave
notice of intention of v ar.

Thereupon Siam granted the claim of i

Franoe to territory along the Mekong to
the eighteenth parallel of latitude, upon
which Franco insisted on the concession
being extended to the liurmah boundary,
thus giviug her all the land between the
lower bank of the river and the mount-
ains separating Anam from Siam. This
outrageous claim Siam denies, and now
there is to be war.

IfFrance is sincere in her claims and
honest and just in their preference, she
Oan compel arbitration. Indeed, she
\u25a0would be anxious to submit them upon
their merits. But, if she preferred force,
she could compel Siam to make repara-
tion. That is not what she desires. She
wants to couquer the debatable territory,
to give herself title to it by right of con-
quest; to add a little more to the crimson
of the tricolor; to gain ringing renown as
a fighting nation, that her patriotic sons

may have enough to think of without
<\u25a0• ntemplating the outrages of the anarch-
ists and radical socialists at home. She
wints to acquire greater territory in the
Malay peninsula region, to thrust her
elbows into the ribs of England, which
squatted just as unrighteously in Bur-
mah not ten years ago.

She is out for conquest, and, having a
weak victim at hand, she can proceed to
crunch his bones at leisure, test some of
her new cruisers and give her middies
something to do besides rubbing up their
patent-leathers and reading sweethearts'
letters.

France is a republic, but she is actuated
by the traditions of monarchist!!. She
announces the right of men to govern
themselves, but excepts Siam and any
other lot "of mortals whose possessions
she covets. There is not a claim France
prefers against Siam that, if it were trje

case of the United States and Nicaragua
or Honduras, for which we would be

ashamed to go to war, and would settle
without cost of blood and treasure and
still retain our dignity and sustain our
prestiuc

The policy of the Republic of America

is not one of conquest and foreign acqui-

sition; the policy of the Republic of

France is one of the conquest ofeveiy
inch of God's footstool she can steal: as

witness her grasp of many island groups.

her Beizure of Anam and the setting up

of a puppet King to do her service; her

assault upon Madagascar: her unsuce
ful attempt on the Bad Sea: her grip

upon rich sections of Africa; her acqui-

sition of Cambodia; her effort to wrest

fertile bottom lands from China. No, put

it as we may, the French ueeU Migo to

war witli Siam to get all the satisfaction
that is their due. They do go to war be-
cause they wish to steal in a manner cov-
ered by the short ganneut of national
prestige.

excellent fruits, the crops were not up to
average all through, and now are almost
gone. We are informed that few ifany
examples were kept lit for exhibition.
•So, as to these fruits, the Midwinter
I- air will have to fall back upon such
specimens In jars as were prepared for
the Chicago fair, and half of that lot was
broken and lost en route. Now the
season is rapidly passing, and no steps
aro taken to save exhibit samples for the
fair. Producers are short of money; they
will sell all they can, and make no outlay
to jar samples unless some steps are
taken at once to induce them to do so.
Une oi the chief values of the fair to Cali-
fornia is tho advantage it willgive her to
show her products to Eastern and
European visitors. If we are to make
such a showing, something must be
done at once to save some of the most
representative types of produce of this
season for the exhibition that is to open
next January.

The United States needs to send a

ship-of-war to Nicaragua to teach the
revolutionists manners. These fellows
opened tiro on Managua without notice,
and gave no opportunity for non-com-
batants and foreign residents to retire
from the city. The act was an outrage, a
barbarous proceeding, and its perpetrat-
ors ought to be strung up at the yard-
arm. Headed by American Minister
Jiauer, tho foreign represeutatives have
entered an iudignant protest against the
outrageous violation of the lawa of war
and of the international code. This
should be followed by the dispatch of a

cruiser to the spot, with orders to teach
the revolutionists decency, if need be by
the use of powder and ball.

Who willdeny that the following state-
ment from the lowa fHatt Begistt r is

sound: "The silver miners have just the
same right to go to war that the corn pro-
ducers have when the prices of corn go
down—none at all. All the bluster which
comes from a few men in Denver will
have no etlect. If Colorado wants to re-

pudiate its debts, that State will not re-
cover from the etlects for fifty years to

come. The tiovernment is under no
more obligation to buy all of Colorado's
silver at ¥1 an ounce than it is under ob-
ligation to buy all oflowa's corn at $1 a
bushel."

Mr. John P. Irish, in his silver de-
bate with Senator Stewart at Ogdeu,
uttered a truth that the silverites refuse
to recognize when he said that "Natural
laws govern the value and guide the cir-
culation of a currency, which are as
much beyond artiticial control and the
reach of statutes as the natural laws
which govern the sunshine and the
storm. An Act of Congress may obstruct
the laws of nature, but in the end they
exact a penalty."

It now turns out that Governor Alt-

geld of Illinois prior to election gave an
emphatic pledge not to pardon the anarch-
ists. Because he was suspected of anarch-
istic leanings the pledge was exacted
from him by leading members of the
Democratic party. Had he not given the
pledee he could not have been elected.

In the scheme of anarchical
ethics probably all things are pardonable
to attain the ends of the party of blood
and disorder.
