It was the one hundred and fifth meet- i
ing, said the reverend speaker, and was |
ield in the New York Avenue Presby-

erian Church, Washington, D, C,, a place |

of fragrant memory, for just down betore |
the pulpit only a little way, along the
middie aisle, was one black walnut pew.
I'bat was the only walnut pew in the
chureh, all the others being ot oak, and
that was the pew where our martyred
President Abraham Lincoln sat.

It is not a large church, nor a fine one,
indeed, it was too small tor the occ;}.sion,
but probably alimost any church in the
city would bave been too small,

However, its pastor, Dr. Bartlett, and
those associated with him had made every
provision for the comfort and pleasure of
the assembly.

In the basement the United States pro-
vided a postofiice, so that every delegate
could have his box and get his mail many
times a day, or purchase stamps, cards,_
or, in ghort, to have all the advantages of
the ordinary postotlice. Many of the
beautiful homes of Washington were |
thrown open for the entertainment of
Commissioners, and even those at the
hotels found a large part of their expenses
paid for them.

There seemed to be nothing left undone
that all might be most comfortable and
Lappy. Even the President and his most |
adinirable wife sacrificed themselves, that |

2,500 people might have the exquisite |
pleasure of shaking their hands and of |
wandering about those delightful rooms
in the White House.

When the hour arrived for the General |
Assembly to convene every available seat |
in the church was taken. The body of |
the church was reserved for delegates. |
The plainest delegate, from obscurest
quarter, even if his skin was copper-
colored or black, had his place sacredly
reserved for him.

I will simply say that the glory of the
Christian Church he found manifested (1)
in the person of its Founder,(2) in the char-
ter and constitution upon which it was
founded, and (3) in its conquests and its |
destiny,

The election of Rev. Willis G. Craig as
Moderator was by a most decided major-
ity, he receiving 324 votes out of 522,

Dr. Craig made a very successful and
interesting Moderator. He is exceed-
ingly quick, quite witty, of very rapid
uiterance and a master in parliamentary
usage. While he was a decided partisan,
the fairness of his decisions was con-
ceded by those most opposite to him.
Under all circumstances, even at the
niost exeiting moments, he held the reins
with the skill of a master, and several
times seemed to prevent a storm of pas-
sion by his ready wit.

The manner in which he held men to
their time and the way in which he some-
times saved us from the would-be speech-
makers was very reireshing.

ne speaker started 1n to tell a story to
illustrate the point he wished to make.
He depicted a surgical operation, and
Just as he got to the point of putting the
chloroform to the patient’s nose the
Moderator cut him oft with a bang of the
gavel. To say the assembly found relief
in laughter is putting it very mildly.

Another speaker who was really very
anxious Lo make a speech, and yet started |
by saying that he did not know as he had
much to say, was cut oft’ at this point by
the Moderator’s interjecting, *‘Let those
who have nothing to say please say notb-
ing; the clerk will call the next name,”
and the man found himselt shut off.

But such pleasantries only made little
places for breath and rest. The titteen
days were spent in very earnest work,
and in very serious business, taken as a
whole.

The Presbyterian Chureh is engaged in
a great work all across and up and down
this vast country of ours. But vast as
our country is, its bounds do not contine
the work of our church.

Her work of faith and labor of love is
carried on in many parts of the Old
World—in Japan, China and Corea, in
Nyria, Persia and India, in Africa, Siam |
and Laos, and in many of the islands of |
the sea, .

The General Assembly puts its hand on |
all this work, examines what has been |
done during the year just gone by, faces
the needs and plans to meet them.

Awmid the outery against toreign mis-
sions from not oniy without the church
but from within it, the Presbyterian
Church bas gona on in company with the
other great Christian bodies seeking to be
true to the Savior’'s great commission.
And as we hear the reports from all parts
ef the world; as Shantung reports an
ingathering of nearly 600 souls; as Laos
reports almost 300; as India “after alimost
three-score years of patient sowing, is

now yielding steadily increasing har-
vests’’; as you hear the reports from all

along the line in the foreign fieild and
learn that 3,452 (10 per cent. advance)
have been added to our churches among
heathen people, and that we Presby-
terians in the United States brought
$1,014,504 37 and devoted it to this branch
of the Master’'s work in one year, I say
as we hear these things we are reminded
that Christ is fultilling His promise—**Lo,
I am with you alway, even unto the end
of the world.”

