A quite common complaint against
mutton is that it has a woolly taste,
Which is very disagreeable to some peo-

ple, and there is n... doubt but this in-
jures the sale of otherwise good car-
cassea very much, 'lhis woolly taste is
apt to appear in the meat of any sheep
that are not kept in good, dean, sweet
pens. The sheep have naturally a strong

odor iv their wool and bodies, and uniuas
they are well aired at all times the odor
willsoon peruieate the llesh. Place sheep
in a close, poorly ventilated sheep pen,
aud keep them there a few weeks before
the killing, and the multou oi every one
\u25a0will be tainted with this woolly flavor.
This is another stroug argument against
close, stilling pens for sheep, which are
generally the places for breeding diseases
among the animals.

The flavor also comes largely from the
manner of dressing the carcass. A good
animal can be easily spoiU by poor or
careless dressing. When the sheep is
killed it should bo opened and aired care-
fully and the intestines removed at once.
il the gases from these are allowed to re-
main they will penetrate the meat and
taint H. If the dressing of tbe carcass is
performed in a close, stilling slaughter
Louse, ami the animal hung up there lor
any length oftime, the odor will soon in -
juie the meat. The carcass should bo
opened and aired lreely right away, and
*dl intestines should be removed while
the meat is still warm. Then all odors

6 dissipated by the fresh air, and
the carcass, can be cooled at once.

Lambs that arc raised lor mutton should
nave special attention right through theircareer, and all leading and watenng
should bo given with the single idea of
perfecting the mutton. The wool is then
of secondary consideration. The cross
between the Southdown and the Merino
probably gives the best lambs formut-
ton, and tHey are sure to ijo plump and
tat, although nor so large as some of the
other breeds. The mutton produced is
\ 1 iv tender and has a peculiar sweetness
and juiciness that makes it valuable.
These lambs are to be led intelligently if
they are to produce the best results. A
little dry food should be given to liiem
when they are two or three weeks old,
bucii as corn, oats aud linseed mixed to-
gether. If they do not take to the mix-
ture well when led to them out of the
hands, add a iittlo salt aud sugar to make
it a little moro palatable. Nearly all
;. oung iami s w ill then eat itgreedily, ii
the ewos are given a good grain ration
ulso the lambs get better nourishment
from their mothers. They obtain, the
essence and strength of the grains in this

• ay, aud they thrive much better
than if the mother is given only enough
grain to strengthen her own" carcass.
'.cry often ewes will appropriate all of
the food to themselves, and they willget
fill aud strong, while their lambs seem to
grow thin. This is one of the freaks of
nature, and the only remedy is to gi\e
the cues less, and to teed the lambs di-
rect from the bands.—K. I.Smith iv Al-

1 1 BE,
Tobacco can be raised as lar north as

corn and as lar south as sugar cane.
Wherever coru matures fully tobacco
will mature. A warm, dry "soil ol a
san.ly nature is best for quality. Steer
clear of white clay.

Land must be well drained aud ma-
nured. A ciover sod is best, turned un-
der about eight inches deep, as early 111
spring as possible. A situation well pro-

-1 from winds should be chosen,
either behind timber or several rows 01
pole beans. The lield shouUi be wellhar-
rowed before planting, cultivated and
rolled, so that the land may be \» ell set-
tled before setting out. Manure before
planting, about forty loads per acre.

\\ hen the plants are the size of a silver
quarter, with tour leaves, they are ready
to 9et out. i-ay off the land in rows.
There are different ways of doing this—
by ridging, by making hills and by level
planting. I prefer the latter, as tho
Hants stand droughtthe vest. Lay oil'tho
ground thus: Take three stakes'and put
a three-loot mark on each. Place them
111 line across the lield. Tie a log chain
to the waist, Beginning at the lirst
stake, move it over throe feel, then tho
next, and so ou till thu lieid is marked
oil.

Two acres are enough for one man to
manage if he has other farm work. Iv

land li.ooiJ to 7,(KjO plants may be set
ou an acre. The lirst rainy, cloudy day
in June, when the piants are large enough,
sprinkle the seed bed and take up enough
plants lor the day's setting. Let a boy
drop the' plants Irom a basket and the
setters follow alter, placing a plant at
each check. If the weather turns dry
the plants must be watered. Mieiter them
irom tho sun by moans of clods or leaves,
and at tho approach of raiu these must bo
removed.

.k or dead plants must be replaced
with healthy, vigorous ones. As soon as
they make signs of growth they must bo
cultivated. Never cultivate w hen ground
is wet. The lirst work should be with a
double shovel plow, theu with a hoe
scrape the dirt gently towards the piants,
and cut out all weeds. Never disturb tbe
loots of the plants. Two ploWings should
be enough, keeping weeds hood out.

s are not fully known to many ps -
pie. «ays Honry i>ahhi:an of Petsltnne.
Carrots fed to horses contribute to their
strength an.i endurance, and, in the case
of indisposed burses, they aid materially
toward recovery.

The way I feed carrots is to slice and
niix with chart' or cut atraw. A hall-
bushel is a eood daily allowance. When
first given the feed is sligh;ly laxative,
hut bones) soon come to relish il and all
bad effect* from it cease. Carrots tend
generally to promote a sound, healthy
condition, whether tbe animals are at I

jwork or standing idle In barn or past-
I ure.

To grow carrots select a sand? soil and
plow deep, and now seed in drills; cover
about a half an inch deep. The rows

I should be about two and a half leet apart
jto permit of cultivation. Cultivate us

\u25a0 soon as possible and keep the ground
louse.

W lien ripo and sufficient rain has fallen
I to prevent the roots iroin shrinking when
dry, pull the orop and cut the tops otV.
