THE NEWS FROM HAWAIL

The stories coming from Hawaiiare
very conflicting. One is that the Pro-
visional Government is on its last legs,
and that it cannot endure, and has no
support outside of Honolulu; that the
Queen will soon be restored to her throne
and that all annexation propositions will
be withdrawn,

Another is that the Provisional Gov-
ernment maintains itself easily; that only
a few Hawaiians are active in opposition
to it; that it bas forwarded the draft of a
new treaty to Washington and that Min-
ister Blount will report favorably to its |
acceptance.

According to a purported synopsis of
this treaty, the islands are ceded to the
United States, which is to assume the
State debt, but the local Government is
10 pay the interest thereon. That the
United States shall name a Commissioner i
with absolute veto power over all local |
legislation for five years, except he is
overruled by the President of the United |
States; that all crown lands shall be l
ceded to the United States, as also all |
public buildings and posts, and military |
and naval equipment. That Chinese im- |
migration shall be prohibited, and emi-
gration of Chinese from Hawalii to the
United States likewise.

So far, the treaty would appear to not
materially ditfer from the original propo-
sitions made by the Provisional Govern-
ment, and would seemx to be generally
fair enough. Of courseif the United States
annexes Hawaii it would assume her
debt—she could not well take the island
kingdom and deny that obligation. The |
question will be whether the consid- i
eration is sufficient. So far as the power |
of the Provisional Government to treat is |
concerned, it must be conceded, for it has
maintained itselr a reasonable time with-
out infringing unduly upon the liberties |
of the people. It has preserved the peace,
protected life and property, enforced the
laws and has been just and bumane. No
more than this is required by interna-
tional law and custom.

1t is probable that the Hawaiian ques-
tion will now be speedily settled. It has
certainly reached a stage when the
United States Government must say to
the proffers of the Provisional Govern-
ment, once for all, “Yes,” or “No.”
