
THE VOTE ON THE WATER QUES-
TION.

On the _G___ inst. the people of this city
\u25a0will be called upon to vote upon a propo-
sition to introduce a new water supply.
It is of vital importance that tho whole
matter should be clearly understood, for
unfortunately there are citizens whose
communications to us and to others prove
that they wholly misunderstand the mat-

ter, aud have not taken pains to inform
themselves, but propose to vote against
the new supply on the basis of certain
false assumptions born of their own pig-
beadedness aud genei al contrariness. NVe
bave no patience whatever with the man
who can ascertain a fact without effort,
but refuses to do so and prefers the error
of his own self-conceit.

Hut there are others who have honesty

at iieart, who wish to be right, to vote
right and do right, and who willset aside
their own prejudices to receive the truth.
With such it is a pleasure to debate
any question—as lor the other class, tho
sooner they are out of tlie community tlie
better, for no man has a right to be a fool;
in this day and age of light it is little
short of criminal to dosurve that appella-
tion.

simply and briefly, then, this is the sit-
uation. The present water supply is an

offense. It is offensive to those who
know how rapidly and seriously tba
water of the river is being contaminated.
It is a reproach to us in the eyes and
mouths of strangers. The present water

works are woaring out; they are nearly
worn out, and we are liable at anytime
to a water famine.

The chief main of the city is laid
"wrong end to," as the saying is. The
outside property is being built upon rap-
idly, but the main so diminishes in that
direction, that tho people have inadequate
protection from tire; as, witness the case
of the lire of last Friday, on Twenty-tilth

sireet.
The present water works are incapable

of meeting the increased demand for
water, and do not furnish any longer the
necessary pressure without straining the
machinery—that is, putting it to such use
as increases the liability of breakdowns.

In its preseut financial condition the
city cannot undertake to put in a new-
water system on its own account. Tho
law inhibits us borrowing the money for
that purpose at this time.

It is believed that a sufficient pure
water supply flows in the deep gravel
strata east of the city. Driven wells in
that locality, that have been iv use to
meet heavy demaud for very main-

years, do not fail in the slightest degree.
Iv this condition of affairs the city ad-

vertised for bids tor capitalists to pros-
pect the strata at their own cost and with-
out a dollar of expeuse to the city. If
they lind water in plenty, then the city
proposes to buy it of tho prospectors for
a term of years, provided that it is micro-
scopically and chemically tested and
found pure and potable, and that it so re-
mains under semi-annual or more fre-
quent tests, if necessary.

But it is conditioned that the prospect-

ors shall lay a central main from the east

through the heart and length of the city,
a main that will cost the builders from
$75,000 to 350.000. The city does not give

the contractors the right to collect water
rates—-on the contrary, the city retains
that right, and simply pays a spot sum
per million gallons delivered, the meas-
urement to be taken at the input by a
great meter.

This sum is less per million gallons
than the city now expends to draw water

from the river and deliver it to the people,

that is to say in the words of the ordi-

nance:

Under this plan the city gets a new
1 water supply without expending a dollar

lor assuming a particle of risk. She gets

| water choaper than at present; she «ill
have water at a greatly less rate than is

i supplied to any city in the country of
| which we can gain any information. She
retains her old water works, so that at any
moment on failure of the new supply she

; can return to the old and be no worse off
than at present, but a good deal bettor,
for sho will have gained a new great main
without having to borrow money now, or
tax the people to pay for it.

Tbe interest of the contractors lies in
tho right accorded to sell the water to the
city for twenty years, and in the pros-
pective increase of the demand for water
in that time, as the city grows. The in-
terest of the city lies in getting clear
water; in freeing herself from the re-
proach of tho water she now has; in
lessening the expense of the mainte-
nance of water works; in securing a
maximum pressure of 100 pounds, as the
need maybe; inputting an end to the
clogging of mains and othor pipes with
sand and siiekens: in insuring the peo-
ple more effectually against the ravages
of fires: in the actual borrowing of capi-
tal for twenty years without interest, or
the issuance ol" bonds, or the increase of
taxation.

