DISAPPOINTED HOP-PICKERS.

Hundreds Sought Work, But Only a
Few Succeeded.

What the Disappointed Ones Have to

Bay—More Work to Ise Ilad

Next Week.

Crowds of men, women, girls aud lioys
| returned yesterday from the hop-fields
i along the American River, east of Bright-
on, whither they had gone, in response to a
call for white pickers, but found no work,

: every place being lilied.
"I tell you I was disgusted when I got

! out there," said one man yesterday, "and
found scores of Chinamen and Japaneso

J at work where we weie told that only
white people would be employed.

"Why, the road from here to Brighton
: was lined yesterday and to-day with both
iineu and. .women, some going out aud
i others returning. They were resting
under every tree along the route, and I

| tell you it was sad to see whilo boys and
! girls turned away when they applied tor
( work to pick hops, and all because much
of it was being done by Mongolians and

! Japs."
< ituers hud tho samo story to tell. < tne

' man said that Menke had one small field, in which some whites were engaged In
: picking hops, but in the others the
i Asiatics wore doing the work.

Autone Menke, tlio hoperower whose
call for white workers brought so many
hundred persons to Jus place, only to bo
disappointed, was in the city yesterday,
lie claimed that be had given places to
as many as he hail advertised u.r, Imu ad-
mitted that he bod previously employed
a number of Chinese and Japs, and had
to carry out his contract with them, or
until the supplies are consumed. All
that he puts on :uter this will tie white
persons, lie claims to havo now some
two hundred at work—all that be called
lor—an.l that he has given meala to the
hungry who applied lor work but were
too late.

Irvine's statements as were some others,"
sai'.l he, "for 1 havo worked lor years in
hop-fields, and i know just how much

I of a 'picnic' it is tor a good, fast picker to
make a living at it. Mr. Irvine said in
iiis published interview that it was a pi •- !
Die for men. women or children to gather
tw o hundred pounds of bops a day.

"Nov. this statement is absurd, i know
I what 1 am talkiing about, and Mr. 'u\ hie
; did not, however sincere he may have i

been. I was regarded as the second-best
boppicker one season out of two hundred
and fifty men, and 1 was never able —working from daylight tilldark—to get
two hundred pounds together.

"Aman has to get up at 3or 4 o'clock
in the morning to cook his breakfast in
order to be able to get into the field by
daylight. About 11:80 o'clock he has to
travel from a quarter to a half mile to
weigh-in, aud this delays him an hour or

i two. Then lie has to go and cook his
i dinner, and in this way he 10-es a great
deal of lime. Tho idea of women and
girls picking from IT.) to 2<K) pounds of
hops v day is simply absurd.

"Well, as Isaid, these fanciful stories
did not mislead me, for 1 knew what hop-

| picking was, but I was anxious to work,
lor I can make a fair living at the busi-
ness- where other hard-working men can-
not make their grab, do thsir best. < V
course I got left, with hundreds ofothers
who wont out there to work, but like all
other Americans I took my medicine
quietly and nudged back to town.

"1 tell you it was a pitiful sight to see
those poor people turned away by the
hundreds alter the alluring picture that
had been draws of life inthe hop-fields
and of there being work for all that
wanted it, whilo I hinese and Japs were
getting tiio cream ol the work."

Warming up to his subject, this honest
I sou of toil continued:

"Mr.Mtiiiko may thank his stars that
j the two or three hundred disappointed
seekers for work whom he turned away
to-day were mostly American-born iiu-
zena. and therefore law-abiding men, tor
had he had a crowd of foreigners to d< al
with they would have made trouble lor
his Asiatic hop-pickers. Even as it was
ono hot-headed or unreasonable man
might havo caused trouble, for 1 tell you
that two-thirds of those who went out in
response to tho call hadn't even had a
bile to eat in the way of breakfast.

"Why, scores of men hud been lyiu£r
out under tho trees near the edge of the
city for days waiting lor the promised

| hop-picking to begin, each prepared with
cans and other utonsils they had gathered
with which to do their cooking."

Being asked if none of the other hop-
growers iv that vicinity were employing
pickers, ho said:

"Not yet, but they will bo next week.
j J. K. Camp has 160 acres, aud he will put
i on probably two hundred men, and they
! will all be white Been, too—he does not
give his work to Chinese and .Ja;is. There
are some other growers 0,.i thai way, and

I somo near town, and there ought to be
| work next week for several hundred
! white meu."

"How about tho Indians—do they cut
much of a iiguro in tho hop-fields?" he

1 wns aaked.
"As to the Indians," he replioii, "You'll

never find whlto men, especially Ameri-
can-;, kicking about them. They get along
with the Indians first-rate, for they are
native-born aud are, consequently,
Americans, and entitled to recognition.
They are more like, white men every way,
and there'll neyor beany kicu about them.
Even the Chinamen will stand up for
wages, but tho Japs will work loranv-| thing."

"How many Chinese and Japs has Mr.
Menke at work in his liolds?" asked tho
reporter.

"Ishould say about seventy-five, judg-
ing from what I saw."

"And how many wiiite persons?"
"Well, 1 couldn't tell exactly bow-

many were put on, but 1 willsay this—
those he did tind places for were mostlyfamilies, which was right."
