
SAN FRANCISCO ON THE RACK.

Mayor Ellert and Others Address the
State Equalizers.

Some Pointed and Siainlfloaut Questions
Askod Them—Reasons lor

the Decrease.

San Francisco had her "day in court" ;
yesterday, tbe court being the State Board 1
of Equalization, and her Mayor and
some other officials underwent the toast-
ing process to which the officials of other

tii - .'.ad been subjected.
Chairman Morehouse of Alameda,

whom certain San Francisco papers havo
so roundly abused as been an alleged
open enemy of thatcity, took things quite i
easily during the examination of the San -Franciscans, leaving to Learner the duty
of propounding puzzling conundrums to
the gentlemen representing the city by
the sea. The gentleman from Yolo had a
few packages of ammunition before him, |
which he utilized from time to time in !
shooting holes through the arguments

.ted by the San Franciscans in de-
lense of the valuations placed on properly

in their city.
The visitors all seemed to be impressed

with the conviction that the State board
had already determined to raise the roll
of San I'rancisco, while the equalizers
themselves lost no opportunity to say
that they only desired to arrive at facts,
and that if the results warranted evon a
reduction they would be reaily to grant it.

Lut it was evident that the members of
the board felt perfectly sale on that score,
and that they had piles of solid lads, in
the shape of extracts from the Assess ir's
reports and other sources, to nii'.et every
argument advanced by tho visitors.

Chairman Morehouse sai.! tho San
Francisco officials had been summoned
to explain why the San Francisco assess-
ment this year was lower than that of
the preceding year.

MAYOB ELLEBT TO llli:FRONT.
Mayor Lllert first addressed tho board.

The Assessor of San Francisco returned
in 1891, $311,000,000. The State Board of
Equalization raised it t05390,000,000. In
l.!i_ the returns were 5340,000,000, an.i it
was raised to M1L,0.0.010. 1 his year he
returnss342,ooo,ooo. ihe trouble is that
the >tato Board of Equalization and the
Assessor of the city aud County of San
Francisco disagree as to the valuation ol
property. He said the decrease in the

oal rod coul 1 be explained by many
persons going out Of business. There aro
more vacant dwellings Uow in >un Fran-
cisco than ever before, lt i.s a question
as to whether or not the city has
overbuilt. It was au injustice to increase
tho tax-roll in 1891, and it would be a
greator injustice to increase it this year.

Mr. Ellert denied the statement made
on the preceding day by the Assessor of
another county that property in Sun
fraucisco was assessed ut only 25 per
cent, ol Us value. So far as personal prop-
erty is concerned, it lias probably not
been assessed at its full cash value. Most
of it has this year been fairly assessed.
Last year's personal property list footed
up $BS,_B_,_-U, and this year itis $80,186,000,
a difference oi f_ This was after
being p.tssotl on by tho local Board of
Equalization.

Supervisor James then addressed the
board, lie said that personal property
statements were partly sworn to," anil
when not the, assessments were made ar-
bitrarily, hence rarely too low. He be-
lieved that personal property was as-
sessed higher in San Fraucisco than in
the interior.

He then explained the Assessor's
methods of assessing real estate, and
claimed tbat San i rancisco property.was
assessed higher than in oilier counties.
Sometimes a piece of property may bo
a ... 1 to,, low and in others well up to
the full cash valuo. There are many- in -an Francisco that do not net
the owners 4 per cent, on their invest-
ment. Many persons have removed to
Alameda, and many firms have gone out
oi business. He believed that San Fran-
oisco had been fairly assessed. These are
hard times and money is short with
everyone. San Francisco is worse off
than tho farming couuties, as tho people
hay c nothing to soil.

Mr. James having referred to tho ex-
pense 01 extending the taxroll, Mr. Bea-
mer called attention to tho fact that when
this was done in the case ofSan Francisco
the Slate paid Home- $9,000 therefor.

Mr. Swan, who is the San Francisco
member of the board, said that, although
a stale eellicer, he felt it his duty to iune
lho truth elicited as regarding values in
san Francis, o. Ho asked Mr. .lames il
the extension ot new railroads north and
soutli had not had tho tendency to take
away a large portion of San Francisco's
trade and drive men out of business there.
or cause them to reduce their stocks.

Mr. James repliod that interior mer-
chants, eujoying terminal facilities,
are able to ship goods cheaper from
New Yorkor Chicago than San Francisco
merchants. The ellect ofthis has been to

-. tho mercantile business of the lat-
ter city.

Inreply to Mr. Swan, he said the build-
ing of so many new houses bad roduced
the rates of rents iv San i-rancisco, and
property is less valuable than a few years
ago.

said he owned property and paid taxes in
live or six counties—-Fresno, Monterey,
Sin Francisco, San Benito and other's.

Mr. Janu - insisted that personal prop-
erty in San Francisco is wellassi
Tie Assessor cannot ha\ 0 pen
knowledge ofthe value of each man's
piano, or bedstead, or other household
property—he must lake the sworn state-
txients of the owners, and cannot regulate
the value ofone man's furniture by that
Of another.

