THE MASSACHUSETTS LAW.

Synopsis of the Massachusetts High-
way Commission Act.

The following presents the salient
points of the Act now in force in Massa-
chusetts relative to the Highway Com-
mission. The Commissioners are George
A. Perkins, W, E. McClintock, C. E.,
and Professor N, S. Shaler. This synop-
sis will be found interesting to delegates
to the California State Road Convention

The Governor appoints three Highway
Commissioners at $2,000 a year each, and
$2,000 for expenses of office for the three.

They must compile statistics of road
conditions in all the State, and investi-
gate themm. County and town officers
may seek their advice atany time as to
road construction, etc.

They must make road maps for the
whole State, collect information as to geo-
logical formations, soils, etc., as atfecting
road building, and locate the places where
suitable material is to be had.

They must hold one public meeting in
each county once a year for publicdiscus-
sion of road economy, and furnish the
press reports of the same.

They report to the Legislatureannually
with recommendations, and county of-
ficers must furnish them anv and all in-
formation they can when called upon re-
garding roads and bridges.

Counties may petition them congern-
ing acquisition of highways by the State,
either old or new roads. If they approve
of the State acquiring the road, they so
report, with estimates of cost to the coun-
ties in which the road lies or is to be run.
The counties must then survey and lay
out the road and report the action to the
commission, with maps, profiles, ete,
The commission then lays the matter be-
fore the Legislature, which may agree to
take or order the road. If either, the

it, if a new road, and it becomes a State
road and is under superintendence by the
comimission,

But in all these cases the county or
counties must pay the cost of grading
and of bridges and culverts.

It the l.egislature orders a highway,
built for the State the commission must
plan and superintend the work. If such
a road runs through a town or city that
town or ¢ity may contract with the com-
mission to superintend the work,

All contracts made by the commission
must first have the approval of the Govy-
ernor and Council.

The State holds itself responsible for
damages to persons due to defects or
want of repairs in State highways.

No State highway can be cut or dug for
pipes or rails or the like without approval
of the local town or county Superintend-
ent and sanction of the Highway Com-
mission, and, it agreed to, the work shall
be done under supervision of the com-
mission.

The commission annually publishes
an elaborate statistical and advisory re-
port on the whole subject of road build-
ing and maintenance, movement of traf-
fic on roads, ete.

YHE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE
i County of Sacramento do ordain as fol-
OwWs:
