Second Day and Last—The Conven-
tion a Success.

It Resolves on a Policy—It Provides for
Its Future—It Sets in Motion
Good Road Agitation.

The State Road Convention met yester-
day at 9 A, M. in the Senate Chamber.
The first thing it did was to puta time
limit on speeches,

tem, as it tended to make rural life more
desirable.

The eight-block amendment was ap-
proved and the resolution as amended
was adopted.

Iie suggestion that whoeel tire widths
should be regulated according to weight
wheeled was taken up. A motion to
table and leave the matter to the Super-
visors was made,

_Mr. Fiicher suggested that the conven-
tion refer all things to the Supervisors
and adjourn, if it had not courage to
speak. Hesaid wide tire regulations in
Placer had saved the people immeuse
sums. Weshould not tax ourselves to
build good roads and thén tolerate ma-
chines to grind thein out,

Mr. Barton of Placer urged adoption
and showed how a wide tire system in
Placer keeps the roads good and the nar-
row tire cuts them up. Placer has fine
natural roads; some counties have not,
but wide tires on alt soils are beneficial.

Mr. Plunkett, in behalf of C. A. Wet-
more, presented a paper on ‘‘Road Pro-
motion,” which was read. It asked for a
national bureau for education on the sub-
jects of road construction and mainte-
nance; also for preparation of Road En-
gineers; also that in counties road build-
ing should be by local authority, under
supervision of a Board of State Engi-
neers; also for issue of a national cur-
rency to be used for road purposes, irri-
gation of arid land, etec. Several other
tinancial propositions were set forth. Be-
fore the reading was completed the con-
vention ordered the paper laid on the
tablo as being too financially involved
for consideration at this time.

Professor Kmory L. Smith of Palo Alto
presented a resolution creating an Edua-
cational Committee consisting of J. A.
Woodson and two engineers to ascer-
tain the literature of good roads and in-
torm delegates of it and to devise means
to disseminate information upon road re-
form. Professor Smith read a brief paper
on the importance of such information
being disseminated, The resolution pre-
vailed,

Mr. Kager of Solano moved that the
praceedings and all papers introducea
and statistics gathered for it be printed
ior distribution. The motion was lost.

Mr, Miller of Sacramento moved that
cach Board of Supervisors be asked to

He said the dele-
gates were not afraid to debate it, as the
morning paper had said they were.

The question was on the resuscitation of
the resolution moved by Mr. Filcher. It
was lost, and the committee resolution or
proposition was adopted.

The ten-block systemi of Contra Costa
of numbering roads, as proposed by the
committee, was taken up.

The numnbers are according to
biocks of one-tenth of a mile each, or 5.8
feet. On the right even numbers, on the
left the cdd numbers ara placed.

Mr. McCullough of San Francisco said

nyone could go easily in Sacramento to
any point because of the numbers of
sireets one way and letters another, and
the house-numbering corresponding with
street names. It is easy for ai], So, with
the one-tenth-mile system of road-num-
bering: it gives the exact location and dis-
tauce. It will help on to rurai postal de-
livery; it is also a guide to every traveler.

Mr, Gilbert of Fresno approved the ten-
block system as a scheme, but moved to
change the resolution to an eight-block
system, as country lands are divided into
ten, twenty, forty and eighty acres. An

The two aimnendments were considered
and the amendments accepted by the
Committee on Resolutions and the reso-
lution adopted unanpimonsly and with
spirit.

The proposition to erect an Executive
Committee of seven to be named to draft
a road law, to agitate good road matters
and to call a future convention, coliect
statistics and submit the whole to that
conveniion was taken up. It was
amended to make the committee nine
1ustead of seven.

Mr. Price of Colusa pointed out what
the proposition meant, and urged such
agitation as will lead up to resulis that all
so much desire. This Executive Com-
mittee should go to work at once, and put
afoot work to accomplish that which this
conventioncannot do ina few brief hours.
It is a matter of persistent education and
agitation. Some countiesthink they have
good roads that really bhave not, because
the judgment of the people who call the
roads good is at fault as to what consti-
tutes a good road in thelight of discovery,
scientitic research and the advance made
in road engineering. Give California a
proper system of roads and see how she
will leap forward and build up,

Mr. Maslin was ealled on to tell a cer-
tain story in point with the subject.

With & humorous remark about
Capital location the oflicer bade the dele-
gates good-by on behalf of Sacramento,
and the convention adjourned sine die at
4 p. M. .
