CALIFORNIA’S STRENGTH,

During the severe stringency in com-
mercial affairs which has existed of late
all over the country—in fact over the
financial world—it 1s a pieasure to see
how well our State, its merchants and
financial institutions, have withstood the
seige. It has undoubtediy been the hardest
experience since the State began to as-
sume great importance in the commercial
world.

In its earlier history from 1849 to 1854
California was the great producer of gold
in its crude state. No coin was required,
the buyer paying for his purchases in
‘‘dust” and often giving more than full
weight, for gold was abundant and a
grain—more or less—cut very little fig-
ure. When the State began to fall into
line with other commercial communities
and regularly coined money came into
general circulation, California suflered
from frequent disasters and disappoint-
ments. Floods and fires swept over
thriving towns, and Sacramento espe-
cially, suffered from both—but there
were always those who had been more
fortunate and were not swept® off the
earth, who generously came to the aid of
the unfortunate and the devastated dis-
tricts were rapidly rebuilt, stronger and
on a firmer basis than ever,

When the Central Pacific Railroad ap-
proached completion everybody looked
for an era of unequaled prosperity to be-
gin as soon as the last spike should be
driven. It was expected that immigra-
tion would set in at once and almost ex-
ceed the capacity of the railroad to
handle. In all directions towns were sur-
veyed and laid out in small lots, and in
and around San Francisco alone there

were homestead lots sufficient to provide |
The spring of 1869

for 10,000 families.
saw the last spike driven and the rail-
road open for business and capable of
hauling everything offered, but no large
immigration came, It was a great disap-
pointment and the fall of 1869 saw a very
stringent money market,

The Bank of California was then the
great financial institution and almost the
sole dependence for money all over the
State. Interior banks were very few and
absolute coin was carried by express all
through the State to move crops and pay
for grain. The Bank of California was
extended to its fullest capacity and
largely to a few favored customers, who
had borrowed far beyond their proper
limits. Loans were called in and it was
almost impossible to obtain money even
to move the grain crops then ready for
market. Real estate schemes fell per-
fectly flat and several heavy failures took
place, but
storm, and once getting over the worst
the great ship of finance, close-reefed, be-
gan to glide along into smoother waters.
Soon fairer winds came from the (om-
stock mines with strong currents of pre-
cious metals from Belcher and Crown
Point, followed by a regular ‘““bonanza”
from Consolidated Virginia, while the
gold mines of California, and especiaily
the hydraulic mines, served to place Cal-
ifornia, from 1872to0 1875, in the front

rank of the more prosperous States of the |

Union.

It was during this period that the fail-
ure of Jay Cooke & Co. and
Sherman & Co. paralyzed the

confidence that required several years to
restore, but California went through this
period with ease and was prosperous. In

1875 the closing of the Bank of California
{ and condition at the present time show it. |

took the financial world by surprise and
naturally created great alarm. The timid
rushed to the savings and commercial
banks for their money to hide it away,
and in many cases embark in enterprises
that lost it all, But California had be-
come rich and strong. Capital was
abundant and principally belonged to
our own people, though a large amount
of foreign capital was employed in com-
mercial banking. Interior banks of
ample capital and under good manage-
ment had been established and almost
every town of any size had a bank. The
stringency and lack of confidence did not
last long, and the stockholders of the
Bank of California, finding themselves
personally liable for its debts, at once be-
gan to re-establish it till in a few years it
became one of the strongest banks in the
United States, with a credit in all the
financial centers of the world second to
none.

Since that time our State has steadily
gained strength, though the mines have
produced less and the hydraulic minesi
have been stopped, but the commercial f
world has moved quietly and steadily |
forward until met by the present ecrisis,
which has been universal. It has not |
only been a storm, but a cycione. It did !
not start in any one place or from one
particular cause, but from several. Fam- |

The reserve fund of many San
Francisco banks was sufficient to meet
every depositor’s demand at sight, and
the same was the case with Sacramento
banks, their sound condition having been
the subject of special mention by the
Bank Commissioners at their last exam-
ination, The most critical examination
found nothing to take exception to, and
our banks may be regarded as perfectly
solvent. :

The year 1803 has undoubtedly been
one of the most disappointing in the his-
tory of the State. Good crops and no
profit. Grain has a fair average yield
and sells at unprecedentedly low prices.
Farmers are not afforded any facilities
for storing, and borrowing money, but
| must accept any prices that the purchas-
| ing markets wouid pay. Some have sug-
‘gested collusion between banks and
shippers to get wheat cheap, but a
greater fallacy never existed and the
banks could only furnish money to en-
able cargoes to be made up and the ex-
change sold to reimburse them as quickly
| as possible, Wool has been difficult to
I sell even at half usual prices. Both
scarcity of money and uncertainty of a
change in tarif’ laws has stopped all de-
mand and it was difficult to find a buyer.
Fruit has been very abundant and beg-
ging a market. Those so fortunate asto
reach an Eastern market promptly found
fair returns for green fruits, but can-
| neries have been deprived of their usual

banking facilities and in very many in-

stances have remained closed and the
| pack will not be one-half the wusual

{only found limited sale. Hops alone
; proved the exception and will pay as well
| or better than an average of years. The
? crop is good in quality and quantity and
| prices remunerative.
{ The hydraulic mines would have sup-

have not been able to get at work under
new Government regulations. And yet
with all these disappointments and cur-
tailment of the annual wealth production
of the State there has been no wide-
spread alarm or distress, no crowding or
pushing to the wall. California’s
strength has been conserved in the mu-
tual support its citizens gave each other,
and her commerce is carried on more
generally with her own ecapital than
almost any other State in the Union.

Twenty-five years ago Chicago was
said to be owned by Boston or New Eng-
land, so great was the Eastern capital in-
vested there in mortgages. Investment
companies and associations have located
largely in almost all the larger Western
cities and States, while our State has been
built up with its own capital, and neither
