WasHINGTON, Sept. 15.—Importers ot
hosiery and gloves,manufacturers ot plush
and velvets, cotton yarns, pearl buttons,
felts, gold-beaters, straw hats and pearl-
workers were represented before the
Ways and Means Committee in the tariff
arguments to-day.

The first speaker was Maurice Lowy,
importer of hosiery and gloves. He asked
for a specific duty on articles in pre.er-
ence to an ad valorem duty.

Owen Osborne next argued for (e re-
tention of the dutias on cotton goods.

Titus Sheard championed the knit
goods industry, and favored asystem of
ad valorem and specific duties combined,
and asked that the duties be permitted to
remain as they are now.

Fred. E. Kip, in the interest of the
plush apd velvet industry, declared that
if the specific and ad valoremn duties now
imposed are removed it would intlict
great injury on wage-earners now em-
ployed in the industry.

A. Sanford, representing the cotton
yarn industry, declared that if the tariff
was reduced it would be necessary to de-
crease the wages of workmen.

S. B. Chase wanted no changein the
tarifl’ schedules on the cotton industry,
but if a change was necessary he would

WASHINGTON, Sept. 15.—In the Senate
to-day the speech of Senator Lindsay of
Kentucky and his defense of Secretary
Carlisle, whose suécessor in the Senate he
is, was received most attentively.

To-morrow eulogies will be delivered
upon the late Senator Stanford of Cali-
fornia.

Among the petitions presented to-day
was one by Cullom of 1linois of ex-soi-
diers residents of his State, alleging that
they are beset by detectives of the Gov-
ernment traveling in disguise, secretly
co-operating with those who have been
distinguished for antipathy for those who
fought for the flag. Itis alleged that the
spies, with friendly pretenses, visit the
homes of pensioners, and with the basest
hypocrisy and fawning deception seek to
tind some clew to furnish the Pension
Office to deprive old veterans or their
pensions. The petitioners ask proiection
ifrom the methods of Government otlicers
who attempt to brand the peusioners as
perjurers and criminais without the right
ol being heard in their own defense. Cul-
lom said the petiiion contained very seri-
ous allegations, which, if true, should be
brought to light.

Manderson of Nebraska submitted a
resolution, which went over until to-
morrow, asking information of the In-
terior Department as to the abolition or
consolidation of land offices in Nebraska.
Other States were included at the sugges-
tion of different Senators. Manderson
said if oflices were abolished or consoli-
dated in Nebraska it had been done with-

In the
beginning of his speech Lindsay called
attention to the fact that the bill now un-
der consideration contains not a word
looking to the discontinuance of silver
coinage under the existing laws, and
leaves unimpaired the provisions of the
Act of 1890 for the coinage of silver in
the future. He characterized as most ex-
traordinary his position. *“We ought
not,” said he, *bad as the present law is,
to repeal it until it is known what future
legislation in the interest of siiver the
President will propose.” He said he
read the President’s message in vain to
find evidence upon which Senator Pugh
rests the belief that the President does
not intend to keep faith with the party
and people. Lindsay then took up the
charge of 1nconsistency so frequently
made of late against Secretary Carlisle,
and defended him at length against the
accusations., =3

There bas been a steady exodu8
to-day and to-night of certificate-holding
homeseekers from the towns and camps
to convenient places along the border,
wlience an advantageous start can be
made. The farmers have about all se-
cured certificates and have loaded their
prairie schooners and moved on with
their families.

DEVASTATED BY FIRE

Nearly One-Third of Wisconsin
Burned or Threatened.

HUNDREDS OF DWELLINGS WIPED
OUT OF EXISTENCE.

Many Towns and Villages Surrounded
by Flames, With Little Prospéct: of
Their Being Saved—Several Lives
Reported Lost, While Hundreds of
Families are Rendered Homeless—
The Losses Estimated to Run Into
the Millions,

MILWAUKEE, Sept. 15.—Dispatches to-
day from a score of Northern Wisconsin
cities tell stories of great loss by forest
fires. Marshfield, Junetion City, Dexter-
ville, Prentice, Spencer, Medford, Rhine-
lander, Stevens’ Point and other places,
with a population of one to six thousand,
are surrounded by flames and in the
greatest danger of being wiped out.

Everything between Dabier, Wood
County, and Necedah, Janeau-County, on
the Milwaukee and St. Paul Railroad, is
burned. Dexterville is threatened with
annihilation.

Hundreds of scattered dwellings known
to be in the path of the flames are doubt~
less burned.

Every square mile of the vast timbered
district of Wisconsin is as dry as tinder,
and the flames are sweeping onward

without check. The losses will doubtless
run into the millions.

The district already fire-swept and that
threatened includes nearly one-third of
the State.

