NEw OrLEANS, Oct, 6.—The aftermath
of the great storm continues to pour in,
bringing additional details of death, suf=-
fering and destruction. Onthe Cheniere-
Camunada it has reached the climax of
horrors. It contained one town (Camin-
daville) of about 1,800 people, the majority
fishermen. On Sunday evening there
were 1,200 dwellings within the limits;
to-day twenty-five only remain standing,
and of these not one is uninjured. The
very ground upon which they were built
is torn and rent. The pier has disap-
peared. Only a heap of oyster shells
marks the spot where it stood. Notaleaf
remains upon the luxuriant shade trees,
and the trees for the most part are pros-
trated, and growing fields blotted from
the face of the landscape. Grief-stricken
survivors came and went silently, or
stopped to mutter a few words of condo-
lence.

It is not an unusual thing to see ragged
fishermen embrace each other in tears.
Fathers and mothers are burying sons
and daughters, and vice versa.

Hundreds of bodies are still unburied,
some under wrecked buildings, others
floating on the bay.

SHOT TO DEATH.

of Bomb-Thrower Pallas
Carried Out.

Barceroxa, Ocl. 5.—Pallas,
archist, who September 2ith made an at-
ternpt upon the life of Captain-General
Martines Campos, by throwing two

bombs at him, was shot at 9 o’clock this |
morning, according to the sentence of the |

court-martial which tried him.
From tirst to last Pallas refused the
ministrations of the priest, sneered at

their exhortations, laughed at their pict- |
ures of the future state of the unrepent- |

ant, and marched to the place of execu-
tion singing an anarchist song.as il to
drown the words of the holy fathers of
church.

‘The execution took place in an in-
closure mnear the castle of Montjuich.
A large body of troops of all arms formed
three sides of a square, facing the death
wall against which Pallas was placed.
Outside the line of troops crowds of peo-
ple were gathered, though not as great as
it would have been but for the fact that
the place of execution had not been an-
nounced in advance, with a view of pre-
venting an opporwunity for Pailas’anarch-
ist friends plotting a dynainite outrage in
connection with it.

The preliminaries being arranged, the
firing squad was drawn up, guns loaded
and Pallas placed against the wall, his
back to the firing squad. A sharp order
was given, the guns came to a shoulder,
and, as the commanding officer’s sword
fiashed forward, a volley rang out and
Pallas fell forward, dead.

Then the body was lifted up, the troops
marched away and all was over.

Public Answer to a Letter of At-
torney-General Olney.

THE PRESIDENT MISINFORMED AS|
TO THE STATE OF AFFAIRS.

A Chilean Bark Wrecked on the Wash-
IIis

Wife and Four Seamen Drowned—

The Grand Lodge of Good Templars
Completes Its Routine Business and

Los ANGELES, Oct, 6,—A few days ago
Attorney-General Olney published a let-
ter in the New York ZYmes ridiculing
Federal Judge Ross because of his decis-
ion in the Chinese deportation cases. To-
day Judge Ross made public an answer
to Olney.

Judge Ross quotes a portion of the At-
torney-General’s letter, in which he as-
signs the reason for his failure to provide
funds for the execution of the deporta-
tion clause of the Geary Act to the United
States Marshals’ accounts, and then
quotes Olney’s telegram to the District
Attorney, in which he says he has been !
advised by the Secretary of the Treasury |
that there are no funds to carry out the |
provisions of the Aect,

Judge Ross calls attention to the incon-
sistency of these statements.

**My telegram to the President referred
to by you was as follows: ‘In the per-
formance of judicial duties, I have been
called upon to administer the provisions
of Section 13 of the Act of Congress of
September 13, 1858, and of Section 6 of the
Act of May 5, 1892, In proceedings regu-
larly commenced and prosecuted, pur-
suant to those laws, certain Chinamen
have been ordered to be taken by the
Marshal to the port of San Francisco, and
there deported to China. A number of
suchr persons are now detained in the jail
at Los Augfvlus. under such orders, and
have been for a number of days. The
Marshal states in open court that he has
no funds with which to execute the
()rdersf, and that he so advised the Attor-
ney-General by these telegrams, without
any response irom him. This practical
annulment of the laws and of the orders
of the Judicial Department, regularly
mado in pursuance of them, strikes at the
foundation of our system of government,
and cannot be permitted to pass un-
challen«ge(l.' I therefore respectfully call
your attention to it for such action as
you may deem proper.’ ”’

udge Russ shows, by quoting a num-
ber of decisions, that the Attorney-Gen-
exiul was wrong in his claim that the Aect
of September 13, 1888, is nota vahd law,
and says: ‘‘One would suppose that the
Attorney-General, before underiaking to

