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As for the State prison convict, infamy
attaches to his condition, Hae is there for
reformation and for punishment, mainly
for the former. Industiry is a means to
reformation and in part a means of pun-
jshment. It should be gxacted for these
reasons, and to relieve the taxpayers, in
part at least, of the burden of supporting
the felon. But that condition no more
than in the other case justifies extension
of it to wider fields.

The Appeal says that the RECORD-
Ux10oN asserts ‘*without authority?’ that
empioyment of the convict ontside the
prison grounds results im or involves
jobbery and uneconomic procedure. As
for that we point to the convict pens of
the South, the inhumanity, extravagance
and wastefulness they have promoted.
We do not seek for ‘“‘authority,’” how-
ever, we hold to our position upon sound
reason. We assert that it is better for the
taxpayer that a free, willing laborer, who
earns what he receives and expendsitin
the community, should be employed in
permanent road building, than that the
convict should displace such labor.

We contend that no involuntary labor
ever was or ever will be 80 profitable as
free labor. It was not in the South in
slavery days, and never will be so long
as human pature remains what it is, We
assert that the transportation of conviets,
their guarding, their outside support, the
contracting for supplies, the maintenance
of comvict camps, and the politics in-
volved in the whole scheme would open
the door wide to jobbery, corruption, and
greater expense than any possible com-
pensating returns from the labor would
justify. : :

We object to the moral influence of
such exhibitions upon the public ways;
we object to bringing the convict into
contact with the outside world as opposed

to the best theory and practice of reforma-

tion, which calls for his seclusion; that
