
A MISTAKEN ARREST

Thwarts the Well-Laid Plan of a Gang
of Sharpers.

How the Robbery and Probable Mur-

der of a Virginia Banker

Was Prevented.

About three months ago an old farmer
©amed Davenoort, who lives near Kuox-
ville, Term., was beaten out of &000 by
the old swindle of the gold bricks, and a

few days afterward the police of Bristol
arrested two men who wore suspected of

lieing the sharpers who did the old man

out of his money. They were released
the next day, Chief Atkina of Knoxville
having come to Bristol and failed to

identify them. It has been learned by a

wanted in Knoxville, they were crooks
of the lirst water and were playing for
bigger game than their pals found in the
Tennessee granger.
