WORK AT THE SHOPS.

It Will Soon be Resumed on the Basis
of a Full Week,

Word came from San Francisco yester-
| day that this morning all the shops of the
| Southern Pacific’s Pacific system would
work on a basis of six daysa
week and eight hours a day.

H. J. Small, Superintendent of Motive
Power and Machinery, was out of the
city yesterday when a Recorp-UNION
reporter called to see him, but it was
{earned from another source that the re-
port was premature. It is understood
that between now and the 1st of the
wonth such an order will go into effect.

This will be gratifying intelligence to
the thousands of men who will be directly
atfected by the new order of affairs,

Several months ago the Southern Pa-
ciiic Company, in retrenching expenses,
reduced the working time or all shop-
hands to four days a weck and eight
hours a day. This rule atlected all the
shops located at Sacramento, Truckee,
Wadsworth, Terrace, Ugden, Oakland,
Fresno, Bakersfield, Los Angeles, Tuc-
son, Dunsmuir, Portland and all minor
points.

In the Sacramento shops alone the in-
creased time allowance means the pay-
moent by the company of about 350,000 a
month more to the men then they have

e e the reduction took etfect.

Articles of incorporation of the Pacific
Associated Press have been filed with the
Secretary of State, in which the objects
and purposes of the association are set
forth as follows:

“To engage in business as a gatherer of
news ot every character available or de-
sirable for the use of proprietors and pub-
lishers of newspapers throughout the
States of California, Oregon, Washington,
Nevada, Idaho, such portions of the State
of Montauna as lie west of the one hun-
dred and tenth (110) meridian of longi-
tude, and in all of the territories of Utah
and Arizona, and such other territory as
may be decided on; to sell such news to
the proprietors and publishers of news-
papers; and to exchange with the pro-
prietors and publishers of newspapers
| the news gathered by its oflicers and

agents, for news gathered or possessed by
| the proprietors and publishers of news-
papers throughout the whole of the
| United States and other countries of the
| world; to sell to, buy from, or exchange
| with, any corporation, person or firm,
engaged in the same line of business as
this -corporation, at any place in the
United States of America or other coun-
tries of the world, any news gathered by
this corporation, through its own oilicers
and agents, and other channels of in-
formation; to make such contracts with
telegraph, telephone and cable owners or
proprietors, and other persons, firms or
corporations engaged in business as car-
riers or transmitters of messages or com-
| munications, as may be necessary to pro-
| cure the prompt and reliable conveyance
| or transmission of such news,” 3

The principal place of business is to be
in San I'rancisco, and the capital stock is
100,000, divided into 1,000 shares. The
incorporators mentioned are George K.
