Places in the National Cabinet not
Sinecures.

Most of tho President's A.- la ira Have
to Labor Harder Than Their Subor-
dinates — Kesponslb'litles Which
Hiivo Overweighted Many—Quick-

ness With V.'-hieh the Clerks Find

Out the Caliber of the Head—A
Look Into tho Rooms of tho Secre-

taries In Washington.

To those persons who only hear of Cab-
inet oiiicers when they am on parade,
and who can think of them only as indi-
viduals chosen for a timo to bask in the
sunlight of publicity, it seldom occurs
1bat tne Cabinet officer is a man of work,
and it would probably surprise them to
know that most » abinet oliicers devote
more hours of each day to hard labor
than of the subordinates in their depart-
ments, says the Washington correspond-
ent of the New York Times.

Yet that is the fact, and to the labor that
they perform :s to be added, in some in-
stances, a vast weight of responsibility,
\u25a0when tho cour-e to be pursued by a de-
partmeut may have much to do with tho
disturbance or continued even tenor of
business. That there is much of anxiety
to be borne in the Cabinet olliees is known
to all who recall the pathetic fate of Sec-
retaries Folger, Manning and Windoxn,
each ot whom, no doubt, hastened his
death by too close application to the busi-
ness ot tho Treasury during periods of
the history of that department wheu the
public attention was rixed upon it, and
public expectation was regarding the

iary as ar. officer endowed with the
power to restore business peace and
general prosperity by the adoption of a
policy.

Cabinet officers in different Adminis-
trations are generally very much alike in
their ways of working, and in each of the
departments the now comer linds that
experience has led to the establishment
of methods that cannot be abandoned be-
cause they mean good order, thorough-

responsibility, dispatch and securi-
ty. But from one Administration to an-
other there appear individual differences.

When such amauunlortu-
nately gets into a Cabinet ollice, tho de-
partment of which he is the head will
bliow it long before the public learns of
v;e fact.

He is always busy, lie
seldom refuses to see men, aud when he
does the person rejected does not get the
impression that he was badly treaied.

illhas now acquired so good a gen-
eral knowledge of the bureaus of his Ue-

partment that he loses no time in dispos-
ing of business, and the recent report of
efficiency in tho i;;ail service shown that
since be took chance there has been a
marked and gratifying Improvement,
ami that the efficiency of clerks is higher
than it has been in roars.

Just across F street from tbePoal
Department is the Department of the In-
terior. Itis a great white building with
vast reaches of gloomy hails. In the
southeast corner, on the second lloor
above the basement, are three rooms for
Secretary Hoke Smith. Tho first room is
really little more than a corner of tho
hall, partly fenced off, and held by Claude
N. Bennett, tho Private Secretary, as a
reception room. This room is always
open. Mr. Bennett is a newspaper man,
and one of tho best of Private Secretaries,
having the faculty of getting ridof some
visitors without offending them and ot
knowing the visitors whom the Seretary
should see. This reception room has a
few Indian pictures on its walls, and
what looks like a gigantic wardrobe in
the corner, taking up much space.

Just beyond this reception hall is the
bary's public office. It is a plain

room, with paintings ofSecretaries Smith
Ohio] and Ewing, and crayons of later

Secretaries on the walls. There is a desk
in the center of the room and a jumble of

jsive furniture about. That is char-
acteristic of the department which is ev-
erywhere crowded. In this room, and at
the hours fixed for receptions, the Secre-
tary, who stands a good deal of the time
to receive callers, meets people who have
business with him. lie has a happy way
of pushing business so that there is no
unnecessary stealing away of his time. A
Secretary of tho interior who is not a
workingman is soon found out. and tho
fact discovered lias something to do, no
doubt, with the business habit of the de-
partment, No one ventures to say that
Mr. Smith is not a worker. He is at his
desk at, 8 more frequently than later, and
when he leaves at 6it is to continue his
wotk at home.

lv the Interior Department, as in
departments, the example of the bead
impresses itself upon the subordinates of
every degree. The Secretary who begins
early and works iate furnishes a good ex-
ample to the clerk. It is ethical in the
departments among the clerical force to
arrive on timo, but not before, ami to quit
promptly. Overwork voluntarily in-
dulged in la apt to make the worker nn-
popular, and overwork without extra
pay is oppression. It has only been pos-
sible for Mr. Smith to acquire complete
grasp of his department by continuous
application, and this he has given with
such energy as to fully justify tho late
Justice Laniar in his judgment that he
would prove to be 11 successful occupant
of the important office.

