Indue Catlin Dei-ides That Ills Court
Has Jurisdiction.

J. D. Hite, affecting the Trustees
of Reclamation District No. 535), In
other words, he held that the district
should be classed with the "political di-
visions" of the county, and therefore be
subject to tiie same procedure that ap-
plies to other kinds of districts.

Albert M. Johnson and W. M. Sims,
Hite's attorneys, believe the court is in
error, and they will aoply to the Su-
preme Court for a writ of prohibition
against tho court counting the ballots cast
at the recent election for Trustees.

One of the Candidates Very Highly

Commended.

Citizens and Non-Partisans for the office
of City Collector, Mr. McKee is prob-
ably known to nearly every resident in
the city. Formerly a workman iv the

'! his gave bim strong support when he
was lirst a candidate for Auditor, several
years ago, and he was easily elected. His
efficiency in that office and the general
satisfaction he gave, as a public official.

No city official ever devoted per-
sonal attention to public duty more
strictly, nor filled the measure of require-
ment under public trust more perfectly.
