
PROGRESSIVE FORESTERS.

Their New Building Dedicated to the
Uses of the Order.

Tho Energetic Work of a Few Mem-

bers Gives a Monument of Im-

provement to Our City.

Sacramento is nothing if not progress-
ive in these days. Sho has new street
pavements, new sidewalks and new awn-
ings, and the members of a modern fra-
ternal organization have, by their fore-
sight and well-directed efforts, given the
city the distinction of having the lirst
building built by and dedicated to the
purposes of an order which, instituted
four years ago, now numbers 120,000 in
this country and 13,000 in this State. The
building is a magnificent one and a credit
to our city.

The Foresters' Hail was formally dedi-
cated to the purposes of the order on Sat-
urday nighU A delegation of the grand
officers and visiting Foresters from San
Francisco came up on tho fc*:lo train and
were met by the General Committee of
Arrangements, consistiug ofC. IL Seavey,

T. Brogan, August Gustafson. C. C. Hall
of Court Sacramento and O. N. Cronkito,
J. H. Dolan, P. Hirsch, H. It. Stone and
Kd Morris of <"ourt Capital. They were
escorted to the old Foresters' Hall on
Tenth street, where a procession was
formed and marched to the new hall.

First came the Foresters' Band in their
showy uniforms, followedby the Knights
of Sherwood Forest, Junior Court Pride,
Court Capitol, delegates from Courts Elk
Grove and oak Park, followed by Court
Sacramento. Some carried red lights and
others Roman candles, lighting up the
streets and making a lino display.

The hall was brilliantly lighted, both
by electric and gaslights, and beautifully
decorated with evergreens and cut liow-
ers. Its acoustic properties are fine and
every word of the speakers could be dis-
tinctly iieard. A large number of ladies
with their escorts had taken possession of
it before the procession arrived, and, al-
though the hall is a large one, its capacity
was tested to tho utmost, many being un-
able to gain admission. Tho Foresters'
Band discoursed music at intervals dur-
ing the evening.

PRESIDENT FISHER'S ADDRESS.

O. N. Croukite stated that thoy had met
for tho purpose of having a housewarm-
ing, and introduced tho President, Her-
man Fisher, who delivered the following
address :

"We are assembled here to-night to
dedicate and receive this, the first build-
ing in the United States owned and con-
trolled wholly by American Foresters.

"As is well known to every Forester,
not long since the American branch ol
Foresters, endowed with that independ-
ence which is prominent among all
Americans, ront asunder the ties that
bound us to the mother court in England
lor the reason that, relying: upon our
own confidence in judging our wants and
our privileges, we refused to have our
American institutions dictated to in mat-
ters which were to us, and to us ouly,
matters of interest.

"That in these matters we deemed we
had arrived at mature judgment, capable
of administering the propor remedy to
tho necessities as they arose, so in this
undertaking we havo considered our
wants; we have seen where benefits
would arise, both to the public aud to our
order, aud have as truo Foresters again
assumed the garb oi independence and
progression, and have, with lull confi-
dence of success, pushed forward, and we
submit this beautiful buildiug to you as
the fruits of our labor.

"That it will be a paying investment,
not only financially but also in liberty,
unity, benevolence aud concord, is be-
yond a doubt in the minds of all who
have given the matter consideration.

"In erecting this building we have
profited by tho experience of others, not
only in tho matter of conveniences, but
also nuances. The directors havo spared
neither time nor expense in providing lor
tho wants and comfort of not ouly the
courts but also the conclave and circles,
aud we hope that they will receive the
appreciation that they deserve.

"In giving over tnis building for the
uso of Forestry iv Sacramento, we do so
with the foil knowledge that we are not
only benefiting ourselves, but all man-
kind indirectly, as the Foresters never
lose sight of the word benevolence. Un
behalf of the Directors of the Hall Asso-
ciation, I herewith present to you this
building for further dedication, with the
hope that the order willgrow in numbers
and prosper iv the future as in the past."

miNOS AND RECITATIONS.
After his address was concluded, "Mr.

Fisher read a telegram from Grass Val-
ley Conclave, congratulating the Forest-
ers of Sacramento ou the dedication of
their now hall and regretting the inability
of the conclave to attend.

The Clipper quaitet then gavo a fine
selection, which received a well-earned
encore.

Then followed a recitation by Miss Mao
Connolly—"Tho Innocent Drummer"—
which brought down the house, and she
recited "Tho Tali Young Uysterman''
on her recall,

BECRETARY BRKMEIt's ADDRESS.
Grand Secretary C. 11. Bremer said that

Forestry may be found wherever the
English language is spoken. In 1834,
owing to a revolt in England from tyran-
nous and arbitrary rulings, a large mem-
bership left tho Boyal Foresters and the
Ancient Order of Foresters was founded.
The English people are imbued with a
love of Forestry and brought tiie order
here with them when they immigrated,
and in 1864 a court was established in
Brooklyn, N. V., and in 1874 a subsidiary
High Court was established, oue of the
laws enacted by it being that only
white males were admissible to the
order.

