somewnat more favorably for the Belling in-

terest. Bright, clean Feed Barley is not plen-
tiful, and holders are not using any pressure
to realize. Tiie steady shipping movement
that has prevailed for some time In brewing

descriptions la telling on stocks, which are
now anything but heavy. As a cons >quence,
the outlook for sellers is more encouraging

than it has been in a long while. The Oats
market shows improving symptoms. A de-
cidedly better fueling prevails than uxi-: i a
week ago, owing to some extent to lighter re-
ceipts and a rather more general demand.
These two circumstances have bo helped mat-
ters of late that dealers have been able to es-
tablish a small advance In prices.

The Vegetable market is dull and prices are
generally weak. Corn is nearly out. Potatoes

uning in heavily and prices are v< ry
weak. Onions are in lightsupply and prioea
are firm.

OPPOSED TO CATHOLICS.

Alleged Oaths Taken by American Pro-
tective Society Members.

Washington, Oct. 30.—Tbe memorial
which Weadock wanted read in tbe
House to-day about the American Pro-
tective Association comes from Youmans,
a member of the last House from tbe
Eighth Michigan District, wbo was de-
feated by William S. Linton. Itdeclares
tbat Linton and bis sup Dorters repre-
sented that Youmans was a Roman
Catholic, aud that tbe Pope controlled his
vote while in Congress.

Tbe American Protective Association,
a copy of whose oaths accompanies the
memorial, binds its members to do any-
thing in their power to overthrow Catho-
lic Church followers. Exhibits of letters
aud circulars sent out by ollicers of the
American Protective Association are at-

tached to the memorial. They all breathe
the same hostility to Roman Catholics,
»nd call upon "Alltrue and loyal Protest-
ants" to vote lor Linton.

The alleged oaths which accompany tbe i

memorial are very binding. No. 1 is
.secretive, ivwhich the candidate declares !
lie is not a spy of any theological institu- j
tion, and especially the Catholic Church. I

Among other oaths, No. 3, which is !
taken on a dagger, binds the candidate j
to secrecy, commits him to support the j
Government, makes it obligatory to keep j
the Church and State separate and re- ;
nounce all foreign powers.

In No. 4 the candidates swear warfare j
against ignorance and fanaticism, and to !
use their utmost power to strike the
shackles and chains of blind obedience to
tbe Roman Catholic Church from the
hampered and burdened conscience of
the priest-ridden and church-oppressed
people. This oath goes on at great length
against the Catholics, and in closing takes
a political turn, the candidate swearing
hu will not countenance the nomination
in any caucus or convention of a
Roman Catholic for any oilice in
the gift of the American people,
and will vote only for a Protestant.
Should there be two Catholics for tho
same oflice, he willerase the name from
tho ticket. The remainder of the oaths •
are elaborations of this, binding the can-
didate to do everything in his power to
keep the Catholics out of public oilice,
oppose all their etiorts to obtain control of
schools, etc.

The oath, number live, winds up: "I
denounce the Pope, his priests and emis-
saries and the diabolical work of the
Roman Catholic Church and its Pope.
Amen, amen, amen."
