OUnly the strictly choice va-
rietics will bring fuil figures, and medium
rtock changes hands almost at the buyer's
valuation. Apples of all varieties are plenti-

fuirly well at the quoted rates. Pearsarein
moderate supply, but the inquiry is small.
Large consignimments of Grapes are daily com-
ing to hana, but buyers arc backward and
alinost invariably demand concessions in
t” ice. There is some little inquiry for Straw-

erries, and prices are held quite steady.
ltaspberries sell siowly. Limes and Lemons
continue dull.

Vegetables of all deseriptions sell fairly well
al the quoted prices. Potatoes are easy and
unijons are in light supply and firmly held.

The local demand for Dried Fruits is rather
light and stocks are beginning to accuamulate.

Nuts are selling slowly, but prices are no
lower.

Dairy products move off fairly well and
values are steadler. The better grades of But-
ter sell more readily, now that prices are
lower. Ranch KEggs continue rather easy.
Crecse is held steaay. Poultry remains de-
moralized, with supplies excessive.
