
EAST AND WEST.

Opportunities For Young Men in
New York.

There is JNo Inducement For Young

Callforniaus to Sees Employ-

ment There.

Ni:w York, Nov. 10.—Some of the Cali-

fornians who went to Chicogo during the
Summer gathered momentum enough to

carry them to New York. Among these
were many young men who were look-
ing for something which ought to be more
readily found in their own State. Atany
rate, they did not find here what they
sought, and as a consequence they missed
seeing what is here and well worth seek-
ing. They were hunting "jobs."

This is very like the practice of the
wealthy young men of the Eastern States
wiio cross to England to go a-huuting,
and, while riding after some foxes, miss
both the educating influences of an old
country and the genuine sport ieft behind
in their own land. There are lew "jobs"
here in New York aud those few are tamo

in comparison with Western opportuni-
ties. What is more, the young men here
know better how to hunt the places open
to new men than do the strangers.

Uf course there is no place in the
United States where ability and energy
cannot make a way, but that is not what
these young men were after. Itis pre-
cisely that which they thought to avoid.
They did not want io make a way but to
iind one made. They applied for places
where they would have nice ripe salaries,
good hour's and a chance to enjoy
something George Could signs lor and
cannot have. Such places are tilled with
the "younger sous" of influential men,
who have given up hopes of a future for
their oilspriug, and are content to see
them shelved iv clean, honorable places
where they may be useful parts oi the
mechanism of life. And the instinct of
the californians was right, in that it led
them hither for;oceupations mechanical,
where foresight, originality and hard
intellectual exertion are not necessary.
There failed then only tbe knowledge
that a "pull" is as necessary iv business
here as in politics everywhere. For

Idaces East they should bring the best
otters ofintroduction attainable.
Then there is au obstacle hero not met

with so much on the western side of the
continent. It is tbe apprenticeship; not
such as is served by Furopean trade-men,
to be sure.but practically a period ofunre-
munerative service. The large number
of applicants lor every position to tie
Idled here, aud the large proportion of
well-to-do young men seeking mere occu-
pation, has lowered tue price of well-
dressed labor.

In addition to this drawback there is
another even more serious, because it
affects the better class of men, who hope
to rise by sheer faithfulness and industry;
the men who are willing to serve honestly
in the belief that they will be picked out
and set up higher. Itis .the habit of long
service and slow promotion. This, no
doubt, is a consequence of the compli-
cated division of labor, together with the
distant removal of the director of the
business from his apparatus. Business
concerns which would attract the starter
in life are subdivided into departments,
in each of which only one man thinks,
and often none judges subordinates. The
President or chief is high above, and
knows only those department lieuten-
ants. Desert is, therefore, drilled in pa-
tience aud is louud out almost always
late, often too late, when it has settled
down to routine excellence and safely re-
warded only by higher pay.

It may seem strange that New York
should be different from London, Pa_fcs
or Berlin as a field for youue men; but
there is a reason for the exception of the
American metropolis from other great

cities, and one, too. highly satisfactory to
American pride. It is the fact that .New
York is still healthy and young enough
to furnish splendid leaders for its own
commerce and enterprise. Heirs to for-
tunes are in almost sutlicient proportion
unilegenerate and able ana willing to lie
the brains of their fathers' millions. In
the next generation this may be changed,
for many young and middle-aged busi-
ness thinkers betray in a trembling hand
and a peevish temper, the approach of the
decline of their race, and brothers and
sous are mad or simple enough to prove
the sound member of the family an ex-
ception. Bnt for the present, at least, the
millions can take care of themselves and
need little aid from the pennies.

But while New York and the Fast
generally oiler few inducements to
Western young men to rebound from tho
Pacific Slope, it has and will have more
and more an attraction for a small mi-
nority. The Fast is a good field for any-
one aiming at achievement in the arts.
For dramatic work New York is perhaps
the only place in America for a talented
starter, for it will read plays and it does
present them. There is a present ex-
ample in Harry J. W. Damm, whose
play, "The Silver Shell," has just
been produced and well received here.
In literature generally, it is a matter of
convenience to be here. Painters
who have not yet made a name can
make a living in New York, Boston and
Philadelphia, and they can do so only
withgreatdiffioultyelsewhere. Musicians
•with head above heart can keep botb
singing without annihi'ating drudgery.

Still, this excepion concerns few, and
after it is made it must be conditioned.
For while New York gives to the begin-
ner bread and to the Western beginner a
fresh point of view, it cannot compare
with the West—and, least of all, with Cal-
ifornia—ior materials and Inspiration.
That this is true will be very rea 1iiy ad-
mitted here. And the young literary
men who have tried the West for matter
for fiction and descriptive prose are nearly
all who have come into renown.

