Travelers in Norway who have written

OfNorway aud its people have invariably
•poken of two characteristic subjects, but
in so brief a manner as always to pique
and never to satisfy the reader's natural
Interest. These are what have been
termed for a better name the "eagle-
Best farms," and the "saeters" or rnount-
aan summer dairies.

So far as Iknow no traveler, writing in
our language, has ever visited the for-
mer, aud while a few have actually seen
a saeter, its environment and the strange
•nd lonely life at the same, have never
been adequately describe.

In sailing along the Norwegian coast
from Bergen to the Loioden Islands, one
who is closely observant of the maiulaud
scenery, and particularly if a powerful
iieldglass is used, will be surprised at the
liumber of lonely and isolated habita-
tions, seemingly perched against the gray
crags at great altitude midway between
sea and sky. The larger number of
these are at least feet above the sea.
To the eye it seems inconceivable that
place for even their foundations could be
Becured. The picture is always the same.
A line of black wall thousands of feet
high, a dent of purple, or a depression of
nnsty blue, where the speck of a home is
built, and then black and somber crags
behind and above-, and above and beyond
these the ghostly giacier-fields.

Because, Irom a distance, their eerie lo-
cation, and the ragged, huddled structure,
which often surround the main habita-
tion,recall the nest of the eagle at the edge
of the beetling crags, they fiave come to
be called "eagle-nest farms." Sometimes
tho eye willfollow a black line of fissure
descending from these habitations to a
cavernous, rock-gorged gap beside the
water. In this case a little boat-house
may be seen upon the rocks, and some-
where near a winding, puce-like line
will trail upwards and into the darkening
depths. This tells that the eagle-nest
farmer is a fisherman, too, or has this
means of communication with the outer
world, but how he reaches his home-
perch above, how he subsists in his deso-
late habitation, and what manner of iolk
these are who lind contentment in lives
of such endless solitude, danger and na-
ture-grudged sustenance, were conject-
ures which haunted me until I found
moans to know.

Above tbe cliff walls of the larger and
sterner fiords which penetrate the main-
land from tho coast the eagle-nest farms
are even more numerous than along the
outer coast. This is particularly true of
portions of the Hardangcr, .>ogue and
'i hrondhjein liords. in the lordly JKsero
Fiord, a branch of the Aurlan«is branch
of tho Sogue, and in a few instances in
the Throiidhjem, they are at such lofty
altitudes thai they apyear like specks of
suow or ice, or like poising birds upon
edges of the cliff. I had noticed a few
located at prodigious bights bel
Styve ami llolmeuas, on tiie northern
wall crests of this fiord, which, all iha
way beyond Dyrsdal to the waterfall of
the Vtre Uaaken that tumbles 3,uuo feet,
is like some blackand terrible waterway
to the realms of Kbiis, and on landing at
the picturoscpue station of Bakko, where
snow-capped mountains rise thousands of
feet sheer above tho village, leaving not

a spare loot between habitations and tho
towering walls of stone, I determined
that even if tiie endeavor should end in a
brok,en neck I would lirst have soon a
Norwegian eagle-nest farm.

Pour days passed at Uakke, four days
of contemplation of scenery so somber
and awful that it continually suggested
the infernal before I found any one either
competent or willing to act as a guide.
Tnou good fortune came to me in tho
person of a strapping young fellow, a na-
tive of Grindedal, who bad !>oen lured
away from bis own mountain home to
Australia, aud tired of a roving life in the
antipodes was returning as best he could,
with a look of eager homesickness in his
eyes almost savage in its intensity. The
littio he was to receive as boatman, guide
and interpreter, would, on our return,
pay his pas-age on the fiord steamers
around through Aurlands Fiords to I'ejes,
and still leave him as many dollars as a
peasant's hard labor for a whole year
willyivo ior saving in Norway. We were
a nappy pair as we rowed in our small
boat, hired at liakke, to the northeast to-
wards Styve and Dyrsdal's icefields
ab.»ve the clouds.
Icould not have found in all Norway a

more fittingcompanion for this particu-
lar adventure. Not so very long ago the
old method of stages by rowuoat along
many of these liords was still in vogue.
Travelers were then taken from ono sta-
tion to another in cutuberous sharp-
pointed boats. The crow of each would
return with other passengers to its home
station, and frequently these crews, from
stress of travelers' haste, or when hired

by the week or month, would make voy- I
ages the entire length of a fiord aud its j
various lesser branches.

