Cold Weather Has a Depressing Ef-

fect upon the Fruit and Veg-

etable Market.

Ran Francisco, January 7th.
The local produce markets were not very

active ye.~terday, but values were fairly
well sustained.

The Wheat market is a shade firmer and
spot Wheat is a fraction higher.

The cold w. at her has had a very dapiCMing
\u25a0fleet on fresh truits and vegetables, and sales
are very slow. Prfeei are about as low as they
can well get without .selling at an absolute
loss, but shading on the part of dealers does
not increase the demand. When buyers show
any disposition to want certain commodities,
dealers are so anxious to sell that prices will
be made to suit. In this waj considerable
stock is being disposed of to jecldlers.

Receipts of produce yesterday were rather
heavy and stocks in nearly all lines are in ex-
cess of trade requirement*.

Medium
grades* are in heavy supply and sell at. low
prices. Persimmons are disappearing.

All Classes or dried fruits are very
slow to move. Supplies are too heavy lor
pr sent needs and values are whollydevoid of
stability.
