
SOMETHING OF DETAIL.

Attractions Inside the Northern and
Central California Building.

Sacrnniento, Lake, Colnsa, Butte, So-

lano, Yuba, Placer. Napa aud

Other Counties Exhibits.

We closed an account of the opening of
the Northern aud Central Caiiiornia Cit-
rus Fair at San Francisco on Saturday
with a brief note indicating the character
of the building, and of the exhibits and
the insufficiency of the tloor area to ac-
commodate all the exhibits.

SPACE TOO UIOTKD.
There are eleven counties represented

in the building. Had another one ap-

plied for admission it would have been
impossible to have granted the request, j
for, as it is, the place is just twice too fuli.
One cannot view to advantage an artistic
design of considerable size when stand- j
ing within four or five feet of it, and in
this ca.so there not are few points of view
to be taken to properly see, and enjoy iv j
seeing.

THE (iALLEHYVIEW.
There is one exception to this state- '

ment—the view from any point in the
low galleries is good, but it is a down-
ward view of course, and hence tho per- j
spective lines do not radiate from an ,
ideal point.

EXPANSION OF CITRUS INTEH I>l >.
Lut all this proves only how citrus

culture is progressing in the north aud
center. The hist citrus fair of the dis-
trict was held in a bmall storeroom on
Second street in this city; the second
opened in a room about twice the size, on
J street; the third was l>eld in the Marys-
ville Pavilion, we think; one in a public
ball in San Francisco; one under a tent at
('roville, and one in the theater in Au-
burn. But this is the first in a specially
erected and very large building, lhoxl^4
feet, and it is now found that a building
twice the size could have been filledwith
exhibits easily.

TiJE ASSOCIATION.
The State's appropriation for two years'

citrus fairs is being all used in this
year's display, so ttiat in I<SL>"> there will
bo no citrus fair, and it willprobably be
as well to take one year's rest in this
matter. v.

THE IRE MITM.S.

The premiums olfered for county dis-
plays are eleven in number, ranging
lrom §000 to $>lv: total, $1,700. For artistic
displays there are seven premiums, ag-
gregating $300; for budded oranges eight
premiums, amounting to 9305; seedlings,
yeueral, eight, $260; lemons, general, six,
.M25; limes three, ji.'io; packed oranges
three, c^W; Washington Navels three, $30;
Mediterranean Sweets three, ?WU; other
budded oranges five, £37 ou; seedlings se-
lected five, i'dl 30; lemons selected three
Jr-5-J; pumelos, shaddocks, etc., three,
£30; citrus nursery stock three, £45, or
in all nearly in cash premiums.

THE COUNTY EXHIBITS.
There are eleven counties making ex-

hibits, to wit: Sacramento, Yuba, Solauo,
liacer, Butte, Coiusa, Tehama, Shasta,
Siskiyou, Luke and Napa. Santa Clara, j
San Joaquiu, San Mateo, Monterey, Ala-
meda aud llumlioldt have their own
buildings. The other Central and North-
ern California counties are not exhibiting
in their own or the joint building, but
most of them will appear in the horti-
cultural, agricultural aud mining depart-
ments of the Midwinter Fair. The true
citrus fruit-grov.'iug counties are, with
two exceptions, exhibiting in the North-
ern aud Lentral California building.

IN TIIEIK OBDEB.
Begin in the south end of the building

to view the exhibits in or.ier. In the ex-
treme south Napa is installed, under di-
rection of C. F. Wood and G. Olds, with
a miniature wine cellar, a beautiful pa-
goda and spring of Napa soda, a unique
pavilion for general product display and |
tables, slielves, pyramids and columns
showing mineral waters, wines, hops,
dried lruits, grapes, nuts and grains.
While Napa is giving but little attention,. comparatively, to citrus fruits, because
the energies of her people are directed
otherwise profitably, nevertheless she
proves ncr climatic and soil capacity by
a creditable display of oranges, lemons,
limes, figs, olives aud semi-tropic nuts.
A great deal ofartistic work has been ex-
pended upon the method of making
Napa's exhibit. There is nothing like it
or at all infringing upon it in the build-
ing. It stands alone in originality of con-
ception and execution, and is a beautiful
\u25a0whole a complete success. Napa, in
preparation fur her display at the close of
the Citrus Fair, has minerals, cereals,
deciduous fruits, etc., on show, and these
will be largely added to, probably.

