LAST NIGHT'S LECTURE.
Rabbi Voorsancer On ‘‘Cranks and
Dreamers”—Brilliant Discourse.

Rabbi Voorsanger of San Francisco
spoke before the Sacramento Lecture As-
sociation last night at the Congregational
Church., The auditorium was comfort-
| ably filled, and a more attentive, appre-
ciative and generous audience the lec-
turer could scarcely have asked for.

His subject was “*Cranks and Dream-
| ers.” Adequate treatment of the lecture,
which occupied an hour and a half in de-
livery, is impossible unless a couple of
columns were devoted to its presentation
and analysis, and exigencies of space and
time forbid that.

His delivery is that of the eloquence of
earnestness and the persuasiveness of
sincerity. His historical paralleis were
sharply drawn and accuraiely stated.
His estimate of the characters of the
great “cranks” of time, the men who
thought ahead of their era, was lofty,
generous and eulogistic.

So, too, his ideas of the great ‘*dream-
ers,” beginning with the prophets of
Israel, were comprehensive and looked
in the direction of a millennial era when
peace shall not be as a child aimlessly
wandering and liberty a right bounded
by nationality, but when all men shall be
brethren indeed and war, contention, sect
and persecution shall be no more.

The most brilliant, thrilling and poetic
passage of the lecture was the tribute he
paid to the great teacher of the grealest
and most precious of truths; the teacher
of the best of humanity and godliness,
Jesus of Nazareth,
