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WIND-UP OF THE GILMAN CASE.

Conflicting Rebuttal Testimony Taken
Yesterday,

The Arguments to be Made To-Day—
Judge Catlin Will Visit the
Gilman Residence.

When the Gilman-Bee libel case was
resumed in Judge Catlin’s court yester-
day morning the plaintiff went on the
stand to resume his cross-examination by
Mr. Jones. He denied that on the day
he found Madison in his house with Mrs.
Truitt the doors and windows were all
open. He heard voices coming from the
rear room, and went out and sent Barry,
the hired man, up to see who it was, The
latter reported that it was Madison. Wit-
ness then returned tothe house and Mad-
ison went out. He had some words with
Madison and afterward scolded the
woman. He asked Madison if he did not
know any better than to invade a per-
son’s residence in that way, and Madison
repiied ihat the woman had asked him to
come in. Gilman cursed him and said
be would have him arrested if he came
there again,

Mrs. Truitt complained to the witness
of his having insulted her friend, and
said she would leave the house,

that would be all right, but he wanted
her to clean up the house, as it was in
great disorder. He told her also that Pat,
the hired man, had told him he heard
footsteps as of someone leaving her room
several times at night. He told her not
to go away until she had cleaned the
house,

The witness was then examined con-
cerning the statement of Mrs. Truitt tbat
he paraded through the hallway in anude
condition. This he denied, saying that
he walked from the bathroom to the bed-
room with all his underwear on. He
also denied having said in the Bee oflice
that he walked naked through the hall-
way.

In response to further questions by
counsel Gilman went over the story of
Mrs. Truitt’s visit to his store, her re-
quest for credit, and then her asking him
for $25. He was under the impression
that she did say if he did not let her have
the money he would be sorry for it.

Ax the afternoon session Gilman was
examined (redirect) to some extent re-
garding his testimony in the Police Court.
‘I'he *‘serious matter,”” he said, to which
he had referred was the supposed fre-
quent visits of men to his house, of which
Pat, the hostler, had told him he sus-
pected. ¢

To Mr. Jones the witness said he could
not explain exactly why he had delayed
consulting his attorney until after Pat
told him the woman threatened to have
him arrested. There probably was some
reason for the delay which he could not
now recall.

The prosecution here called for Patrick
Barry, but he did not respond. Counsel
for the prosecution said they desired to
examine him again concerning the but-
tons alleged to have been picked up in
the hallway of Gilman’s house, on which
point they expected to impeach Barry’s
testimony.

Barry soon came in and took the stand.
He said he remembered the return cf
Mrs. Gilman and her mother, and was
asked if he did not tell them that Mrs,
Truaitt bad returned that morning to the
house to get something she had dropped;
that she went through the motion of pick-
ing up something and then showed some
buttons to him, said she had got what she
wanted, and desired him as a witness,

The witaess said he had no recollection
of telling Mrs. Gilman anything of the
kind.

To Mr. Jones he said he believed Mrs,
Truitt’s return to the house was after
Gilman’s arrest. Then he said he thought
the woman came after the buttons on the
day before Gilman’s arrest. On re-cross-
examination on this point he said it was
the day after.

To the court the witness said that Mrs.
Gilman told him she was afraid Mr. Gil-
man’s first wife had sent the Truitt
woman there for the purpose of making
trouble.

To Mr. Jones the witness said he may
have told Mrs. Gilman that he thought
Mrs. Truitt a designing woman.

To Judge Holl he replied that he may
have said there was nothing in the mat-
ter—that it was a put-up job.

Regarding the picking up of the but-
tons, the witness said he could not swear
to iacts.

The court—Do you mean facts, or dates?

Barry—Well, dates.

The witness then took occasion to ask
the court’s pardon for a remark made by
him in the courtroom on Monday while
Mrs. Gilman was on the stand,

Mrs. G. L. Schaefter, a neighbor of the
Gilmans, was called by the prosecution.
She testified that she had been familiar
with the Gilman residence for several
years. There is a partition between the
frontand rear hall, and the portieres
now at another part of the hall had been
there for five years to her knowledge.
They have to be pushed aside in order for
a person to pass through. She is a fre-
quent visitor to the house.

To Mr. Jones the witness said the pas-
sageway is narrow, and that the portieres
hang quite close together.

Mrs. Gilman was recalled and testified
that it was a common thing for her hus-
band to return to the house in the after-
noon on hot summer days for the purpose
of resting. =

She personally attended to the employ-
ment of servants, and sent their names,
the wages to be paid, etc., tb the book-
keeper at the store, and all settlements
were made through him.

The witness said that Patrick Barry
told her on her return how Mrs, Truitt
had come to the house for some thingsshe
said she had left that morning (the day
of the witness’ return), and illustrated to
her how Mrs. Truitt had picked up some
things she had just dropped, and show-
ing him some buttons in her hand
said they were what she wanted and told
him she might want bhim as a witness,
Barry then told her that the woman was
a schemer and had put up a job on Mr.
Gilman.

