"Jolly Fanny Rice," as she is famil-
iaryknown, had a large audience at tho
Metropolitan Theater last night, sue
appeared in "The New Jolly Surprise,"
a skit "intended for laughing purpose-
only." It is, indeed, full of fun aud
jollity,but is not lacking in a plot, for it
is rather a clever conceit, around which
the specialties of the farce are spun.
Miss Rice is inimitable; she must, have
been laughing since her birth or she is a
consummate actress to assume with such
ease !ho appearance of overflowing with
tho spirit of mirth. One does not think
ofher being ever other than what she is
on the stage—a robust sprite, bubbling
over at lips and eyes with fun and spark-
ling with mirth in every movement,
facial expression and gesture, .she has
rivalry only in herself, lor there are none
at all like her and no method is em-
ployed by her thai is copied. Her com-
pany is good throughout and almost as
merry as tho vivacious littie lad 3'
who heads it. There are four very
good siuger3 in the troupe, and
at least three would be heard in
light opera to great advantage,
as their voices have dramatic quality—we
refer to Mr. Jones, Mr. Stewart and Miss
Evans. Miss Rice's "living puppets'"—
iv lieu ofa better title—are as indescrib-
able as they are inimitable. Something
of that kind iias been given hero thrice
before, once by two artists of especial ex-
cellence, but no one has attempted it
whose facial molding and mimetic [low-
ers equal those of .Miss Bice. A striking
feature — striking because infrequent—
was the distinctness of enunciation by
the singers last night. It was as clear as
in conversation, and yet no harmony was
marred by this attention to clearness ol
enunciation, lhe evening's main enter-
tainment was preceded by an Offenbai b
operetta, "The Little Broom-Seller,"
with I'rank .Jones and Ollie Evans as the
only people in it. It is a charming, tune-
ful and clever sentiment, with a tinyplot
that is full of touches 01 human interest
and reeling, it was admirably sung and
deserved ail the hearty applause it won.
It will be repeated this evening, but will
ije followed by Mi>s Lice's latest success,
"Miss lunocence Abroad," a comedy-
farce adapted from the French. It pre-
sents Miss Rice in a role entirely different
from anything she has hitherto at-
tempted.

A Characteristic of English People I

Which to Kare in Americans.
One of the reasons England is such a

comfortable place in which to live, says
Harper' Weekly, is due to the fact that
the Eugll.-.h people hi'.vo tiie peculiar
habit of fighting tor their rights by let- j
ters to the I •\u25a0\u25a0• sor by taking the num-
bers oi* cabmen or policemen aci appear-
ing against them in the morning or by
sending warships into strange uarbors
where me window-paves of some Eng-
lish merchants have been smashed. If
there were elevated roads in London the
clerk who lives in Kensington would not
hang and m\ ing lrom a strap on his way
to and lrom the city, lie \\ oulu see that
he was given the seat for which lie had
paid, 'lhe American is too busy and too
good-natured to ii;;iit for his rigiits, so he I
continues to stand, lie will learn in
time that the reason the Englishman has
better roads and better streets and better
protection for his lifeand property is be-
cause he "makes a liick about it," and
protests a nd growls and is generally dis-
;'._ reeabie until he gets what tie wants.

There was a youne woman in England
who told me that she and seven or eight
other young people had tramped in sin-

gle hie through a gentleman's dining-
room one evening wlnie he and his guests
were at dinner, in order to establish a
right of way. Tho Englishman had built
his house on a meadow directly acrossa
pathway that had been used for centuries,
and once a yen- the young people oi* the
neighboring estates inarched a toss his
lawn and up his stairs and through his
house in order that he should remember
that tho right ofway still existed, she
was an exceedingly shy and well-bred
young person and of a family quite as j
old as the riirht of way, but it apparently
did not strike her that she was rude in :
tramping through a stranger's house or,
indeed, that sno was doing anything but \
a public duty.

The discussion which has
arisen in connection with the matter has
led to all sorts of amusing stories being

house during tho consultation hour by a

| Velpeau informed the Marquis that an

COLORED 400 OP THE CAPITAL.

oludea Many "Wealthy People.
Washington's Colored Aristocracy In-

Washington is a colored man's para-
dise. The term "colored man" is theone
they invariably employ in speaking of
themselves. They tell you they are not
negroes, says the Butfalo Oommera'tU,
that negroes are the low blacks—that they
aro colored people, aud that white ladies
and gentlemen appreciate that fact and
address them accordingly. The standard
ofgentility among the whites is fixed by
their use of these terms. But, call them
what you please, Washington is their para-

