MRS. C. . MILLER'S LOST JEWELRY, |

A Peddler Arrested on Suspicion of |
the Theft.

He Had a Partner, But the Stuff Was
Not Found—said to Have Told
Conflicting Stories.

On Wednesday a well-dressed, good-
looking man of about 26 years of age
called at the residence of C. H. Miller,
1019 E street, and was met at the door by
Mrs. Miller. He represented himself as
a mechanic who had lost his place in the
Tailroad shops some months ago, and told
& pitiful story of having a sick wife and
infant who were in need of the neces-
Baries of life,

In order to provide for them he said he
had been forced to peddleladies’ trinkets,
#uch as souvenir articles, needles, pins,
ete,, and exhibited a small quantity of
such goods,

Mrs. Miller’s sympathies were aroused
and she told the visitor to wait while she
went for some money. After going to
the rear part of the house to consult her
father on the subject she returned and
parchased some pins of the peddler.

Two or three hours afterward Mrs,
Miller concluded to go down town, and
went to her bedroom, in the front of the
house, to get some articles which she
Kkept in a tin box there, only to find the
box and its contents gone. It contained
a gold lace-pin, with the initials “M. G.,”
& silver pencil with an amethyst set in
the end, a gold pencil with pearl handle,
two gold rings, a bracelet and two silk
handkerchiefs.

She at once suspected the peddler with
the sad face and plaintive story of having
stolen the box, and gave a description of
him to the police. Officers Higgins and
Dougias went on a search for the peddler,
and yesterday they got on his trail, when
they learned that he had a partner.

The officers called at several houses
where the peddlers had been, and learned
that the one who had called at Mrs, Mil-
ler’s had told different stories. To some
{Jeople he said he had a family in San

“rancisco, and to others that his family
resided here, but in each instance he
spoke of having been thrown out of em-
ployment by the hard times.

Not being able to run across the ped-
dlers, the ofiicers visited several hotels
and finally found that they were stopping
at the State House. They waited there
last evening until the pair put in an ap-
pearance, and arrested them.

Later in the evening Mrs. Miller was
sent for, and she identified one of the
men as the person from whom she pur-
chased the pins, She also identified the

oods found in his possession as the same
gu exhibited when at her house.

The prisoner gave his name as W, B,
Tilghman. Besides the goods which he
was selling he had considerable money
on his person. The police say he also
had letters from clergymen and church
members in San Francisco commending
him to the generosity of the public as a

ood man and member of the Young

en’s Christian Association. Whether
or not these are genuine, remains to be
seen,

The officers last night searched the
room of the peddlers, but found none of
the articles taken from Mrs., Miller’s
house, The latter says it was practically |
impossible for anyone to have entered the
house between the time the peddler
called there and when she missed the
articles.

Tilghman’s companion is a younger
man, On the way tothe Police Station the
latter asked the officers if there was any
charge against them more serious than
peddling without a license.

ROSCOE . TRAIN ROBBERS.

Partial Description of Two of the
. ighwaymen.

The following description of two of the
men who robbed the express car on the
train coming from Los Angeles at an
early hour yesterday morning has been
received by Division Superintendent |
Wright from Superintendent Fillmore of
the Southern Pacific Company:

“While it is believed there were five
men concerned in the affair, the express
messenger makes a statement to the ef-
fect that there were but two, one of them
6 feet and the other 5 feet 6 inches in
hight; both of light complexion, blue
eyes. They had a team and buckboard
wagon. There was a dead-head fireman
on engine going to Fernando, who helped
to carry coin sacks from the car to within
seventy-five feet of the buckboard. The
door of the express car was blown open
with dynamite, and the door plate cast-
ing, bottom rail, two door stiles, fan wing
on one door and nine panes of glass in
the bulkhead inside the door were
broken.”

GIRLS OUT FOR WAR.

They Organize a Brigade in a New
Jersey Town,

They Wear Uniforms and Carry Guns
Like Real Soldiers of the Male
Sex—The First Drill.