May we not take some satisfaction in
the fact that our ckureh is the first to pass
the million-dollar line, by its regular
contributions, for foreign missions,

But 1 am anxious that you all should
become familiar with the work being
done by our churchin ourown country,
and I can think of no better way than to
tell you of the reports made before the
General Assembly by those who are in-
trusted with the various branches of the
work.

We have a department called Publica-
tion and Sabbath-school Work. Thishas
jts business department and its mission-
ary department.

Seventy men were employed during
the last year in this work of organizing
Sabbath-schools. They orzanized 866
new schools and reorganized 9. Inaddi-
tion to these, 124 other schools wers or-
ganized under the standing offer of the
board to supply free of cost hymn-books,
lesson-helps, papers and Bibles to any
person organizing a Presbyterian Sab-
bath-school.

Forty-five thousand teachersand schol-
ars were gathered into these schools and
63,000 volumes of Christian literature |
were given away, to say nothing of seven-
te?u million pages of tracts and periodi-
cals,

Another arm of the church is the Board
of Church Erection, This board paid out
during the year $78,717 in helping to build
154 churches. 'Three of these churches
were within our own (Sacramento) Pres-
bytery. While this board spent $1,933 |
helping to build the three churches men-
tioned, all the churches of the Presbytery |
together oniy gave $54 30 to this board and |
our church gave nothing,

©ne of the most interesting reports that
always comes before the General Assem-
bly is that of the Board of Relief. {

I'he tender care we are trying to take |
of our aged ministers, who have spent |
their strength and their money in long
vears of loving service, is one evidence
of the Christlike spirit which prevails in
the church,

During the year one of these passed to
the better country, who had given ninety-
nine years and tiiree months to his earthly
pilgrimage. This venerable servant
of the church had outlived all the mem-
bers of his family, and had no near rela-
tives or friends to care for him. Since
1835 he has been in the *““House’” at Perth
Amboy, N. J., and his last years were
passed not only free from all anxiety and
care, but in the enjoyment of every com- |
fort that an aged father could bave in the |
home of any one of his own children. |

Among others who are getting relief |
from this board are seventy-six old min-
isters, averaging 78 years, the oldest one

in the ministry more than thirty years.
There are 722 persons on the roll of this
board, to whom appropriations aggregat-
ing $152,492 were sent during the year.
Many of these are the widows and or-
phans of deceased ministers. Notice
that the money is sent to 722 persons, not
that only 722 persous are helped, for the

little children or to an aged minister
whose companion still lingers by his side.
jut ir ministers grow old, become dis-
abled and pass away, and if new churches
spring into being, we must have new min-
isters,
And we face a fact, viz: ‘““That most of
{ the young men who enter the ministry,
| whether from city or country, are poor.”
| While we may differ in accounting for
the fact, it isa fact that young men who

We face
another fact: “The demand for ministers
is going ahead of the supplies.” The
record for 1892 shows sixty-one more va-
cant churches than for the year preced-
ing. We had 1,244 vacant churches ac-
cording to the last accounts; 133 of these
have a membership rauging from 100 to
1,000.

Put those two things together, viz: that
we have to depend upon the young men

but ‘‘rich in faith,” and that the de- |
mand exceeds the supply, and you see |

This board has 865 young men under its
care, whom 1t is trying to help prepare for
the ministry. Those in the academy get
$70 each, and those in college or theologi-
cal seminary get §80 each. Would it seem
from this that these young men are in
danger of being ruined by ease and lux-
ury? 1f the amount were doubled there
would still be little danger of that.

What occurs far more frequently is that
even with this help many young men in-
jure themselves for life by overwork be-
fore they are ready for the ministry,

But there is another reason why this
board should command more attention
and get more help, viz.: we need to pre-
pare our own men for the ministry. We
received ninety-one last year trom other |
As a rule our ministers
receive a more liberal support than other

many desire to come into our church.
Itis no reflection on these men to say
that they have not had Presbyterian

and carry out Presbyterian ideas, as if
they bad bhad such training, The most |
efficient and the best satisfied men in our
ministry are those trained for it.

DBut one thing makes necessary an-
other. If we are to have an educated
ministry we must have academies, col-
leges and theological seminaries in which
to educate them.

However, while we are educating our |
young mien forithe ministry we can at the |
same time educate hundreds of others,
young men and women, too, for every
useful avocation in life,

Ten years ago this work came to be
considered so Important that a special de-
partment was created to look after the
founding and sustaining of academies
and colleges. This board was to deter-
mine where it was wise to plant such in-
stitutions, and to interest the church in
doing so.