Before the end of twenty years
we will be rid of that ancient dei t
that sits astride our shoulders now.
We will tiien be able to purchase
the system, and it will be worth
buyiug if iv all that time it serves us
well. To the business mind the whole
scheme commends itself with force, and
is a plan that is free from the stigma of
monopoly, the introduction of the for-
eign rate collector, or the interference of
a water corporation in the politics of the
city.

The Record-Union has examined into
the whole matter with deliberation and
infinite care. Itdoes not know the pro-
posed contractors, and has no knowl-
edge of them except as the pub-
lic has, but they have put up
coin to back their contract. Hav-
ing given the schemo more than ordi-
nary investigation, we are prepared to say
to the people tbat to vote for the new
system will be wise and economic. To
vote for it will be to publish to the world
our progressiveness, and to invite to the
city population that is now repulsed by
our river water system. To vote against
it will be to publish to the world that we
are unprogressive, and content with that
which everybody else declares is a shame

j and a disgrace to a city of modern times.. ____.
There is just now a hundred-thousand

mile spot on tbe sun, visible to the naked
eye. It is now time for the prophet of
evil to appear and forecast all sorts of
doleful and doomful things because of
this celestial phenomenon. But it is a
verygratifying thing to reflect that while
a few years ago, and so very few at that,
such a thing as a suu spot visible to tlie
naked eye would have created widespread
curiosity and fear, and the prognostica-
tions ofthe crank prophets would have
brought terror to mauy souls, and have
had columns of attention in the daily
press, to-day the world is so much wiser,
so much more skeptical—or call it by any
other name—so much more indepeudent
in thought, that the power of these
prophets of evil, and of these celestial
phenomena to terrify, has absolutely
passed away.

liuitely better informed, and ever so
much keener in disassociating the crank
aud charlatan from the men of science.

MUST BE REPEALED.

The Silver Purchase Law Has De-
stroyed Confidence.

Stirring Appeal to the Farmers of the

United Statos for Action—The

Couutry Sutierlng.

Joseph 11. Real!, Chairman of the last
National Agricultural Convention, has
sent out the lollowing appeal to the farm-
ers ofthe I'nited Slates:

Congress is about to meet for tlie relief
of the country's financial condition. In
order that quick and effective action may
he -.'cured, and further hiss and suller-
iug prevented, your influence should be
promptly an 1 directly exerted with
mciv bers of that body.

fhe financial disturbances, depression
of manufactures nnd low prices tor (arm
products now prevailing are traceable di-
rectly to the prescut silver law and the
fear of tariffrepeal. Money has gone out
of circulation. Securities have depre-
ciated in value to an unparalleled extent.
Banks are failing by the score; mills are
closing everywhere; commerce of all
kind.-, languishes au.l general bankruptcy
bangs over tiie country. Unless conti-
di uee is at on _c restored the wholo people
wiilbe involved in loss aud suffering.
Only tLe low average of values for all
commodities haa saved you from the di-
rect and more serious eiiects of the pres-
ent crisis. You wore the tirst, however,
to suffer from tlie present silver law.
With slight exceptions your prod.nts
have steadily declined in price since iis
enactment in IByo, wheat reaching tho
lowesttiaturesever known, ami cotton,
corn and woo! selling below the cost of
production. Tiie whole country has been
taxed almost to tho destruction of values
as well as credit for the benefit of an in-
terest not one-fiftieth as great as yours,
and far interior to many other industries.

The silver purchase law has destroyed
conlidence at home and abroad, foreign
capital, which seeks sale investment in
large volume, has been frightened aw ay
and home capital alarmed. Thus the j
wheels of enterprise, progress and devel-
opment in the construction of railroads,
improvement of lands and operation of
mines have been stopped. The fear of
tariffrepeal has kept merchants from
purchasing goods, shut down manufact-
ures, thrown labor out of employment
and paralyzed iudustry.