Mr. Swan contended that the Assessor
must be governed by the figures returne 1
by property-owners,while Messrs. More-
house and Beamer Insisted that it was the
Assessor's duty to fix the valuations—
that tho owner swears simply to the de-
scription "'. property.

In response to Mr. swan, Mr. James
said thero was not much difference iv tho
1 lative proportions of the Fresno and
Ban Francisco valuations; both are high |

Mr. Hebbron here took occasion to re-

Mayor Ellert made a remark wbich
caused Chairman Morehouse to say that
the Mayor seemed to have assumed that
it was the Intention of the board to raise
the assessment of San Fran.-isco. The
mistake was perhaps natural, owing to
statemeuts made by certain newspapers. 1

Chairman Morehouse in ormed the vis-
itors that there was notl.ing secret about
the board's method; thore was no hocus-
pocus about it, and the board had no lig-
ures tliat were not public property. The
representatives of Sau Francisco were
free to explain all tbey knew about tho
assessments thore. The mem! ers of the j
board had provided themselves with cer-
tain data to govern them in their investi-
gation, but such data was taken from the 'records, which are open to everybody.

In reply to Mr. Swan, Mr. James said
the establishment of slaughter-houses at
Laden, Alaun.ia County, had injureel tho
business in San Francisco—in fact, had
t lined it. and this had also geuerally
affected all other business.

ISSI SSOB SIKBE*S DEFESSK.
After some general remarks by mem-

bers of the board, -Mayor Ellert and Mr.
James, and their Chief Deputy Assossor
Hugo Herzer of San Francisco was called.

Alterexplaining that Mr. Siebe was de- i
tamed by sickness in his family. Mr.
Herzer read a prepared statement by the 'Assessor, in which it was held tliat prop-
erty values in San Francisco bad boen
fairly assessed, and it was asked that the
State Hoard deal justly with that city.
Tlie falling off in this year's assessment
of some 8-48,000 had been more than off-
set by the withdrawal from taxation of
the Postoffice site, business ventures
closed out, etc. i'nder tbe circumstances
San I ran-iseo assessments had moro than
held their own.

The statement read by Mr. Herzer dealt ':
with six speciliccases, showing that many-
pieces of property had been sold for con- !
siderably less tban last year's assess- I
ments. He said that many of the outside
homestead properties are assossed at .:;u
per lot, when, in fact, it is practically un- !
salable.

Mr. Learner asked Mr. Herzer how*
many cases of over-valuation, such as he 'bad read, could be cited out ofa thousand
assessments, and he replied that he could j
not say.

Mr. Learner said that if tho San Fran-
cisco Assessor did not make more than a
half-dozen mistakes ofthat kind ho was

A PHENOMENAL Assiissolt.
The way to have determined the relia-
bility of the assessments referred to j
would have boen to produce affidavits I
from property-owners in the vicinity of
those roferred to, showing liow they re-
garded those assessments.

-Mr. Herzer, in reply to Mr. Hebbron,
claimed that tlie real estate sales reported
in Magee's real estate circular were not a
fair criterion of the actual prices ob-
tained.

Mr. Hebbron roplied that last year Mr.
Magee swore to the correctness of the
ligures in ids circular.

KKBBBOR WAS HEELED.
Mr. Hebbron asked Mr. Herzer il* it

would not Lo as fair to refer to the sale of
apiece of property for 818,000 (ass
for £6,000) as a lair criterion ofthe relative
merits of sales and assessments, as to the
few quoted by him. Mr. Herzer did not
think so.

Mr. Hebbron quoted from tiie Magee
circular to show that sales to tho amount
of fl,:;i 1, 000 had been made during ten
months, the assessed valuation of which
is Sl', I in, .on.

The board here took a recess to enable
the members to get some lunch, and the
visitors to recover their wind.

Afternoon Session.
Mr. Herzer resumed his statement to

the board in tho afternoon. He said he
had examined the board's ligures ou the
Sao Francisco real estate sales. Several
of the sales, lie said, were nearly equal to
the assessments, and a number were far
in excess. The <_erman Lutheran IIhnrch
property on Geary street, which was as-
sessed for $33,000, was sold for $99,000. He
remembered the property. Itwas bought
icy a property-owner adjoining, and he
didn't believe that it would be as valu-
able to othsrs aa it was to the purchaser.
Herzer wanted to take the Magee docu-
ment and compare the statements. His
request was grunted.

Mr. Hebbron called the gentleman's at-
tention to tho fact that on an average the i
real estate sales in San Francisco and the
assessment showed a difference of lv
per cent. Last year the assessments
were 41) per cent, lower. He also said
that an examination of the records as to
contract prices for the erection of build-
ings and the assessed valuation showed a
discrepancy.

Supervisor Jamos asked if tho board
bnd made similar comparisons in other
counties as regards the building con-
tracts.

Mr. Morehouso said thoy had not, in all
cases, because all other counties did not
have records convenient.

SWAN OBJECTS.
Mr. Swan took occasion at tin's point to

object to the uso of the contract compari-
sons. Ho said tho board had no right to
single out San Francisco in tho matter.
He would not object, he said, if the board
would make similar comparisons in other
counties.