Wisconsin is overhung by a pall of
smoke, reaching from Lake Michigan to
Lake Superior and from the extreme
eastern border of the State tp the Missis-
sippi River. w5E

THE DAMAGE CANNOT BE ESTIMATED.

MAarsurieLp (Wis.), Sept. 15.—Never
since the fire of 1871 have such terrible
forest fires burned in this State as raged
through Northern Wisconsin the past
ifew days. The extent of the damage can-
not be estimated, owing to the fact that
the fire cut off telegraphic communica-
tion with the smaller towns. On timber
the losses are of course heaviest, and
¥rank McMillan, of the MeMillan Lum-
ber Company, in an interview to-night
said the loss to the Wisconsin forests
from the recenf’ fires would prob-
ably amount to between five and
six millions. This represents a vast
amount of pine, as weil as hardwood
timber, covering a land area which even
those most familiar with the forests of
Wisconsin cannot estimate. In fact it is
scarcely exaggerated that all of Northern
YWisconsin is one smoldering furnace, so
complete is the line of fires which are
raging in the forest between here and
Lake Superior. Where they will end, no
one can say, but unless there is rain in
Northern Wisconsin within the next
forty-eight hours even greater disasters
than have already occurred may be ex-
pected from the fires.

Marshfield is entirely surrounded by
fires, and while not now in any immedi-
ate danger, reports are hourly brought to
the city by residents along the different
railways of terrible fires raging, and
which have already made many families
homeless and destitute.

As yet no one can confirm the reports
of losses of life from flames,' ' That some
settlers were cut off by flames and killed
is very probable. Many persons escaped
death only after adventures of the most
thrilling character. o
+ On everyside are evidences of yester-
day’s battle with the flames, in which
the citizens of Marshfield had a hard fight
to save the town. Several buildings were
destroyed on the outskirts.

Reports of terrible fires at Spencer and
Colby were received to-night. Just how
many families were left homeless by the
fires cannot be learned, but surely fifty.
Nearly all the residents between this city
and McMillan yesterday packed up their
goods and moved to this city, and settlers
from other parts of the county are fast
following in their footsteps., Reinforce-
ments have gone to McMillan from this
city and Stevens Point, bat it is doubtful
if they can save the mills, which, with
the lumber around them, are worth $250,-
000, Southwest of the city, on the Omaha
road, there is another fierce fire burning,
and a large party of men have gone from
here to head it off.

MARSHFIELD’S NARROW ESCAPE.

MarsHFIELD (Wis,), Sept. 15.—Last
night, driven by terrific winds, two great
forest fires—one north the other south of
the city—swept everything before them.
Once the fire reached the city limits, but
the bucket brigade staid its progress
there.

Powers Station, two miles north, con-
taining a dozen families, was wiped out.
The inhabitants barely escaped with their
lives. Two children of Frank Codii are
reported to have been suffocated,

MecMiilan, five miles east, is surrounded
by fire, but it is believed will be saved.

Many settlers’ families have arrived
here, having lost everything. The dan-
ger is believed to have passeﬁ this city.

All hope of saving the village of Me-
Millan has been abandoned. The town
has a population of 500. McMillan has a
milling plant valued at $150,000.

EVERYTHING SWEPT AWAY.

MILWAUKEE, Sept. 15.—Advices of rail-
way offices here sre to the effect that
flames swept everything between Bab-
cock aud Necedah, a distance of twenty
miles. The ceuntry is sparsely settled,
so the damage is only to timber.

Near Merrill to-day two children of
Fred Wagge were burned to death in the
forest fires.

GREEN Bay (Wis), Sept. 15.—This
afternoon a terrific windstorm set in.
The prarie fires northwest of McDonald’s
lumber mill at Fort Howard increased in
volume, and in less than twenty minutes
the fire reached the lumber yards and
mill and destroyed them. The loss is
over $50,000. There is a heavy gale of
wind to-night, and it is feared more fires
will oceur before morning.

ROBBERS MAKE A BIG HAUL.

.
HOLD UP A TRAIN NEAR BOSTON
STATION, MICI.

They Secure Seventy-five Thousand
Dollars, Money Intended to Pay
Off the Employes of a Mine.

Special to the RECORD-UNION.

HoveaToN (Mich.), Sept. 15.—The ex-
press car on the Mineral Range passen-
ger train which left Hancock at 9 o’clock
this morning for Calumet was held up
and robbed by bandits half a mile from
Boston Station about half an hour later,
The robbers secured #75,000 in cash. The
money was intended to pay off the em-
ployes of the Calumet and Hecla copper
mine, for whom to-morrow was pay day.
The money was drawn this morning
from the First National Bank of Hough-
ton and the Superior Savings Bank of
Hancock.