States Judge, would inform himself in
respect to the law under which such an
order was inade, especialily when the de-
cisions upon the subject are put in his
hand. The truth is that in this business
you are following in the footsteps of your
immediate predecessor, Attorney-Gen-
eral Miller, in the Itata case, and have
made yourselt ridiculous. In that case
he distinguished himself in the same way
by so grossly misstating the facts and my
decision as to lead the then President,
General Harrison, into similar misstate-
ments in soimportant papers as messages
to Congress and to denounce a decision
which was afterward aliirmed by the Cir-
cuit Court of Appeals for the Ninth Cir-
cuit, composed at the time of three
Judges, all of whom are appointees of
General Harrison,

**Iin the case of Chinamen, you have,
upon your own showing, evidently mis-
informed the President and other officers
charged with the execution of the law,
and through statements given to press
have held up my decisions as being with
authority of law, I shall, therefore, feel
no hesitaney in making pabiic this re-
sponse to your letter of September 20th,
which was adgressed to me in your offi-

Amendment to the Silver Repeal
Bill Offered,in the Senate.

PROVIDES FOR FREE COINAGE FOR
AMERICAN PRODUCT.

Secretary Carlisle, in IIis Revised

Estimates of the Cost of the De-
portation of Chinese Now in the
United States, in Accordance With

the Registration Act, Places the

WAsHINGTON, Oct.
to-day Blackburn of Kentucky substi-
tuted an amendment to the bill repealing
the silver purchasing clause of the Act of
1890.

coinage of silver of American produc-
tion. The Secretary of the Treasury is
autborized on the first day of each month
to establish a seignorage to be charged for
the following month, which is to be the
ditference between the market price of
silver bullion and the minted value after
coinage. This seignorage is not to be
coined, but is to be sold by the Secretary
of the Treasury for gold to be used for
the purpose of maintaining the parity of
gold and silver.

Call (Dem.) of Florida resumed his
speech against the bill, which was begun
Wednesday., Call made a lengthy arga-
ment in advocacy of the amendment sug-
gested by him, requiring allsilver bullion
in the Treasury to be coined into dollars,
halt dollars and quarters atthe existing
ratio of 16to 1. IHe also looked with
favor upon the amendment proposed by
Blackburn, and a lengthy discussion en-
sued between Dolph of Oregon and him-
self as to the effect of this amendment.

Pugh called attention to the small at-
tendance, but on roil call a quorum ap-
peared.

Butler of South Carolina followed, go-
ing into & lopg argument in favor of the
amendment which he submitted some
time ago repealing the tax on State bank
circulation.

Another roil call was necessary to pro-
cure a quorum, .

Teller of Colorado then took the floor
on the repeal bill, and resuming his speech
in opposition, begun some time ago,
Teller said he believed the evidence pro-
duced was suflicient to justify the state-
ment that neither the Secretary of the
Treasury northe Presidentintendeditoin-
terfere to prevent the disturbance that
was somewhat apparent as early as last
April.

EXHIBITIONS NOT CRUEL,

Charges of Miss Sickles Denounced as
Falsehoods.

WAsSHINGTON, Oct., 6.—In his report to
the Commissioner of Indian Affairs, Pro-
fessor Putnam, in charge of the Kthno-
logical exhibit at the World’s Fair, de-
nounces as falsehoods the charges made
by Miss Sickles, Chairman of the Uni-
versal Peace Union, that brutal and cruel
exhibitions of Indian dances are given at
the fair. The accusations are character-
ized as misrepresentation. There has
been no representation of the Indian sun
dance, and there has not been a single
Indian belonging to the United States
who has taken partin any exhibition, ex-
cept the Navajoes, who have been quietly
sitting in their hut weaving and nak-
ing silver work, The Indiats from Van-
couver Island, who are entirely outside
of the jursdiction of the United States,
have given exhibitions, performing cere-
monial songs and dances.

One cercmony counsists of jugglery,
when the Indians pretend to beat them-
selves with clubs and appear to become
covered with blood. These elubs have
little tubes made of kelp filled with red
paint. This paint is forced out when the
tubes are pressed against the body, and
this gives the appearance of blood. Even
this exhibition, which is pure jugglery
and of the same class as the jugglery of
the Hindoos and others, is in itseif of
considerable scientific importanceand in-
terest, as illustrating the custom which
has been in existence with these people
from time immemorial, was only per-

MORE MONEY NEEDED.

Revised Estimate of the Cost of De-
porting Chinese.
Wasnmingron, Oct. 6.—The Secretary

{of the Treasury sends Lo the Seuate a re-

vised estimate of the cost of the deporta-
tion of Chinese now in the United States,

in accordance with the provisions of the |

Geary law. The statement is supple-
mentary to that of September 12th, and
increases the estimate of the total appro-
priation necessary from $6,000,000 to $10,-
335,000, A portion of this increase, $1,360,-
000, is due to the fact that the steamship
companies have increased the rates of
transportation of Chinese from San Fran-
cisco to Hongkong trom $35 to $51.

The remaining portion of the increass
is due to the fact that the first estimate
did not include the expenditure on the
courts which the enforcement of the Act
renders necessary. The First Auditor of
the Treasury gives the opinion that $35
per capita will prove alow estimate of
cost under this head in California, while
the amount will be greatly increased in
other States.