On the east side of the building ia which
Secretaires Gresham and Latnont have
their offices are tho offices of Secretary of
the Navy Hilary A. Herbert. They are
on tho same lloor with the other depart-
ment oilico Secretaries, and face the east,
the White House being opposite Secretary
Herbert's room. Mr. Herbert has two
rooms. The first is his worshop in which
lie works little,and which is held by his
Private Secretary, L. U. Finuey. This
room has some good portraits of former
Secretaries of the >-avy on the walls and
.some naval pictures. It is apt to be dark
and gloomy, but it is a mucn-frequented
ollice. Secretary Herbert has stiffened
the rules of the oilico since he took pos-
ses-ion of it, and he managers to escape
much ot the visiting that Secretary Tracy
permitted so freely. But this is accounted
for, in parr, by the ease with which his
Assistant. Secretary, .Mr. McAdoo, re-
lieves him of much of tho talking of vis-
itors.

A great deal of Mr. Herbert's timo is
spent in his inner ollice, which is devoid
of adormnent,and upon the desk of which
there is always a mass of papers, plans,
designs and what not, to be considered
and passed upon. Here he is called upon
during the day by tho heads of the many
bureaus of the navy, and here, until
about 5 or o::J0, ho remains to push his
work. It is a busy oilice, and the Secre-
tary of the Navy has much business to
dispatch that, interests men having cross-
purposes. To one who fancies that the
principal occupation of the. Secretary is
to listen to salutes and keep the ships of
the navy steaming about the world, the
vexatious duties of tho Secretary would
prove amazing.

Inordinary times the !\avyDepartment
is oue of the best show departments in
Washington. Before the Chicago Expo-
sition opened, there were in the halls
near the Secretary's office many models
of our latest ships of war. They are now
all at Chicago, on board the brick shin
Illinois, and there is little to be
about the building after one has passed
tho two anchors at tho entrance, to indi-
cate the character of tho service to which
the east side is devoted.

iS'o Cabinet officer is so pleasantly lo-
cated in many respects as Secretary of
Agi iculturo Julius Sterling Morton. The
Department of Agriculture is in the pub-
lic reservation south of Pennsylvania
Avenue, and to got to it one must pass by
areas ef lawn, diversified, immediately
in front of tho department building, by
handsome ueds of well-kept foliage plants
These supply visitors with object less.u.s,
and many a cailer has gone away with
the determination to have just sucii beds
as these at home. The Secretary is at
home in his oftico on the ground lloor.
I'tC has no Stairs to climb, and there is
little use for an elevator in the building
as it is not lofty.

The visitor to tho Secretary ofAgricult-
ure can call early and find him in. He is
never later than 8:15 in reaching his office,
and he says that he Las the two best
hours of the day immediately after bis
arrival. The man between the Secretary
and the public is J. S. Charleston, his
Private Secretary. He is diplomatic, ex-
ercising a discreet discrimination, and
really keeping very few business people
from his chief. He lias a room made very
gloomy by a wall covering of veneer,
scarcely relieved by a map or two and a
bookshelf, iv addition to the Secretary's
desk and the desk of a typewriter.

In the Secretary of Agriculture's room,
next to the reception room, then; is more
light and little superfluous adornment.
A. fine bouquet of flowers from the gar-
dens of the department ornaments his
leak. There i 3 H photograph of "Uncle
Jerry" Husk on the wall, and some pict-
ures ofhigh-tared cattle on the Secretary's
Nebraska farm. ( >n the mantel there is a
photograph, taken forty years ago, in
which are seen Daniel W. Voorhees,
wearing a beard and a heavier head QJ
hair than he has now: Mr. .Morton as he

;red when lie was seeking admis-
sion to Congress as a delegate from the
Territory at Nebraska, and Senator Rich-
ar tson of Indiana. There are also photo-
graphs of tho house of the Secretary at
Nebraska City, with the infant grandson

of the Secretary proudly riding a donkey ;

in the foreground.
Secretary Morton is one of the most ac-

cessible of Cabinet officers, and he is
agreeable when he is found. He is fullof
vigor and interested in every [\u25a0•pic thai
men discuss. ]\i> is really interested in
tho things his visitors have to talk about,
and engages their interest in things that
are near to his own heart His conversa- i
tion is full of strong phrases, ami his
comments upon public affairs are original
and free from commonplace, if he yives I
tho impression that the department has i
hitherto run too much to seeds, micro-
scopes and patronage, he does it good-
naturedly, and with tho airof a man of '
practical views. He is a practical man,
he has plans for the future of tbe depart-
ment, and lie will adtninster it tor use
and at loss expense than it h;us boon run
in recent years.