"We believe," said the speaker, "that
we aro abie to govern ourselves, but the
High Court of England tried to govern
the courts of this country. A delegation
was sent to England to lay their griev-

ances before the High Court, but they got
no redress aud at the next High Court
session were told they must obey the
arbitrary laws ofthe Euglish Court, and,
as in 177t', the Americans rose in rebell-
ion, and on August 15, 1889, the Ancient
Order of Foresters of America was insti-
tuted.'• "There aro now 1,200 courts, ancH2o,ooo
members, there being 13,000 in California.
California is taking a leading part in the
order and Sacramento leads California.
The Grand Court will probably never
again experience such a royal welcome as j
it bad here iast spring and tbe enthusiasm
to-night is something grand. This is the
only order in which the ladies are fully
admitted to equal rights, the Order of
Companions of the forest being insti-
tuted to give the ladies an equal rank.

"Sacramento was possibly not the first to
think of building its own hall, but it was
certainly the lirst in the I nited States to
carry the thought to a successful con-
clusion. Sau Francisco has 8,000 members
and Sacramento only 800, but she has
pushed ahead ofSan Francisco. To Pres-
ident Fisher and Secretary < >gg the order
owe their building, to Brother Morris the
lirst Foresters' Band."

As a representative of the Grand Chief
Ranger, the speaker declared this hall to
be forever dedicated to the purposes aud
uses ofForestry.

MORS SINGING.
The Clipper Qoartet then favored the

audionce with another selection and Miss
Mac Connolly recited "Tho Buggies Fam-
ily's Christmas I inner" in an inimitable
style, o. M. Cronkite, Past Supreme
Adjutant of tho Knights of Sherwood
Forest then presented to Tast Supremo
Commander*!!.. B. Harmon a magnificent
i sat Supreme Commander's jewel on the
part of the Supreme Conclave oi' tho
World, which was a genuine surprise, it
being the lirst presentation of the kind
ever made.

Mr. llainun, who was also tho first
Grand ChiefRanger ofthis State, when
he recovered from his surprise, made a
neat speech of acceptance.

A mandolin quartet rendered a pleas-
ing selection, which was followed by a
fine vocal solo from L. Kemnitzer of
Court Capital, entitled "She was the Idol
of My Heart."

GRAND sI'HUA.MiKIt OGG's ADDRESS.
Then came an address by Grand Sub-

Ranger EL W. M. Ogg on the social ad-
vantages of Forestry, as follows :

"Itwould appear to be a task of super-
erogation to attempt to enlarge upon the
social advantages resulting from a num-
ber ofkindred spirits, banded together
in the tics of brotherhood and love, for
purposes solely of benevolence and
mutual aid in times of sickness and dis-
tress, aud when Providence exacts the
penalty which is paid by all that have
lite—the penalty ol" death. Tlio founda-
tion of such a society -the ties that knit
the different members together — the
cement that binds tlio integral parts into
one harmonious whole, must of neces-
sity bear an intimate relationship to, and
be promoters of, the social advantages of
those within the sphere of its influence;
lor the very object of the association, the
life blood of its existence, and tho im-
mediate aim and ultimate end, are those
of mutual and social aid.

"It is scarcely possible for a man to bo
a member of such a body, confederated
together for such high and noble pur-
poses, without deriving for himself indi-
vidual advantages; advantages not
merely of a pecuniary kind, when sick-
ness requires the aid of the funds to
which he has contributed, but advan-
tages of a moral and intellectual nature.
To cultivate the best and most kindly
sympathies of our nature, to inculcate
brotherly love and render it a rule of
life, to foster feelings of commiseration
lor all suffering from alllictiou or dis-
tress, to develop the heaven-born prin-
ciple of charity inall the relationships of
lite, must surely be accordant with and
promotive of the highest morality.

"He who, as a member of a society es-
tablished for these noble purposes learns
his lesson aright, and allows the princi-
ples on which it is based to havo their
legitimate influence ou his conduct and
action, cannot but be elevated, both in a
moral and social sense, above those who
neglect the opportunities for mutual aid
within their roach, and who live as ifman
were created for self aiono.

"The lessons of mutual regard and of
social aid, which contact with such a
brotherhood cannot but teach, must of
necessity render the recipient a better
husband, a more intelligent and kindly
father, and a more enlightened and use-
ful member of general society.

"The practical inculcation of charity
can never lead to illiberaiity of soul.
Geniality and kindness in the courtroom
cannot degenerate into brutality at home:
and the nature which is formed by asso-
ciationand precept to sympathize with
sulloring and distress, can never tako de-
light in or become the cause of pain and
anguish to those whom it is a privilege to
protect and a duty lo succor and aid.