The simplest conclusion with which to
sum up all that is meant in this letter is
that for the Californian tho Fast is best
useful as an instructor of not always bet-
ter, but of other ways and means and
things. There is nothing it can teach that
cannot bo applied better in Caliioruia
than in New York.

Moors' South Sea Islander Troupe np-

| peared at tho Metropolitan Theater last
night, and willappear again to-night, to-
morrow night and to-morrow afternoon.
It is a thoroughly good show. It pos-

- peculiar interest because it brings
the spectator so near to the civilization of
ot a people ol whom we have beard so
mucb, and for whom so much a
sympathy and kindly feeling has
enkindled in this country. So one ot
sensibility can witness tbe performance
and fait to fee] that he has heen informed
and has a better understanding of the
character of the Samoaus, their love of
liberty, their susceptibility to civilizing
intluences, and their remarkable trans-
formation from savagery to Christianity.
They come from tho iand oi' endless sum-
mer and offloral wealth, and their love
tor flowers and tho simple adornment

;of the person with floral wealth
j and rare foliage, their delight iv music,
I their faithfulness in friendship and their
i loyalty to pledges, are matters of com-
; mon knowledge and speak for them to ail

generous souls. There are upward of
thirty Samoaus in the troupe, with two
I.jiaus and two llawaiians. Of tbe Sa-
moana four are women. They are comely

women, too, and oue may be pronounced
pretty. (Graceful these women are. in a
degree surprising to all beholders. Free
from corsets and the restraints of volum-
inous robes, the pinch and hind of fash-
ion, yet clad modestly, these Samoan
girls with their great innocent eyes, their
linely arched brows, tn.ir glitteringly
white teeth, tbat any belle might envy,
their expressive countenances, are at-
tractive, strangely so, though their race

| is indicated in every feature, and tin y
meet our ideas of beauty in nothing ex-
cept in their perfect freedom ofmovo-

! ment and grace of carriage. Tne women
j we know who can move gracefully bare-
footed are lew indeed, but these South
Sea island belles, though clad in the

: most ungraceful robes, and their feet uu-
! shod, are as easy iv carriage as
the most exacting could demand.

The men are said to be iiy no
ans a picked lot, but as a rule they are
endid specimens of humanity, tall,
i^cuiar as are only the few, and pos-
sed evidently of wonderful strength.
8 most ponderous among them are as
ick on foot as a deer, and their hands
use move with lightning-Lke rapidity

and remarkable grace. They are tattooed
from the waist to the knee, tho marking
showing above and below tha taps cloth
bound about the loins and dropping care-
lessly to just above the knee. Their head-

s, neck ornaments, wristlets and
! anklets, are BUch as they wear in war, iv
daily lifeand their sports and games; they

' changing the ornamentation thrice dur-
ing the evening in material points. The
entertainment consists oi dances, songs
and drills.- Their singing is singularly
attractive. The chromatic scale is in use
with them, unlike the Chinese, who have
no semi-tones. The singing is within a
limited register, ami mueti ol it resembles
the chants of toe Gregorian order, with
just a suspicion of the pleading and wail-
ing, or the passion aud anger of tho
savage as moved by moods. In tho
dances the chantiug is monotonous but
tuneful. Their time is simply perfect.
In the songs of genealogy, of love, of
thanksgiving, of invocation there is a

Knderful charm. They are melodious
I full of feeling. One cannot for a
ment think that it is assumption, mere

aclingon the part of the singers; there is
too much depth of feeding to be belied.
In the invocation motion song notably
there is a richness of melody that even
some more civilised vocalists might envy.
The dances vary little so far as the move-
ment of the feel are cone rned; but iv all
else each is distinct from tho other.
When these .Samoaus dance they dance
all over, feet, legs, arms, body, head,
eyes, facial muscles—aii. Their daucing
is not rude, as with the American In-
dians. There is no ungraceful bodily
contortion, no cramped, crooked and re-
pulsive position of the person—ou the
contrary, while it is muscular vigor in
violent thougu rythmic motion, it is
strangely winning aud one wants it to
continue and develop new characteristics.
The Hawaiian woman and man gave four
songs, of love, betrothal, praise and be-
seeching that were very pretty, the woman
pick ing a guitar in accompaniment. While
her voice is metallic, there is singular
feeling in it. She gave also the celebrated
lluia Hula dance, which is simply bodily
movement timed to a monotonous rock-
ing from one loot to the other. In these