This often brought the real Vikings of
our generation, that is, the dwellers on
viks or creeks, alone the fiords, into ac-
quaintance with the peasant folk of an-
other iiord, and the father of my guide,
whose name was Poter Erickson, was the
master of such a boat when Feter was a
lad. Those who dwelt at Fejos liad come j
to not only know the lowly of Bakke,
but many had acquired the almost un-
conscious cunning of tho Indian's wood-
craft, or the coast sailors' unexplainabie
eighth sense of Instinctive preoonsciouß-
nesa of location in fair weather or foul.
'Ihis made clearer to those boatmen than
an ordinance chart every hidden chasm,
sequestered waterfall or unseen home-
liest upon the crags, while the very crags-
man whom we had set out to visit had
been, in the days before the steamers'

a awoke the sleeping echoes ot tho
er N;>ro Fiord, one of the crew of

Peter's lather's boat.
It was well we bad provided food and

blankets. The enthralluient of the say- !
agely majestic scenery of the liord, the
loiterings at chasms, gorges and narrow
valley openings, where odd and fantastic
hamlets a:i<i half banging clusters of
farm buildings toppled at the edges of
precipices, or seemed trembling from tho
furies of roaring torrents, and, above all, j
the meetings and partings with quaint
peasant groups to whom the shadowy
iiord was the, only highway ever known,
and who always shook hands with us as
though we wore old and dear friends
they had not seen for a decade aud never
expected lo see, shoutiug and waving
"favels" to usas long as we were insight,
brought us only to the real beginning of
our cliff journey when it was already
fairly night down there at the bottom of
the narrow walls of the fiord.

The place into which Peter dextroualy
guided our boat was tho most iorbidding
and gruesome Iever had the fortune to
enter. From tho middle of tho stream
tho opening was wholly unobservable,
but my guide informed me that hundreds
more line it could be found among tho
tremendous walls of the Norwegian
fiords. It was practically a vertical
fissure 2,000 foot high, and, perhaps, as
deep below the water's surface. One
edge was almost as smooth and rounded
as a hewn pillar for all its mighty bight.
The other correspondingly hollowed,
would have closed against it. had tho
same inconceivable nature-force which
separated it set it again in place, with
perfect lamination and without au inch
of variance or waste space. The two
edges ofthese formations, reaching above
the clouds, were not lilteon ieut apart at
the entrance, but away in there were
weird and awful depths, for whilesight
could not penetrate them, the whispers,
murmurs, plaintive Bongs and hoarser
turenodics of falling waters, told the
wondrous story of erosions, displace-
ments, boat batties and all the elemental
struggles which tho dead centuries had
known.

Not fifty feet from tho entrance our
boat grated against a shelving rock. It
was almost as level as a lloor, but a few
inches auove the water. Ueyond this
the rock had, perhaps, centuries bolore
been eaten away or had given away,
forming a covered hollow like half of a
truncated cone. This spot, resembling a
section oi tho prehistoric bee hive huts of
Ireland, was to be our resting place ior
the night—a place which had probably
sheltered more human beings, before me,
than the greatest and oldest "hotel in Nor-

iiy, and 1 thus learned of another iuter-v> ling custom of Norwegian peasantry.

walls, kueo high, built of loose stones.
The source of certain unaccountable

side them, These might belong to the
cragsman we were about to visit, Peter
told me. In any event, here the Peas-
antry, who often changed the gia/. ng

places of their little herds, penned the
animals al night, and the wiae little
things, conscious as their masters of the
danger of night-roaming or misstep,
never budged from the few square yards

of ruck to which thoy meekly led from

to the eagle-nest tanner, thousands ot

feet above, lo whose possession this
strange place was a sort oi lower and
outer lodge. Having drawn our boat j
upon the rock wo slept within it. it was
a wakeful uigiit for mo. The soughing
of the wind through the narrow fissare
was full of ghostly plaints and voices,
while the falling of near, yet unseen wa-
ters, of differing volumes from varying
bights, seemed almost to articulate with
wild speech and song, as if the mighty
mythologic heroes of Norsoland, in con-
course within this mysterious chasm,
were relume 1 for a night to chant
their sa^ass there of love, ol the chase and
of war.

It was late when we awoke. The calves
had mysteriously disappeared. Peter
w,-,s then sure they were Fredericksou's
on the clifftop above. Their owner had
con.c with a companion, and, without
disturbing us, bad slung tho little ani-
mals over their shoulders and were now
scaling the hightd with them. Peter said
we must make baste, as the cows were lo
follow, and wOHbould overtake the crags-
men at home before they began another
descent. W;th a bit o' food in our hands
we started, Peter in the van. The way
led ior a lew hundred teet. past the crags-
man's boat bouse, along the eJge of what

mals with huge leather bauds fastened
around their bodies, and all things that
could not climb or be carried on these
stunly cragsmen's i-aeks. Here, then,
was half the mystery of these faaiouH

| eagle-nest Norwegian farms removed.
Pefer said they were ail equally accessi-
ble both upon the coasts and tho fiords.
They have simply seemed inaccessible to
those travelers who make books from
steamers' decks, and have been put
among the eagles, the clouds and the
glaciers, in the pictures, without so much
as a rope and swinging wicker basket to

i aid the reader's imagination in sale as-
jcent.