SOLANO L'uUNTY.
Solano County comes next in order as

one moves northward and westward.
Her space is large but itis packed to over-
liowing. The younger .Mr. Buck, to
whom so much credit is due for labor to
secure the erection of the building, is in
attendance. Solauo has for one feature of
the display a section of a lorty-two-
yeai-oul tig tree, "grown without irriga-
tion," as the toianoites facetiously re-
mark. Upon this slump stands the lile-
si/.e figure of old "Chief Solauo," clad
from top to toe with dried fruits, pears,
peaches, prunes and raisins. A large
pyramid, sullicient to contain within, tue
secrets ofthe mighty artificial upraisers
of Egypt, is s striking feature. The
walls are covered with packed dried
fruits in great variety, aud nuts,
aunonds predominating, of which there
are eighty varieties. Another ieature of
Solauo's exhibit is the old Capitol at
Beuicia, constructed of 10,000 oranges
aud making a structure llxisi feet Thore
are columns, snelVes, tables, besides, on
which are displayed orau^es. lemons,
limes, prunes, grain, nut>, dried Iruits,
olives and olive oil, dates, green, pre-
served and pickled, jellies, hickory nuts
ithe only mits oi that variety shown in
the fair, raisins, pumalos, shaddocks,
6eeds, grains, flour, mineral water, etc.
A generous rivalry ou the prune question
ex^ts between Solano aud Sacramento.
The latter shows a large quantity of
prunes that go from twenty-two to
twenty-live to the pound, while Solano
exhibits one box of prunes that runs
twenty-two to the pound and insists that
it has plenty of like character and that
they are finer than Sacratnentos. C. I.
Wyer is in charge of Solano's exhibit.

YITBA COUNTY.
Opposite to Soi.uio'3 and south of

Napa's space is that of Yuba, half of
it inclosed in a in ..ly latticed bower.
Yuba has put iv i ; her general dis-
play in the sba; : woolens, in piece
and manufactured. >he shows cases of
insects that are sure to command much
attention. There are all varieties ofscale,
ail known insects injurious to fruit, vine
and flowers, and all beneficial insects,
those that leed upou the parasites and in-
sect enemies of horticulture: there are
cases also of moths and butterflies. Y'uba
makes a tine showing of olives and olive
oilts, deciduous fruits in jars.oranges, lem-
ons, liujes, plums, prunes, jellies, melons,
raisins, apples, hops, wines, etc. A curi-
osity in Yuba's section is a cannon used
by Fremont and owned by Sutter. a
large swivel gun used in early California
times and an air-gun, all of which fell to

the possession of John A. Sutter. Yuba
has a handsome pagoda oi citrus fruits,

main in sheaf and bulk, etc., and a tower
of Yuba wines. L>. K. Knight, N. A.
Kideout aud 11. H. Skinner, at the time
of our visit, were in charge and working ;
bard to xive finishing touches to the
whole beautiful display, crowned by rich
banners and drapery.

THE CKNTRAL I'lEt'E.
Facing now south and reaching the

center of the pavilion the visitor sees the
one piece to which all the counties have
contributed. Itia the Central and Xorth-

( crn California citrus tower. It rises two-
thirds of the way to the roof, in four open !

i stories, and is crowned by a beii tower

I and dome, beneath which hangs the sig-
| nal boll of the fair. The tower ia com-
' posed wholly of citrus fruits; its decora-
tion was by Boyae of Sacramento. It ia

; a graceful structure, and the most strik-
ing figure in the lair. To the left of the
tower and south of Solauo's exhibit is
that of

rLACKR COUNTY,
The gateway, the foothill, the lruit and

I mining county. Placer's exhibit was in- i
stalled by J. P. Madden, aided by many !
willing hands. Because elevated struct-
ares would spoil the view ofSolauo's and
Sacramento's exhibit, and obstruct to
some extent the view of the central tower,
Placer generously waived her right and.
hence makes ail of her display on tables,
low terraces and shelves, it is a magnifi-
cent showing of oranges, lemons, limes,
olives, oiivo oil, almonds, wainut9, chest- j
uuis, silk cocoons, jellies, jams, cereals in
bulk and in sheaf, and deciduous units
in jars. The ornamentation of the space ;
is all in pahn leaves. When the citrus
lair is over Placer will show her wealth
in ixolcl, silver, iron, copper, coal, granite,
marble, berries, early small fruits, and
later in peaches, pears, apples, melons,
woods, asbestos, pottery clays, etc. (If

the S,UOU carloads of green deciduous
fruits shipped East from California last
year, It2OUlt2OU went from Placer County
points alone.