Mrs. M. Baird of San Franeisco, the
mother of Mrs. Gilman, testified con-
cerning the statement made to herself
and daughter by ‘Barry on their return
from the springs. On this point she
corroborated the testimony of Mrs., Gil-
man. It wasonthe day they returned.
He insinuated that Mrs. Truitt had
dropped the buttons there that morning
while she was in the house. He also
said he thought it very strange that the

Mr. Johnson then offered in evidence
| the Superior Court records embracing
the habeas corpus proceedings in the
case when Judge Van Fleet dismissed
theﬁharge against Gilinan of criminal as-
sault.

After further argument between coun-
sel the court ruled that the record of the
habeas corpus proceedings could not be
offered in evidence in the present case,
to which the prosecution entered their
objection,

The following is the concluding por-
tion of Judge Van Fleet’s ruling in the
habeas corpus case above referred to.

“If the case should go to the jury on
the evidence of the people, even without
any showing being made on the part of
the defendant, and a verdict of guilty be
found, it would be the duty of the Court
to set aside the verdict and discharge the
prisoner. The statement of the prose-
cuting witness is entirely too fanciful and
improbable to be seized upon by any un-
prejudiced mind as being the truth. The
evidence is wholly insutficient. Let the
writ be allowed, and the petitioner dis-
charged.”

FRUIT-GROWING IN PLACER COUNTY,

An Interesting Meeting at Penryn Last
Saturday.

“ The Proposed County Fruit Exchange
Will be Established—Discussions
on Fruit Shipping.

| meeting at Newcastle last Saturday there
was a good attendance, with the Presi-
dent, J. Parker Whitney, presiding. F.
| M. Varden of Auburn was appointed
| Secretary.
| The report of the special committee of
| five upon the organization of a County
Fruit Iixchange was given, strongly
| recommending the proposed formation,
The report was unanimous, with an ex-
ception in the instance of A. P. Hall, who
| thought the same results could be ob-
tained by continuing the several co-oper-
atives and shipping houses now doing
business and by the employment of a
special agent or agents in the East. The
committee presented forms of incorpora-
tion and stock subscriptions, with a code
of by-laws to guide the Fruit Xxchange.

The subject of organization and the in-
terests atfecting were discussed by J.
Parker Whitney, Norman Logan, H. 1.
Parker, I. De Gomez, Captain MeCann,
A. H. Smith, A. Hayes, P. W. Butler and
others, and the result was a conclusion to
organize and the adeption of the forms
of stock subscriptions and incorporation
and the by-laws, subject to any further
| changes which might be considered ap-
propriate before the final action of a fol-
lowing meeting to be held at Penryn on
Saturday, February 10th, at 2 p." ».

The following resolution was passed:
“That the President shall appoint com-
| mittees from the several important fruit
growing sections of the county to circu-
late information in said sections concern-
ing the proposed organization and obtain
subscriptions toward its capital stock, and
urge upon the fruit-growers the import-
ance of attending the final meeting of or-
ganization to be held at Penryn upon
February 10th,”’

In accordance therewith the President
appointed the follewing committees to
act:

From Auburn and Colfax and the
county north—Captain Mc¢Cann, F. De
Gomez and George Hill; INewcastle—J.
I*, Maddeg and T. W. Maddeley; Penryn
—P. W, tler, Fred C. Miles and Major
G. H. Turney; Loomis—J. N. Barton and
J. Coppin; Roseville—Mr. Bedell, Sr.;
Lincoln—James Croly, Fred C, Crosby
and A. B. Crook.

H. Weinstock of Sacramento being
present, he was earnestly requested to
address the meeting upon the subject of
fruit shipping, as he was known to beone
of the best-informed persons in the State
on the interests of fruit distribution in
the Kast, resulting from his personal ob-
servations. Somewhat unexpectedly to
Mr. Weinstock, he was compelled to
yield to the general desire of the meeting,
which resulted in a most entertaining re-
view of the California fresh fruit inter-
ests, from theearly fruitshipments across
the country to the termination of the
business of 1893,

The difficulties under which the fruit
business labored were vividly pre-
sented, and the growih of the immense
business graphically descrived, with in-
teresting references to the auction and
private sale systems. The opinion was
expressed by Mr, Weinstock that the ex-
pansion of the business would continue
steadily, and that the open auction system
was the most favorable for the proper dis-
tribution of California fruit, but that it
was most important for the future suc-
cessful growth of the business that an in-
! telligent and complete understanding
between the large fruit shippers from the
State should be established; by which the
shipments to Eastern markets should be
regulated in a manner to supply, without
glutting, the various consuming sections.

Mr. Weinstock’s remarks enlisted gen-
eral commendation and a hearty vote of
thanks from all the fruit growers present.