dise; the one spot on earth where a part
of their uumber have a social standing,
and where they are something mere than
mere hewers of wood and drawers of wa-
ter, 'lhe colored aristocracy of Washing-
ton really numbers about 100 all told, and
in that respect they stauu* oh an equal
fooling with Ward McAllister's "400" iv
tiie .New York metropolis. These Wash-
ington colored swells live in line houses.
They are possessed in many cases oflarge
wealth. They keep their own carriages,
and they have servants fa abundance
who minister their wants. They have
everytniug, in short, that money and
good taste can suggest. But tliere is cue
tiling they want mat ail then wealth can't
give them, and that is v white skin. The
wealthiest colored man in Washington
would giadly exchange places with the
meanest white ifitwhere in ins power to
exchange skins also, in their church
worship the colord "400 ' are quite as ex-
clusive as their white neighbors, and a
colored day laborer would hesitate as
much to enter one of these sanctuaries a.s
a white man oi me tame degree would iv
presenting himsell at me portal- ol • iiu< c
Cnurch in .New lork. there are other
colorcu churcues there wnero me poor
and the lauiy well to do meet ou equal
terms, but tiiuy are not mo churches Oi*
the "_00." The sweliest colored church
in Washington is the fmeenth Street
Presbyterian. On Sunday inoruinga Fif-
teenth street, iv the vicinityol toe church,
is tilled wnu carriages. The churcn is
•small and ultra-fashionable. The most
o; tiie member- keep carriages, and they
use mem on these occasions, in this re-
spect they are aping the worst form of
whitesuoobery. in England every gen-
tleman walks to church, iio may own a
hundred carnages, nut he doesn't use
them to take him lo and from thychurch.
Some of these days Americana will copy
this custom lrom their j.nglisn cousins,
and when the American whites abolish
the present fashion oi riding to churcn
the Washington colored swells will proiit
by tho object lesson.

PRISON LIFE IN LONDON.

Iron Discipline the Itulo and Disorder
of Any Kind Almost Unknown.

A comparison of tho rules ofan Ameri-
can prison with those of an English pris-
on, made by the Boston Herald, shows
that tho American prisoner has many
more comforts and liberties. A man in
an English prison is almost as dead to
tho outer world as he would be in his
tomb. Nothing iv the way of food or
reading matter can be sent in to him by
Jus friends. He is never permitted to see
a newspaper or a magazine. He can write
and receive letters only at long inter-
vals, and from ihe time he enters tho
prison until he leaves it he is not permit-
ted to speak unless he is addressed by a
prison officer.

A prisoner sentenced, fora term of three
years or less may sco a visitor once in
throe months in the presence of a prison
officer, and he may write one letter. To
mi n whoso terms aro longer such priv-
ileges are granted loss frequently. For
the first month the prisoner's bed con-
sists of nothing but a broad board like a
tauie top, threo or four inches above tho
floor of the coll. He has no mattress, and
the bed clothing consists of a rug, a
blanket, a pillow aud two coarse sheets.
At the bud of a month, if he has earned
a Sufficient number of good conduct
marks, he has a mattress three nights a
week. Later ho has a mattress live nights
a week, and at a still later stage, if his
conduct has been uuexceptionable.ho may
have a mattress every night, lie has
also in his cell a bucket, a water can, a
tin wash bowl, a towel, a soapdish, a salt-
cellar, a wooden spoon and a tin plate,
lie never has a knife or fork, and he has
nothing to eat requiring the use of these
implements. Ho must get up at (! o'clock
and his breakfast is brought to him at

I:'M. He eats every meal in his cell. In
the first stage of his imprisonment he has
only bread and water for breakfast, and
for dinner a pint and ahalf of "stirabout,"
a gruel-like mixture of oatmeal and In-
dian meal, lv the fourth and best stage
of his imprisonment ho has a pint of por-
ridge with his bread lor breakfast, and a
better dinner, but even the fourth-stage
bill of fare is nover changed throughout
tho yoar. There are no holiday dinners
nor an extra dish on Sundays, as in somo
of our American prisons.

Not all tho prisons have workshops at-
tached to them, and where there i- no
workshop a man wiio has a labor sent-
cuce goes on a tread mill for two bonis and
a hall in the morning and for two hours
and three-quarters in the afternoon. In
some prisons there is a worse kind of
labor than oven the treadmill. It con-
sists of turnings heavily-weighted crank,
which serves no purpose whatever ex-
cept to record the number of Us own
revolutions. A day's labor consists of
from 8,000 to 10,000 revolutions. In other
prisons the prisoners are set to pumping
water. As ibis serves some purpose it is

Dot so depressing as tho crank move-
ment, The entire system of discipline
in Knglish prisons is nnlitory in lis rig-
idity, and it is never relaxed. There are
no "demonstrations" of discontent, of
delight or of contempt on the partol the
prisoners; pandemonium is never r. pro-
duced, as it is in prisons in some ol the
Males; the bOOtiug and Whistling, tho
yelling aud "cat-calling" in which Amer-
ican prisoners indulge are nover even re-
motely imitated in au English prison.
The Knglish convict is Dot by nature
more respectful or orderly than tho
American convict, but he knows that dis-
obedience will be immediately punished;
he knows that the statutes of Parliament
have framed the conditions under which
he is to serve out his .sentence, an 1 that
the power and the system of the prison
are such that he mu-t obey the rules or
sutler for the consequences. Escape*
from English prison.- are so tare that they
assume the character of marvels.