If ever in need of valiant defenders
against an invading force, the town of
Bloomfield, N. J., will call upon its giris
to repulse the enemy. For the spirit of
war has let fall his mantle over the fair
maids of that vicinity, and for this winter
Mars will occupy the place in their hearts
formerly given to terpsichore. Already
they have secured a competent drill-
master and are deep in the practice of
marches, countermarches, obliques and
other evolutions. In time they will have
aniforms and guns—not real guns that go
off when they're not supposed to be
loaded, but nice, innocent wooden guns,
whose capacity for maiming is propor-
tionate to the physical strength of the
gunner, Thusarmed and equipped the
Bloomfield Brigade of Beauty will go
forth to war, a glorious prize to gain, for
they will challenge the boys’ cadet com-
pany to acompetitive drill before the eyes
of the assembled populace at fifty cents
per capita, the proceeds t0 go to some
charitable institution, Such is the pro-
gramme as now laid out.

The scheme of getting up such a com-
pany was evolved from the brain of Miss
Agnes Clark, who concluded that dancing
and parties were getting tame and that
something more novel must be invented
to make life in Bloomtield worth living.
She went to her bosom friends, Miss Sut-
phen and Miss Nash, who exhausted
their vocabulary of endearing adjectives
upon the plan, :

*Now, girls,” said Miss Clark, who is
an eminently practical young lady, ‘‘we
can’t do it all at once. The first thing is
to get the girls to join. Wae can see about
the other things atterward.”’

“Oh, yes, and we’ll learn all the fancy
drill steps,”’ cried thé others in a breath.
‘*And learn to do wheels,”” **And march
in crosses.” *“And shoulder bayonets.”
‘““And ’tention, comp’ny.” “And we’ll
have real uniforms.’”

*Real uniforms? Good gracious! you
don’t suppose we'd wear—’

**No; of course not, you goose,”’ inter-
rupted Miss Clark, ‘*Not uniforms like
the boys. Long blue serge dresses., or
something like that, with shoulder things
and a little cap.”

**Oh, it’'ll be just too lovely! All the
girls will be wild to join.”

And all the girls had a chance before
the plan was a day older, for the three
originators talked all their friends into a
fever of eagerness over the scheme.
There was a big meeting to start the
thing, and then came the question of a
drillmaster, which proved to be the rock
on which they split. One faction wanted
Colonel Baker, instructor in the Mont-
clair Military Academy, while the other
and larger faction were set upon getting
Howard Thomas of Glen Ridge, a gradu-
ate of the academy of one year’s stand-
ing.

There was a hot fight between the op-
posing parties, the Baker faction urging
that the Colonel should be selected be-
cause of his long experience, while their
opponents insisted that young Thoinas

would have more time to devote to them."

Besides, they added, forcibly if illogic-
ally, he was so nice-looking and he
danced beauufully.

Therefore he
hoped they would be as orderly as pos-
sible; and they assured him chorally that
they would. Then the fun began. No
outsiders were present, but from what
the members of the corps suid afterward,
it was learned that matters progressed
slowly at first, The Captain marched out
in the middle of the floor and eried, ‘“Fall
in 1" in a loud voice,

Half of the girls who thought that they
knew what that meant huddled together
near the center of the room, while the
rest looked around in surprise and said
politely and interrogatively: *1 beg your
pardon.”

The Captain tried again and
again and finally got them all started to-
gether. Then for two mortal hours a
lingering line of giggling girls went
wavering up and down the floor in a
manner that was truly heartrending.

At the expiration of the two hours the
girls assured Captain Thomas that they
weren’t tired a bit; in fact, they had just
begun to get the hang of it. But Captain
Thomas said that he really must catch the
next train for Glen Ridge, and that the
drill on the following Friday night would
be only an hour long. Thereafter there
was a drill every week, and when the
first difficulties were overcome the mili-
tary maidens mastered the evolutions in
a manner that filled their Captain’s soul
with pride.