During these ten years academies and
colleges to the number of fifty-six in
twenty-four States and ‘Territories have
been,established, and property amounting
to nearly one and a half million dollars
(31,947,933) has been acquireu. Twenty-
nine thousand seven hundred and sixty-
three students have been enrolled in
these institutions, of whom 19,344 have
taken a course in systematic Bibie study.
One thousand three hundred and sixty-
six have been in preparation in them for
the ministry.

The advantage of Christian education is
almost beyond expression, and the deep
interest being aroused in our church
things in connection
work.

All these departments upon which I
have been dwelling, those meutioned last
Sunday, and others which timme will not
peruiit me to mention were reported be-
fore the General Assembly,

These various reports were presented
in writing, were counsidered, adopted and
commended to the church at large.

Just as the membership of our church
inform themselves concerning the work
done, the more respect and love will
Nor do I be-
fair-minded man out of the

and then speak slightingly of it,

If we could get the tacts before the
people in general I believe that preju-
dice would largely disappear and that the
hearts of the people would warm toward
the church,

jut it we all take pains to inform onr-
selves we can tell others and so awaken
thelr interest.

While we must confess that we are not
as a church doing all that we are capable
of doing, yet we can rejoice for what is
being done, and pray for such a refresh-
ing from the presence of the Lord as
shall arm the church for greatly in-
creased usetulness.

KAVANAUGH IS INSANE. |

The Erratic Undertaker is Ordered
Taken to Napa.

Evidence of His Vagaries Presented to
Superior Judge Johnson and

the Doctors.

W. J. Kavanaugh, the erratic under-
dertaker, whose name has appeared in

saults upon his wife and other outbreaks,
was arrested yesterday on complaint of
B. W. Cavanaugh, Sr., on a charge of in-
sanity.

Since his arrest for hitting his wife with
a roller last week, the undertaker has |
been growing worse, and, to cap the cli-
max, two horses belonging to Mrs. Kava-
naugh were found poisoned yesterday
morning. One of the animals died.

It was arranged that Kavanaugh should
be examined by Dr. (. C. Simmons and
Dr. Ross, in the presence of Superior
Judge Johnson, in the afternoon. The
examination did not begin until 5 o’clock,
as zuxu‘mur case was occupying the court’s
attention,

A. J. Healy, the reporter, was the first
witness called. He said he had met
Kavanaugh at the police station in the
forenoon, and the undertaker had talked
and acted strangely. He showed the
witness latters which he said were recom-

clared that he was about to start for San
I'rancisco, where he was going to enter
the Toland College and become a phy-
sician. Kavanaugh had three sharp
probes, such as doctors have, and tried to
jab one of them into the witness’ leg.
Mr. Healy said it was only his own
agility that saved him from being per- |
forated. Kavanaugh, he said. made nu-
merous other rambling statements. Mr.
Healy also told of an occasion when
Kavanaugh stopped G. R. Broadbere, an-
other reporter, and told him that he was
going to die the next day, and added that
he (lhavanaugh) desired to bury him.

Police Judge Buckley considered Kav-
anaugh flighty and mentally unbalanced.
He told several queer antics the under-
taker had indulged in of late. Dr. George
Ogden, T. Scriver, Thomas Allen and
Justice of the Peace Henry also told of
Kavanaugh’s receut doings,

Uity Attorney Post said he considered
the undertaker a dangerous man to be at
large, and said he had been expecting
something violent at any time, B. W
Cavanaugh also testified.

Kavanaugh frequently talked to the
doctors and the witnesses during the ex-
amination, generally disputing their evi-
dence. He admitted that he wanted to
become a surgeon, and was also contem-
plating shipping on a man-of-war. He
became excited several times when it
was intimated that he had poisoned the
horses. He declared that he had not vis=
ited the stable since last Sunday. When
questioned about embalming bodies, the
unfortunate became badly muddled and
talked at random,

The Comiissioners came to the con-
clusion that Kavanaugh was unftit to be
at large in his present condition, and he
was ordered committed to the Insane
Asyluwm at Napa.
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MUST BEERIED AGAIN.

The District Attorney Says Iis Mind
Is Made Up.

A petition is being circulated and
very largely signed by taxpayers, ask-
ing the District Attorney to consent to
the dismissal of the case of Palmer,
charged with the murder of Charles
Pnleger. The reason given for the peti-
tion is that there is no probability that
Palmer will be convicted and the county
will be putto very heavy, needless ex-
pense for another trial.