The situation is unnatural for this
country, with its immeasurable resources
of tho factory, lield and mine, its indus-
trious and intelligent poople and abun-
dant crops, and must be corrected. With
a thriity population of seventy millions
ot people aud tho whole world ior our
market, this should bo the most prosper-
ous of all countries.

Tlie silver purchase law must be re-
pealed and apprehension of new tariil'
legislation removed by a proper declara-
tion ou the subject by Congress to save
all interests from banitruptcy aud restore
the country to prosperity.

Your voice raised at once and your in-
fluence exerted properly will secure tho
necessary action by Congress, and thus
avert further disaster and restore the
couutry to prosperity. You compose
over half tlie nation's population and
own three-quarters of its wealth. Yon
have boen its reliance in time of need, its
preserver both in war and peace. Your
labor and enterprise liave sustained and
advanced it i__t all directions, whilo your
conservative power has always been its
strength. You recognize the fact that tim
interests of the banker, merchant, mau-
facturer, mechanic aud laborer are your
interests and that .heir prosperity is your
prosperity, whilo without you prosper
they cannot.

All our people are essentially interested
in a sound national currency. Conlidence
and credit are the beginning and end of
finance. The actual amount of currency
employed in tho world's commerce cuts

a small figure compared with the amount
of credit used.

The statement that a class or combina-
tion of men exists with a special interest
in the supremacy of gold is so silly tliat
it would not deserve notice but for the
harm even a weak lie may do. The finan-
cier and capitalist can only obtaiu prolit
by tlie active employment of gold or other
currency, and not by hoarding it.

Your position on the currency and tariil
questions has long been misrepresented,
and now that serious consequences have
arisen from legislation claimed to bo fa-
vored by you, it is time for you to cail a
halt. *V ou want that which every honest
industry wants—wise, sound and whole-
some legislation, a sound currency and
prosperous factories, that you may got
true value for your products and liud a
home market for them, the nearer to your
doors the bitter.

With the country's finances put upon a
sound and lastiug basis and the fear of
free trade aud tariff tinkering removed,
prosperity will return to our finances,
and the farmers, merchants, manufact-
urers and the whole people will thrive.
Capital will be united, improvement and
development will go on, and all will be
in the enjoyment of tlie fruits of their
toil.

To the end that theso important results
may follow, it is advised thatyou address
your Senators aud Representatives in
Congress by letter and petition, urging
the repeal ot the purchase clause of the
so-called Sherman silver law, that the
compulsory purchase of silver and the
effort to givo it fictitious value may bo
stopped, and tliat all discussion and
action ou the taritl be postponed until the
next election for Congressmen, so that
the people may have an opportunity to
vote upon tlie question. Your influence
is necessary aud your voice will be re-
spected by Congress, whose chief desire
is to legislate forthe good of the people.
Our country is strong In its national
legislators. They are honest, capable
and lailhful to what they believe the
country's good. And tho President has
the confidence of the nation. His purity
of purpose, courage and patriotism aro
known of all men. He will be found on
the side of intelligence ami right. Patri-
otism is before partisanship with the
American people, and there are times
wheu party politics must be laid as. i
and business economy take its placo.
The two great political parties, embracing
the most intelligent thought and besl
purposes ofthe nation, each havo its best
gooil at heart and will combine to ad-
vance and protect its welfare. Thero
may be mistakes oi policy, but their pur-
poses are right, aud the country willal-
ways be safe iv the hands ofeither.

Not only write and petition yourselves,
but urge your neighbors to do the same.
Address your representatives simply by-
name, Washington, D. C. They willgive
you attentive consideration, as they seek
to know the wishes oftheir constituents.
Secretaries of state agricultural societies.
State and local dairy, horticultural ami
cattle societies and Stato and local patrons
of husbandry are requested to circulate
land forward petitions to Congress, ad-
dressing one to the Senate and ono to the
Ilouse of Kepresentatives. Every citizen
should exert his influence in tii3 same
direction and in the same manner, in-
cluding the merchant, mechanic, manu-
facturer, working aud professional men.
Thus by individual and united action the
most powerful influence may be brought
!to bear for the good of every man,
wouiau and chlldinthc whole country.