Mr. Morehouse reminded the San Fran-
cisco member that he and Mr. Learner
made extensive inquiries in Los Angeles
and other cities with reference to the
same matter.

Mr. >»aii declared that this was only
hearsay evidence and should not be ad-
missible.

The board did uot go further on this
line, aud Mr. Beamer proceeded to ques-
tion Mr. Herzer with relerence to mort-
gages. In answer to his queries, Mr.
Herzor said he thought the amount of n
loan made by a San Fruncisco bank
would come near representing the full
value ofthe property. He added, though,
that very few loans were being made
no winiays.

Mr. Learner said ho had ligures show-
ing that the Hibernia Lank between the
Ist ofJanuary and tho Ist of March of
this year loaned 8406,958 on mortgagees,
and the assessments ou the same prop-
erty wa55322,620. Tho German savings
and Loan Association loanedsloß,ll3 and
it was assessed fors9l,-87.

Mayor Fllert thought this was a good
showing.

nils was A HARD ONE.
Chairman Morehouso reminded him,

however, that the banks wore not al-
lowed by law to loan more than 60 per
cent, of the value of the property. Tiie
Assessor's figures showed that ho valued
the property at less than the banks were
willing to loan, to say nothing of the fact
that the banks were not allowed by law
to loan more than 60 per cent.

Mr. Hebbron added to this that a Hi-
bernia Lank official testilied before the
board that they only loaned 40 per cent,
of the value of the property.

Mayor Ellert said he did not consider it
fair for ibe board to pics out a limited
number of cases where the assessments
were lower than tho mortgages. He said
such evidence should not be admitted,
anli bs every mortgage ou the books was
included.

Mr. Morehouse differed with the San
Francisco Mayor. He said the evidence
was good no matter how limited the
board's investigations went. But, in this
case, be said, the investigation bad not
been limited. They had over 1,300 com-
parisons between mortgages and assess-
ments.

Mayor Kllert then addressed the board
jin a genoral way about the alleged de-
preciation of values in Sau Francisco.
He told about all tho empty stores and
offices. The latter he attrituitod largely
to the erection of mammoth otlice build-
ings, wiiich drew tenants from the
others.

Evening Session.
Ivtlie evening session there was a gen-

eral discussion with regard to the value
! of apuraisements as a basis for assess-
ments, epiiLe a difference of opinion being
manifested.

A comparison of assessments in Ala-
meda and Sau Francisco was made,
Messrs. Morehouse and Hebbron asking
questions about a number of pie> -
property, the questions oi'the latter point-
ing to the fact that he thought the farmer
bore the burden of assessments and that
it was unjust.

Mayor i_ert said that although there
: was a depression of all interests, he
j thought it was lar greater in San Fran-
cisco than anywhere else, and it bore very
heavily ou that community.

Deputy Assessor ller/er, being asked
as to the amount ofdepreciation of real {
estate in San Francisco, replied that ho
thought it was fully 25 per cent.

"Well," said Mr. Hebbron, "therewere
farmers here yesterday who stated that I
the depreciation of their lands would j
amount to at least forty per cent., and
tlmt as it did not pay to raise wheat and
barley any more, all they were lit for was
pasture."

drinking purposes.

i when one of the- pumps the one known
as the Stevens) at the Water Works did
just what ox-engineer Ren wick said it

i was liable to do at any moment —namely,
I refuse to pump water.

For three hours the old and worn-out
piece of machinery would not pump a
gallon of water, but fortunately the Holly
was there for Use in case of lire. The new
Engineer, li. i . Wolf, and First Assist-
ant Daroux labored with it for a long
while, »nd finally Mr. Ren wick was sent

jfor.
Notwithstanding the fact that he had

been discharged only the day before lor
having dared to tell the truth about the
pump's condition, he postponed a trip ho

us about to take to I- lorin and hastened
to the Water Works, After a while the
pump was got to work in its indifferent
way.

The people up town wore not getting
enough water, and Engineer Wolf closed
down the pump, which was running at

: low pressure, but when it was started up
again under high pressure it would not
pump. It was expected that by putting
in new packing last night, when the
Holly was running, the pump would be
able to give better service to-day.

Perhaps those misguided citizens who
voted against the new system the other
day ami v. no ridiculed the statements
made concerning the worn-out condition
of the plant now in use, are convinced of
their error. That many of them aro se-
cretly congratulating themselves that the

\u25a0 city declared in favor of the now system,
: there is no doubt, and it fair-minded men
: they must admit that Engineer ltenwielv
did no more than his duty in explaining
tiie truo condition of the old plant.

It is possible that, by the expenditure
of several thousand dollars for repairs,
the old pumps will be able to hold to-

jgether until the new system is in running
order, but it would have been a serious
blow to the city if the people had voted
down the latter.

Had that been done the people would at
once bo called upon to raise a special tax
of close upon a quarter of a million dol-
lars for a now plant and water-main, and
oven then the city would have to continue
to use the muddy river water, because
she could not afford topurchase outside
land and sink her own wells.

It must bo a grim sort of satisfaction to
ex-Engineer UeDwick, however, to have
the statements for which ho was dis-
charged voriiiod so soon and so indispu-
tably. . .