The express car was in charge of Mes-
senger D, W. Hogan, and there were no
special guards. The train was going along
at the usual speed, and within half a mile
of a little station called Boston, five miles
from here, when a man stepped into the
middle of the track and tlagged the train,
The engineer quick applied the brakes,
no thought of train-robbers entering his
mind. The man stepped behind the sta-
tion-house, and as the train stopped two
women passengers got off.

At that moment a masked man jumped
on the locomotive and pointed a revolver
at IKngineer Schulter, and ordered himi to
stops The engineer thought he was fool-
ing, or a lunatic, but the gun went off and
the engineer kuew he was at the mercy of
a desperate man. The fellow pushed the
engineer into the corner of the cab and
grabbed the lever to kcep the engine
moving slowly, showing perfect famil-
iarity in handling the engive. Fireman
Sutheriand jumped out, and was met by
two more of the robbers, who fired at
him, ordering bim back. He bad no al-
ternative but to obey. Two more rob-
bers in the meantime got on the front
end of the express, and with a sledge
smashed in the car door,

Express Messenger Hogan theg tells
his story: *‘I was sitting in my chair,” he
said, *with my feet on the box, singing,
when I heard a crash, and, looking up,
saw a masked man covering me with two
revolvers and ordering ‘Hands up.’
There was another man just behind him,
I threw up my hands wmighty quick, and
the robbers took my gun away. Thon
they demanded the keys of the saie, 1
pretended to be looking for the right
key, when they throatened to Kill
me. I then opened the safe and
took out four packages of curroncy,
and one of the robbers scooped them iuto
a bag he carried. Backing out of the car
door again, they fired two cshots, evi-
dently a signal to the robber on the trais,
who ordered the engineer to go on, say-
ing: ‘You will fina a rail pulled up
about three miles aliead.” The engineer
pulled the throttle wide open and tlew for
Osceola, a telegraph ofiice, when
news ol the robbery was at once tele-
graphed here. The robbers, on’ leaving
the train, disappeared in the woods, the
one who had the treasure waiving his
hands at the passengers, who were igno-
rant of what had taken place, so quickly
was the robbery completed. Aumong the

assenyers was Telier Iish, of the First
National Benk of Hanecock, with $40,000
in carreney in his pockets, but the rob-
bers did not know it.”’

As soon as the train arrived at Calumet
the Calumet and Hecla Company sent
nearly 100 Deputy Sherifls in every di-
rection in chase. Sherift Dunn also sent
deputies out from Houghton, and tug
boats were sent along the luke shore to
out off escape by water. Kvery road is
ciosely guarded.

Jack King, a Cornish wrestler, Johu
Kehoe, a sport, and Jack Challoew were
scen driving very fast into town about
10 o’clock, and persons near Doston Sta-
tion saw a borse corresponding in color
to theirs tied up near the station. These
men and a man named Gorman were ar-
rested, and the clew against them seems |
to be a very strong one. The conductor |
of the train, who saw- the robbgrs walkl
away, thinks the gait and general ap-
pearance corresponds to these men. Jack
Challew’s wife attempted to leave by tue
noon train, but she was brought back,
‘The prisoners were put under $10,000
bonds, in default of which they were
placed in jail. They will bave a hearing
at 2 o’clock to-morrow. A man named
Butler, from Marquette, was also ar-
restegl this evening, and will have an ex-
amination with the others to-morrow.

The robbery does not interfere with
the paying off of the miners at the Calu-
met and Hecla, as the banks in the coun-
try loaned them all the funds needed'for1

the purpose.

The loss'by the robbery falls on the
American Express Company, which has
ordered ihe best dchuves from Chicago
to-night.

The wildest excitement prevails

VIOLENT STORMS IN SPAIN.

Great Damage and Lo;s of Life in the
Province of Toledo. ;

MADRID, Sept. 15.«-The Province of
Toledo wasswept by violent storms, great
damage resulting. Large tracts were
flooded and many lives were lost. Forty
corpses so far have been recoverdd.
Twenty-five miles of the Southern Rail-
way is submerged. Relief trains have
been sent from various points.

At the Villa Canas the death roll is said
to be appalling. The peasants sought
refuge from the waters in caves and on
the hillsides for the night. When all were
sleeping the waters rose suddenly and
flooded the caves and drowned the sleep~
ers. The Rianzeres is a raging torrernt,
carrying death and destruction with it

Marizoeres is also flooded, doing much
damage to some small villages, and
groups of houses were washed away.
Persons escaping in the boats were cap-
sized by floating trees and driftwood and
drowned.

A number of villages are cut off from
the rest of the world, with death staring
them in the face. In one village only
eight out of sixty-four are known to have
escaped,