As an example of the maximum of
such costs the Auditor instances the fees
of a United States Marshal in a deporta-
tion case in that State, in which the fees
have reached 3450, The Auditor thinks
that 570 is a fair average of such cosis,
outside of the expense of confinement,
which is from 50 cents to $1 per day, and
would therefore increase the amount nec-
essary indefinitely.

BOMBARDMENT OF RI{O.

A Subject of Great Britain Kiiled
While in His Hotel.

BueENos Avres, Oct. 6.—During the
bombardment of Rio de Janeiro yester-
day a shell killed a subject of Great
Britain while he was standing at the
window of his hotel. The blockade of
Rio, Santos and Santa Catherina is stiil
maintained, though the Revolutionists
appear to gain little in consequence of it.

Populist Members Elated.

WasHaiNgroN, Oct. 6.—The Populist
members of the House are much elated
over rumors that Congressman Bryan of
Nebraska has renounced the Democratic
party on account of the failure of the
Nebraska Convention to indorse his free
silver position. Representative Boen of
Minnesota to-day sent Bryan the Ioll.ow-
ing telegram: ‘‘Accept congratulations
on you gallant fizht and defeat. You are
not at home in the Democratic camp. No
silver man is. Shake.”’

Plot to Assassinate High Officials.

Viex~a, Oct. 6,—The police of Prague
have discovered a Czech plot to assassi-
nate several high officials of the Govern-
ment of Bohemia. The conspirators be-
long to a secret society called *“On La-
dina.” The leader escaped to Paris.
Three hundred Czechs were arrested.
They are charged with anti-dynastic ten-
dencies.

A Burglar Killed.

GRrRAND Isnaxp (Neb.), Oct. 6.—Three
burglars werediscovered early this morn-
ing by two policemen in the act of rob-
bing a store. The thieves opened fire,
wounding Policeman Joseph Smith in
the leg. The officers returned the fire,
killing one of the burglars. His name is
unknown.

Republicans and Democrats Meet
in State Convention.

Republicans Contrast the Administra=

tions of Harrison and Cleveland—

Indorse the Present Administration.

acceptance he contrasted the Administra-
tion of Harrison with that of the present
Administration, to the detriment of the
latter.

The speaker’s references to the McKin-
ley bill brought out signiticant rounds of
applause and the great Ohioan was given
three cheers, while one delegate shouted,
*‘He'll be our next President, too.”

After the appointment of the usual com-
mittees, a recess was taken till 3:30 p. M.

Upon reassembling Hon. C. M. Depew
spoke. He referred to the resumption of
labor and closed factories. *‘But,”’ he
added, **wages are cut.” He declared
that in the one year of Democratic rule
labor lost in wages a large percentage of
the benelits assured them in twenty-five
years of the Republican administration.
He demanded that the ship of state now
drifting on the rocks of baakruptey and
distress be intrusted to the Republican
crew again for safe pilotage.

Judge Frank Brundage of Erie County
was repofted for permanent Chairman,
and after his speech nominations for the
Court of Appeals’ judgeship were firsé
made, these mnames being presented:
Judge William Rumsey of Bath, Edward
T. Bartlett, New York, and John Sabine
Smith. A ballot was bad, and Bartiett
was chosen by this vote: Bartlett 538},
Rumsey 97, Smith 80,

The Committee on Resolutions next
presented its report. The platforin starts
out with this sentence: *“T'he time has
come to rescue the State of New York
from the despotic control of an utterly
selfish and personal machine. All are
invited to join the Republican party to
efiact reform.”

Then follows a recitation of Judge
Maynard’s action in the election of 1891,
and a denunciation of what he did and
what his party was enabled to do, as a re-
sult of the apportionment, and subse-
quent legisiation in the Democratic
House and Senate are analyzed and con-
demmned.

Among its pledges the platform prom-
ises to prevent the prostitution of the
ballot, the burglary of the ballot-box and
larceny of election returns. The princi-
ples of the Minneapolis platform are re-
indorsed, and the present industrial un=-
certainty attributed to the fear of indis-
criminate reduction of the tariff duties
now in progress at Washington.

The only reference made to silver is
embodied in the clause ‘‘commending the
Republican Senators and Republicans in
Congress for adherence to the cause of
sound money and stable currency.”’

Nominations being resumed, General
John Palmer of Albany was nominated
by acclamation for Secretary of State,
and James A. Roberts of Buffalo, also by
acclamation, named for Comptroller.
Addison Colvin of Warren County was
nominated for State Treasurer; and Theo-
dore Hancock of Syracuse nominated for
State Attorney-General, and the ticket
was concluded by placing Campbell W.
Adams of One¢ida in nomiuation for State
Engineer.

The Constitutional Convention delega-
tion is headed by Joseph H. Choate of
New York.

A new State Committee was named
and the convention adjourned sine die.