"The social advantages, therefore, of
such association and such practical teach-
ings of duty must manifest themselves
throughout all the ramifications of life.
Tho man who has served in the court-
room knows tho virtue of obedience
to lawful and kindly command, and
makes a better servant outside than he
who obeys blindly, and renders service
uuinteliigently. The man who has exer-
cised authority in the court, called to the
placo of honor and power by tlio free
choice of his brethren, is not the less
qualilied for positions ofresponsibility
over bis fellow-men in the outer world,
and is much less likely to exercise with
haughty arrogance the authority intrusted
to his hands, than he who has never been
taught the responsibility of duty even in
command, nor learned tlio noble lesson
of humility in power, which is gained in
the school of mutual dependence.

"Forestry, therefore, from the very
nature of its constitution, its objects, its
duties and its responsibilities, must be
promotive of the moral, social and intel-
lectual interests of those conuected with
the order; and it becomes a sacred duty
upon all who have its honor in keeping,
to guard that tfonor with jealous care,
and to be mindful that it receive no tar-
nish, either from their own conduct as
Foresters in the court-room,or from their
action as individuals moving in general
society.

"Let no member of the order ever for-
get that ho is a Forester, or become ob-
livious to lessons of sympathy and
brotherly love which he has been taught
by his connection with the society. And
his conduct through life, and to all he
may come in contact, will be such as to
insure respect and esteem for himself as a
man, and causo the order, which will
have been the means of his social and in-
tellectual advancement, to be held in con-
tinual and fragrant remembrance."

OTHER ROTES,
President Fisher stated that Grove L.

Johnson of Court Capital was to have de-
livered the dedicatory address, but had
boen unavoidably detained at Placerville.
The assembly departed for their homes,
having thoroughly enjoyed the occasion.

The hall directors are President H.
Fisher, Vice-President C. B. Strong, Sec-
retary H. W. M. <»gg, B. F. Parson, H.
Rubenstein, H. Meyer and J. Siller.

A reception will be held at the hall to-
night, when it will lie thrown open to the
inspection of the public, and next week
the various organizations v.ili take lor-
mal possession and hold their futuro
meetings there.

Tho
main room, which shall be usod by tho
Foresters, is located in the upper part of
tlie building and covers a dimension of
fifty-fourfeet by forty-eight. The other
lodge rooms aro situated on the ground
floor and occupy a space oi" twenty-eight
feet by forty-lour feet each. The extra
rouiuß, which embody two flats, suites
and single, are unique in structure and
design from the fact that, while being ele-
gantly finished, they form a portion of
the building which 111 no manner can be
disturbed by the entrance orexitofmem-
bers Of the fraternal order.

Tho lodge rooms aro magnificent in
point of convenience and design. Every
facility is afforded fraternal organizations
to properly conduct their distinctive linos
of routine work.

On the whole, the Foresters have rea-
son to be congratulated upon the selec-
tion of this enterprising firm as con-
structors of their new homo. An elab-
orate description of tho building is un-
necessary, for it has already been viewed
by many, and those who have not vis-
ited tho premises, no doubt, prefer per-
sonal inspection to that which might be
given in these columns.

CALIFORNIA'S GREAT EXHIBIT.

It Was Helped Out by Director liar-
wick's Climatic Reports*

but the whole State, in sending forward
to 1110 for distribution your weather bulle- I
tin and climatic maps, which have given \
the peoplo out hero information in regard i
to our climate that wili result in much
good. Ihave taken special pains to see
that the maps and weathor reports fell 1
into hands that would read and appreci-
ate them, lam free to say that our peo-
ple out here appreciate your kindness
and generosity in sending such valuable j
matter. I >ur .State stands well to the front ;
with all other Stato exhibits.

1 can but oxpress the sentiment of the
hundreds of thousands of visitors who j
throng our building by repeating what a
gentleman said the other day, speaking j
of our display. 1 told him wo had only j
fourteen counties out of lifty-fourrepre- 'sented here. "Well! well!" ho said, j
"fourteen counties against tho world, aud I
then you beat them!"

There is some talk of continuing the
fair alter the first of November. 1 think
it would be a mistake. Without exhibit-
ors it would be impossible to have an ox-
position, and it is certaiu that but few of
those now in tho buildings desire to havo
their display remain longer than is abso-
lutely necessary. They would incur ad-
ditional expense without the prospect of
any adequate return. Besides, many of i
them cannot stay even if so disposed, i
Their exhibits are sold, and the contracts
call for immediate delivery at the close of
the fair.

Tho destruction of that which it has
taken years to create is not pleasant to
contomplate, but it is inevitable. The
exposition, grand and beautiful though it
is, must vanish like all its predecessors
and become a memory. It is useless to
talk of continuing it through tho winter,
or ofreopening it next summer; the plan
is wholly impracticable. It is better to
let well enough alone and let tho glory of
the fair remain undimmed by failure and
disaster. I hope to sco you soon. Very
truly yours, Geo.