We met the head farmer and his son on
their way back to the fiord-side paddock
near the upper edgo of the chasm. I was
much more of a curiosity to these good
lolk than they to me, for I was the first
foreigner that had ever visited this, or, so
Fat as I can learn, any other eagle-nest
farm in Norway. Peter made them know
easily enough who ho was, and the greet-
ings at the farm house, or houses, for
several brandies ofone family wero hud-
dled in grtat roomy houses along the
plateau, were rather an ovation than a
\\<4c«>me. I was altogether disappointed,
for 1 had looked forward to knowing in
this experience the uttermost desola-
tion in which human beings can sustain
life. 1 was glad to find ono of the cheer-
iest places 1 had come upon anywhere in
Norway.

The eagle-nest farm comprised alto-
gether or 300 acres of partially tillable
and grazing land. A mountain stream
ran through it. The cliff edge above the
iiord was protected by low walls of tim-
ber and stone* The entire tract might be
called a "swail," or littio corrieor saucer-
shaped depression such as you will find
iv the Scottish Highlands. In front was
a misty line above the fiord, then a
mighty panorama of mountain, valley

and waterfall as far as the eyocould reach.
Behind lay first a tjeld of shapeless rock.
Then came a seemingly impenetrable for-
est oflir. Above this was another line of
scarred gray masses of jagged stone, its
upper edge serrated with streaks and
gullies ot snow, and then the glittering
range of ice upon tho Dyrdal Field bo-
yond. The light at this altitude, with
white peaks everywhere along the cir-
cling horizon line, was painful and blind-
ing, after a week passed in the shadowy
depths of tho fiords region below.

There were fine, low, wide, stout tim-
ber-built homes; perhaps a half scoro of
outbuildings for nocks and herds, all ar-
ranged so as to protect, much as possible,
both humans and animals irom tho awful
winter winds, a huge storehouse as big as
a village church for common use, and a
curious old mill forgrinding grain, where
the stream tumbled into the chasm in
which wo had passed tho night. The
larger farmhouse, or sort of patriarch to
them all, had a wide outer inclosed hall.
In this wero bestowed on shelves, hung
from pegs, or stood in corners, a strange
collection of oars, fishing gear, rude farm
implements, game traps, tremendous fur
coats and rawhide boots, stags' heads and
antlers, tusks of wild boars, powder-
horn and shot pouches and firearms of
strange and antique pattern. The living
rooms were lour in number, huge and
square, leading from one to another
through square openings, and in a corner
ofeach was an open flreplace as large as 1
have ever seen. Every article of lurni-
ture —long, low tables, uncouth but coin-

lortable chairs, cum borons chests, bunk-
beds built into and against the walls,
heavy shelves upon great pegs driven
into the house timbers, and even the
gaily-painted bureaus with the house-
wives' Barnes and dates of their marriage
upon them—was of homo manufacture.

With all these evidences of ample con-
tent, if within primitive environment, 1
felt abashed at my own constantly recur-
ring preconceived tendencies to construct
social and material pictures of meager-
ness and desolation where no such con-
ditions existed. Atmiddagsmad, or din-
ner, which consisted ofa sort of vegetable
soup seasoned with bits of dried fish, tho
universal lladbrod, something like the
Scottish bannock, black bread, inordinate
quantities of cheese, butter, cream and
milk, with great basins of tiny, but won-
drously sweet jordbaeret or strawberries,

these things wero frankly spoken of,
causing the greatest merriment among
the family of my host.

What lacked they? Here were com-
fortable homes, and their land which had
remained unquestioned in tho one family
since Norway was Norway. The women
spun the yarn, wove tho doth, made the
clothing they all wore, and, besides, at-
tended to the cattle, and worked much in
the fields. The men felled timber iv
winter, hunted reindeer, trapped and
shot game, sometimes went on long fish-
ing and whaling enterprises, and the land
produced enough grain and grass forfod-
der, besides furuishiug grazing for tho
animals of iess fortunate peasants who
often brought their cows hero for tho
summer mouths, and which explained
the presence of the three waiting in tho
gorge beside the fiord.

AU these folkcould read, though none
had ever attended school. Elementary
education seoms almost hereditary horo,
and books, from the musty sagas to the
prose poems of Anderson,wore piled upon
tho rude shelves above the fireplaces.
Two or three times a year thoy went to
ciiurch at Bakke. These were great oc-
casions, and all went in boats together.
In the long winter months tbo fires oftho
great chimneys roared as loud as the
mountain tempests: with snowshoes thoy
visited other eagle-nest homes, and en-
joyed much simple merry-making, and
from year in until year out, indeed from
one generation to another they knew no
inextricable exigency and experienced
no need or longing beyond their own mu-
tual provision and reqnileinent.

More surprising than all, alter we had
departed—tho entire "eagle-nest" com-
munity accompanying us to tho edgo of
the chasm aud sending many a hearty
"lavel" after us oven when the cliffhad
hidden them from sight— and while de-
scending to the fiord with the head far-
mer and his son, wo learned that these
folk had never soon or known any officer
of the law, and that there was not even a
tradition in the numerous family above
our heads of a title to their lands being
essential, or of any attempt ever bavins
been made for the collection of taxes
upon any of theso Norwegian eagle-nest
larms.