THE CAPITAL COUNTY.
West of I'iacer's display is that of Sac- !

| ramento. Ithas three walls of space aim ;
j a central plat, in which stands the largest ;

i citrus figure in the fair, a miniature
(open-sided, of the beautiful State Capitol
in this oily. The walls are pillared, the

| panels tims being open and tilledwith
I jars of preserved deciduous iruits, every
jar bearing in gold letters the words,

| "Sacramento County." Crowning these
[ pillars are the cornices, piedmonts and
I roof, all covered with oranges laid in
jlarge diamond designs. Above all rises

the beautiful dome with its golden cap,
and wholly made of citrus fruit9. It is a
beautiful ligure, admirably worked out,

jand a credit to all concerned. The "Capi-
tol" is open, the people can easily pass

i through it and view it inside as well as
i out, aud look up into the dome, where
(ieorge Boyne has done some neat free-
hand fresco work.

Sacramento shows hops in bulk and
vine, cheese, vegetables and melons,
prunes, pears, iigs in variety, apricots,
peaches, apples, oranges, lemons, limea,
plums, raisins, dried Iruits in great va-
riety, grains in bulk and sheaf, nuts in
variety, canned goods, corn, etc. The
wall arrangement is very handsome and
rich. Krskiue Oreer was found busily at
work and in charge of the exhibit, while
Chairman Morrison of the Board of Su-
pervisors was looking critically on.

BUTTK COUNTY.
Butte County has a very large display.

A portion is within a room, the exterior
walls of which are made up wholly of
glass-topped boxes filled with every kind
of train and seed culti\ ated in Butte. Un
shelves and tables within and without
this structure Butte shows grains in bag,
sheaf and case, oranges, lemons and

i limes, aud notably splendid citrus dis-
plays from her orange colonies. There
are also great quantities of deciduous
fruits in jars, prunes, nuts, raisins, dried

; iruits. canned goods, peas, beans, flour
i and meals, melons, vegetables, etc. One
! unicpue feature is a large crate of citrus
iruits, and another a large picture of
Ceres done in grains and seeds, and an-
other like it of an Indian giri. There are

: silk cocoons, vines, flowers, plants, pict-
I urcs of scenes in several Butte sections.

We failed to meet any of those in charge
; of ilutto's magnificent showing, one that
! makes a stroug bid for first premium.

COLUBA..
Opposite to Butte, and on the east as

one goes south, is the Colusa County ex-
hibit. It is within an iuclosure into
which handsome gates open, the gate
posts being ornamented with grain, corn,
dried fruits, raisins, peas, beans, seeds,
etc. Within is a central pagoda, guarded i
by a cinnamon bear..The pagoda is heav- I

! ily covered with citrus fruits in variety \u25a0

and case exhibits. Near by are two
obelisks or columns, one of them made of

:no less than s,w>u oranges. On shelves,
tallies and low terraces, and on columns
and in panels, are displays of vegetables,

jmelons, jellies, jams, .deciduous fruits,
sun and artificially dried fruits, prunes,
olives, olive oil, etc. Butte makes the
largest aud best wheat, general grain,
llour and meal exhibit.

SISKIYOU AND SHASTA.
At the extreme south of the great Pa-

vilion, aud on the east side, are two ex- i
treuie northern counties. Siskiyou con- I
fines her exhibit wholly to apples, two !
immense cones of this fruit so essential
to the health of man being the full ex-
hibit of Siskiyou. Not that she could not
show grains, llowers. vegetables, small
fruits, and even some citrus growth, but
that she does not propose this year to
have any other idea impressed upon the
visitors mind except the one relating to

| ncr claim as the best apple county.
Shasta has the wall sp^ce in the south

and west corner. She exhibits melons
and vegetables, potatoes, and artichokes,
dried and canned fruits, corn, wheat and
barley, oranges and lemons, nuts in va-
riety, grapes, jellies, jams, growing fruit
trees one year old, etc. Later on Shasta

j willexhibit her grasses, coal, gold, silver,
! native woods, butter, cheese. Messrs.
Bass and Honn have charge of Shasta's
exhibit.

TEIIAMAAND LAKE COUNTIES.
Tehama County has the extreme south

and east corner. Wali and table, column
and cone-shaped structures show a fine,

t large exhibit of deciduous fruits in jars
and oases. In grapes, especially, is Te-

i hama prominent. She exhibits budded
j and seedling oranges, also lemons, jellies,

\ nuts in variety, grains, melons. When
| we viewed it Tehama's exhibit was not
folly installed. There remained miner-
als, woods, plants, and many other ex-
hibits to unpack, over which workers

' were industriously engaged.
Lake County's exhibit is under charge