BURIED A BLOODY SHIRT.

How Congressman Harris, an Ex-Con-~ |

federate, Checkmated Opposition.

One of the most polished men, as well
as one of the wealthiest in the House, isa
Populist. Representative Harris, Con-
gressman at large from Kansas, was
elected by the third party by a majority
greater than that polled by any Democrat
who ran in the State during the Presi-
dential election, He is not heard of as a
fire-eater in the House, says tne Wash-
ington Post, but those who know him re-
gard himm as one of the strongestmen,
intellectually, jin the Populist party, a
man of fine attainments and highbred
courtesy, Heowns a large stock farm
in Kansas, and is anything but a socialist
in the ordinary acceptation of the term.

During the campaign he presided over
a ceremony that may be set down as one
of the most novel election devices ever
introduced in Kansas, where election de-
vices are certainly in vogue. The opposi-
tion was maKing much to-do because
Harris bad served in the Confederate
army during the war., All over the State
he was confronted with the story of his
rebellion against the stars and stripes,
which was dinned into the people’s ears
from every stump and every platform.
When his Confederate record bhad been
exploited to the limit of endurance Harris
announced that he would go to Fort
Riley on a certain day and bury the
bloody shirt. Fifteen thousand people
turned out to see the ceremony,

Harris and his friends had everything
arranged beforehand. A grave was dug
in a conspicuous place, beside which a
new white shirt, spotted with red to re-
present blood, was fluttering in the breeze
from a pole. Then he addressed the peo-
ple in an eloquent speech. When he came
to the point of his address that otfered
the right opportunity for the introduction
of the dramatic scene which he had pre-
pared he told his hearer that he would
proceed to bury the bloody shirt that had
been wafted on every stray breeze since
he had opened his campaign. Two men

stepped forward, one of whoin was recog- |

nized as a well-known Union soldier and
the other as a ex-Confederate. They
hauled down the fluttering shirt, and
amid the enthusiastic cheers of the crowd
solemnly consigned the ensanguined
garment to the grave., The incident cre-
ated so much talk all over the State that
it contributed not a little to the resuly of
the election, and certainly checkmated
the opposition in its attempt to make
capita{ out of Harris’ Confederate record.
-
‘“Hold Up Yonr Hands.”

An ironical but timely application of a
phrase away from its customary signifi-
cance is the command *hold up your
hands,” directed by the city police to
tramps who attempt to abide in El Paso,
Texas, This town of agreeable winter
temperature, lying as it does on the
southern railroad route from California,
was becoming overrun, as other Texas
towns hdve been, by the ruffianly mendi-
cants that for months have been throng-
ing eastward. The evil abated when the
rule was put in force. Now whenever a
tramp applies for relief he is compelled
to bold up his hands., If the palms do
not turnish evidence that he is a genuine
workingman he is promptly set to clean-
ing the streets. As the methods for en-
forcing ordinances in Il Paso emphasize
promptitude with plenty of force and
tireworks, it is not strange that tramps
hold aloof from that city and bestow their
unwelcome visitations on other places.

The Whipping Post.

The whipping post and the pillory in
Delaware are practically one piece of ma-
chinery. The post bears at rather more
than the hight of a tall man a small plat-
form and above that two arms, each pro-
vided with three holes, one for the neck
and the other two for the arms of the cui-
prit. The man to be whipped siands at
the foot of the post with his hands secured
to it above his head. Sentences for some
crimes in Delaware name, beside impris-
onment, the penalty of receiving so many
lashes on the bare back, “‘well laid” on,
and the requirement to stand thereafter
so many hours in the pillory. The sen-
tence of the pillory is no longer specially
effective as a terror to evil-doers, in the
northern county at least, because the cul-
prit is invisible behind a high wall,
where no gaping crowds can deny himn
the boon of solitude.
